cipal of hydraulic r esistance, glycerine

ing chambe r i s aut omat ically kept full 
by the glycerine in the r e servoir . As 
the shock absorbers a r e accurately 
adjusted at the fac -:;o r y , it should not 
be neces sary t o alter this adjustment 
except in rare case s, uhe r e no r e or l es s 
shock absorbe r action is desired . 
The r eade r v:ill observe a needl e valve 
with an ...1.rrow pointer extending through 
the cente r of the shaft , on the fir st 
model " 11.

HELPFUL HINTS 
Fellow "A" Fans: I am writing a small 
column each month on helpful hints hop­
ing that they will be commented on. 
For those of you who have laid out one 
hun~red dollars or more for a completely 
rebuilt motor, here is a piece of advice 
before P.uf!ing on the valve cover squirt 
motor oil Into the three main bearing 
holes. This is very important. When the 
motor first starts it will be several 
~inutes before the oil will be flowing 
Into the valve chamber to drip into the 
mains so consequently the mains will be 
without oil and possibly damage will 
result. Also you probably will install 
a new front crankshaft asbestos seal so 

' 
about a week before installing soak the 
asbestos seal in # 10 motor oil. Be sure 
to check the pulley before installing 
the seal to see if it is smooth, if not 
do not file, but install a new pulley. 
One more thing be absolutely sure there 
is a gasket between the end of the motor 
and the bell housing, or the oil will 
drain off the crankshaft onto the fly-
wheel. If you are still game after 
all that, be sure to install a new front 
motor mount preferably "Champ" as theirs 
has more spring to them. Don't forget to 
check the rear motor mounts for possible 
cracks. Don't braze but have welded. 
When installing flywheel housing motor 
mount bolts, instead of running a wire 
through the heads, put lock washers on 
them. With the wire it is possible for the 
bolts to loosen and crack the rear mounts.

RIDING WITH 11CHESTER" 
"Fellow "A" Fans" ~n restoring a 

Model 11A" one of the h:lrd.e~t things to 
do is keeping the oil 1n the steeri~ 
column. I have i'o,mcl o. tool proof wa.r. 
here it is, obtain a Ford Part:/:: ~8.:\-
3591 Neoprene Seal, install this seal on 
the outside eDd ot the aector abaft 
housing havi~ the housing pre7ioualy 
been re•med and titted tor the seal at 
your local ~~chine shop. This operation 
shouldn•t cost over ~5.50. To insure a 
better oil seal at the lighting switch 
asambly obtain from a local hardware 
store a 6! ~ection ot i" O.D. copper 
tubing and solt!cr to one o~ t.lte washers 
found in the bottom or the celumn, then 
solder the washer and tube to ethe steer­
ing gear light 8'tti tch bracket. You ".:ill 
probably bave to sqUAre this up so that 
1 t will enter the steering column with­
out binding. Be sure to inste.ll a 
gasket and you will haTe a perfect seal. 
The light 8\1'1 tch control rod will pas~ 
through tbe tubing without any trouble. 
The reason this works is that the tubing 
is above the height of the tluid in the 
gear box. 

In answer to Mr. Oliver Sm1 th! s addition 
to ury advice, I have tried this method 
and so have sev~ral old timB mechanics 
and it ¢ften does not work. ~e oil 
comes down the shaft hole and flows 
to r6ard to the tiJr.ing gear an1 in to the 
c~snkease, t~kcn care ot the center and 
front main be~ring, but its progress to 
the rear is halted by the oil control 
baffle in the chamber so consequently 
the rear bearings get little or no oil. 
Also we have run into great amount of 
rear main oil leaks caused by flywheel 
suction and have c~red most or them bJ 
drilling 10 or 12 relief• holes around 
the clutch housing in line with ~he ~ly­
wheel teeth as tP~S is what oauses the 
suction aetion. If you have a cronic 
leaker. try this. pack the cap with 
graphi ti!ed plumbers p ::.dking put it 
into the r ear most oil groove s, also 
take a punch and paok a like amount in 
the upper half of the rear most oil 
groove s •• Be sure and use a side on 
both sides of the cap as this serves as 
a gasket because metal to metal is not 
oil tight.
