Standard equipment included cowl lights,

trunk rack with chrome plated platform, left well fender, rear view
mirror with chrome plated bracket, chrome plated windshield frame, and
chrome plated vacuum windshield wiper. Later the top boot was included

as standard equipment.

On August 12,1930 the DeLuxe Roadster was added to the *“odel A line
to make a fourth open type after the phaeton, deluxe phaeton, and
standard roadster. Standard equiprment was the same as on the deluxe
phaeton. Colors at that time were also Raven Black or George Washington
Blue with genuine leather upholstry for the front seat. Rumble seat was
in imitation leather to match the front seat. ltheels matched the stripping.

Additional colors vwere added to these two cars as oubtlined in the

Ford Model A Restoration llanual.

November 10,1930 saw the addition of the Victoria coupe to the deluxe
Model A line. Colors were the same as for the deluxe closed bodies. At the
time of introduction it was the only closed car having a slanting wind-
shield. It had the top.and rear guarter down to the belt line covered in
heavy tan colored pyroxylin coated material,

MODEL A's IN HOLLAND

The ardent love for the Model A is
not restricted to this country, but in how
many other countries there are Model A
clubs we cannot say. We do know that in
Holland there is the '""Club of Ford A Own-
ers', William Hachtel recently made a
trip to this picturesque place and with in-
formation received from MARC headquar-
ters he contacted the group.

The club was organized in January
1956 and has as its president Mr. J.D. Leg-
ger, Van Boetzelaerlaan 67 Den Haag, The
Netherlands.

A large manifold
unit called a vaporizer is built and the en-
gine is started on gas. When it becomes
hot they switch to kerosene., Several of
the A cars use the same system,

During the years from 1928 to '3l cars
were imported as units and assembled in
the headquarters at Rotterdam. The pres-
ent Ford assembly plant is located in Am-
sterdam. The club entertained Bill at
club get together on June 21 and went from
Den Haag to Bloomindall where the rest of
the club joined the group. They had a big

HELPFUL HINTS
When installing a manifold heater if using the original
two bolts to attach the cap to the core, it is suggested
that powdered grafite be inserted in the screw holdes.
This will eliminate rusting and shearing the bolt heads
when removed. A more simple means is to install a stud
like bolt and use wing nuts for quick removal. If you
are using a standard manifold with a universal cap
type heater and more heat is desired, A small piece
of steelwool inserted in the center will slow down the
flow of air but increase the heat,
