Differential: In differential work, | have a drive-

spring. When the car is raised, it keeps the spring
stretched helping greatly in removing and replF;cing
the spring shackles. If | have help, | also leave the
driveshaft housing in. This saves fooling around the
universal and having to regasket it. It's kind of a
trick to get hooked up again, but it can be done
through the speedometer gear hole, where the speed-
ometer gear housing bolts on, (2 bolts)

Have you ever had occasion to replace the rear
spring tie bolts? If that is all you need, it's quite
a job to remove the whole spring and often it's not
necessary especially on the two seated models.

On coaches, sedans, tourings, etc., it's easier to
get to it by removing the rear seat cushion and cut
a small flap directly over the head of the old tie
bolt. Loosen the rear spring clamps, then using a
long tapered punch or its equivalent, drive out
from below the old tie bolt and by rocking the car
from side to side, line up the holes in the spring
leaves with the punch. You then insert the new tie
bolt from the rear seat position and bend the flap
you cut down back into position,

The following tips have been sent in by C,W.
Mason, lthaca , N.Y.

If the fabric of window channels is worn so the
white core is exposed, remove and reverse to
put fresh lower part at top. End clips on chanel
can be removed and replaced on opposite ends
or Weldwood Contact Cement can be used to
hold fabric to metal,

A simple V-shaped trough to catch water that
gets through the center hood hinge can be made

from a strip of galvanized steel about 2" wide.
The ends can be bent outward and clipped under

the units of the radiator brace rods. This will
eliminate the rusting of your spark plugs.

The Rubber stem of an old innertube, with the
metal valve removed, makes a good bushing for
the choke rod hole in the fire wall. Trim to
leave a flange on the engine side.

CLUTCH HINTS
When the time comes to do a clytch job and the

fly wheel gear has been on quite a long time it Is
probably getting chewed up in spots. Now all four
cylinder inline engines stop in one of two positiors
directly across from each other. You can double
the life of your flywheel gear by marking its pre-
sent position, Then knock it off, turn it a fourth
turn and reheat and replace it. [f putting on new
gears, beware of wild cat parts. [ shrunk on a
wild cat gear once and had the motor back in be-
fore it cooled enough to snap in two. Since this

The following is to be a continued column of
helpful hints submitted by R.E. Shouse, Creston,
lowa:

Brakes: Years ago when the A's were being ex-
tensively driven | was employed as a mechanic

in an independent shop and 0% of our work was on

A Fords. On brake relining jobs we used to have
a lot of trouble because of sagging rear motor
supports and end play in the spincﬁe bolts.

If the rear motor supports sag enough, the drive
shaft and universal housing will interfere with the
brake cross shaft, |'ve seen this condition so bad
that when you would push the brake pedal to the
floor the transmission would raise up. It's rather
easy to remedy this as the rear motor supports are
interchangable from left to right, and that is ex-

actly what you do.
[t's surprising how much it will raise the motor.

This is a good thing to do if you already have the
motor out for other reasons.

Sometimes when taking up all the slack in the
brake rods and adjusting brakes you will have all
wheels free while on the jack, but find they
drag when the car is on its wheels. That's where
the end play in the froni spindle bolts shows up.
As the weight bearings in the front spindle bolts
tend to lower. If the brake rods are taken up
with the spindles dropped down as they are on a
jack then when you let the weight back on the
wheels the rod in the hollow spindle bolts pushes
the wedge down setting the front brakes. To
overcome this when taking up the slack in the

front brake rods | wedge the spindle in an up posi- §

tion with a screw driver before adjusting the front
brake rods. [t is also advisable to remove the
wedge in the front baffle plate and pull the push
rod out the bottom of the spindle and build it up
with welding to compensate for the wear. Your
front brake levers should be inclined slightly for-
ward when the brakes are set.

REPLACING DISTRIBUTOR POINTS:

We never removed the cam and plate from the
distributor to replace points, We would grind a
notch in the loop of the spring and remove the bolt
that came in them, Then with side cutters cut the
loop on the spring to the old points you were re-
moving, leaving the old bolts in the plate, Just
slip the new points and spring over the old bolt,
The spring tension will hold it on, |t saves timing
the car again and you don't run the risk of getting
a ground in the wire under the plate which is quite
easily done, However | retime my own car anyway
to insure miximum efficiency and good mileage.
Sometimes if the distributor bushings are quite badly
worn and the shaft is loose you'll find you will have
to set more gap in the points or you will have a miss
on one cylinder, Of course the proper way is to
rebush and a new shaft but sometimes you may have
a hard time locating parts so this is just a suggestion
to help get along,

A set of points prepaired in this manner to take along
on a trip will save you time on the wayside,

If you have found these tips by Mr, Shouse helpful
you might drop him a line and let him know, and if
any one has a suggestion for future helpful hints you
might also mention this to him,

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Luther H. Killam of Durham, Conn. has uncovered
the story behind the Winged Quuil: .

In o letter to Luther the write Glen A. Johnson of
Stant Mfg. Co., Inc, states the following,

"It might interest you to know that the writer designed
and modeled this ornament as one of his first projects
for Stant, We secured live Quail from the Indiana
Conservation Department, and built special padded
cages for them as they beat themselves to death
against wood or'memrscreenfng. We photographed
them in all positions and measured them to get complete
records before returning them to the Conservation Dept
We made models in clay, wax and finally brass from
which Ford gave approval. Diecastings dies were then
engraved to exactly match the master brass model and

"hundreds of thousands were run from these dies,

The ornament was produced as a service item for a
number of years after production of Model "A" was
stopped”. An added note and the part we do not like
is the fact the Ford ordered these dies scrapped a
number of-years ago, |

BROTHER OF GOVERNOR AND CHICAGOAN WIN
TOP AWARDS AT 1957 FORD MODEL A MEET

DEARBORN, Mich. --Richard E. Wil-
liams, 290 Hillcrest Road, Grosse Pointe
Farms, Mich., brother of Michigan Gover-
nor G. Mennen Williams, and Russell J.
Gerrit, 5719 North Milwaukee, Chicago,
I11., shared top honors in the 1957 Ford
Model A Restorers Club national meet at
Greenfield Village (August 6, 7, 8).

Williams won first place in the 1928-29
division with his 1929 Touring, while a 1930
Roadster took the same honor for Gerrit in
the 1930-31 group.

Second-place winners were William
Abbott, 1322 Washington, Alton, Ill., 1929
Touring in the 1928-29 division and Robert
J. Carini, 67 Denslow Road, Glastonbury,
Conn., in 1930-31 competition.

Third places went to Wendell F. Cha-
pelle, Route 1, Rathbone, N. Y., 1929
Roadster in the 1928-29 group and George

O. Boellert, 4112 North 39th, Omaha,
Neb., 1931 Victoria, in 1930-31.

A 1930 Sport Coupe, tagged an early
favorite by observers after its arrival by
van from California, won for its owner,
Claude Grow of Glendale, a special grand
prize for the most outstanding restoration
"above and beyond the original Model A
standards.'" Grow valued his entry at
$4, 000.

A fellow Californian, Peter D. Persh-
ing, 23-year-old electronics engineer from
(6098 Homestead Road) Los Altos, made
the 2,809-mile trip in his 1931 Deluxe
coupe and thereby won a prize for the long-
est distance traveled. Appropriately, he
was given a choice of two Model A white
wall or four black wall tires.

Pershing, however, won by only 35

miles over a third Californian, John Tous-

fied 1930 Sports Roadster. The two met in
Salt L.ake City, Utah, by prearrangement
and traveled the rest of the way together.

HELPFUL HINTS:

To those who have a mirror clock that has long
since stopped running - a cheap pocket watch
can be used to replace the present movemaent.
All that is required is to remove the watch
from its case, and in some cases the face may
be turned so that the dial will face with the 12
on top. This will depend on whether the stem
is located at the bottom or on the side. If the
stem does not protrude far enough to be used,
the stem from the original movement can be

replaced in the new movement.

If you are one for sandblasting
your metal parts before painting,
be sure that all repalir work and
dents have been removed first.
