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TECHNICAL CORNER 

HELPFUL HINTS By Gle n Crawford 

1. To tho se who have hunt ed a n d g iven up trying to locat e a red s teering wheel it 
would be worth your while to contact the Long B r:a ch Stee ring Whe el Exchange, 1720 
Hayes Street, Long Beach, California. A complete service of r esto r ing and recover­
lng is available. 

2. Having trouble with discoloration of head light reflectors? Try putting a few 
mothballs BEHIND the reflectors b etween the shell and the reflector . To elimina te 
their rattling a piece of scotch tape will help . 

3 . NEW R ADIAT OR SPLASH PLATE. If trouble is experienced through the loss 
of water through the overflow pipe , it can usually be corrected by cutting a l inch 
round washer from brass stock, punching a 3/8 hole in it and turning up a flange a­
round the edge of the hole s o that the sharp edge won't cut into the overflow pipe . 

P l ace the washer over the ove r flow pipe with the flange turned up, forcing the 
washer over then in the baffle. Then solder washer to baffle at two -er three place s . 

This can be done without removing radiator - simply drain radiator and blow 
dry . Next b end the pipe in accordance with sketches 887 . 888 . (This information will 
be found i n your Model "A'' F ord Service Bulletins) 

When bending the overflow pipe , place some support against the pipe and bend 
the pipe as close to the splash plate as possible . 

The pipe must be bent b ack until the open end of pipe touches the neck of the fil­
ler wall. 

4. ENGINE NUMBERS . As some of you members have probably found out by now, 
you will or J1ave found numbers starting out with the prefix letters A.A on your m otor 
blocks . 

Those p refix letters determine which motors were to be used in the Model "A" 
passe nge r car s and which motors were to be used in the Model "A" truck. So, if any 
of you membe rs have a Mod el "A" passenger car with a motor carrying a prefix letter 
or letters starting .,,_·ith "AA" you have an "A 11 truck motor in it. Do not fret a bout i t 
a s the double " A" has b e en discontinued and all " A " motor s carry the prefix letter 
"A" only . The clutch s pring is the same now in both engines . 

5. Anyone interested in the timing of the Model "A" Ford v alve with the pistons 
may do so by following the simple instructions as listed below. 

No. l Cylinder- Withi n 2 3/8 inches of top on con1pr e ssion stroke . (Valves No . 
3 and 8 are open) Now adjust tappet clearance of No . 1 valve and No. 6 valve to . 010 
to • 013 inches . 

No . 2 Cylinder- Within 2 3/8 inches of top on compr e ssion stroke . Adjust tap­
pe t clear ance of No . 2 and No . 4 va lve t o . 0 10 to . 0 1 3 inches. 

No. 4 Cylinder - Within 2 3/8 inches of top on compression stroke . Adjust tap­
pet clearance of No . 8 v a lve and No . 3 valve to . 010 to . 013 inches . 

No . 3 Cylinder - Within 2 3/8 i nches of top on compression stroke . Adjust tap ­
pet c l earance of No . 7 and No . 5 valve to . 0 10 t o . 013 inches . 

Some members will probabl y wonder why I have set the timing of the valves in 
this manner . The reason for this is that the firing order of the Model "A" engine is 
as follows 1- 2- 4 - 3 . This is the quickest a n d most logi cal method of doing the work . 
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Tech. and helpful hints cont. 

The Model "T" firing order is the same as the Model "A" firing order. In fact 
the firing order for the Model "A" is copied after the Model "T". The reason for 
this was to reduce lengthwise vibration on fore and aft rocking which would tend to 
occur if cylinders were fired in consecutive order. 

You might wonder what is the reason for timing the valves with the piston. The 
reason for this is, valves must be timed so that they will open at correct intervals 
with regards to crankshaft and piston position. 

The Model "A" Ford valves are timed by tappet clearance because the Ford 
cylinders are "offset" one eighth inch with regards to the center line of the crank­
shaft. This gives a rather indefinite top dead center, which would make timing by 
piston position rather difficulL As Model "T'' Ford cylinders are placed directly 
over the crankshaft and as valve tappet clearance are not held within such close lim­
its far better results are secured on Model 11 T 11 Fords by timing by piston position. 

6. As a lot of you members know, you cannot adjust the valve tappets on a Model 
"A" Ford. The only was a Model "A" valve can be adjusted is to grind the end of the 
valve off on an emory wheel. 

The easiest way I have found to do the job is to take and make yourself a jig out 
of two pieces of 3/4 inch stock. Take two pieces of 3/4 inc:Q. stock and clamp them 
together. Drill a hole as near dead center of the two halves as you can. Make your 
hole slightly larger than your valve stem so that the valve will move fairly free. 
If you have an emory wheel with a guide that is steady and it is set so you can use 
the side of your emory wheel, then you are all set to grind the end of your valve . 

If the wheel isn't equiped with a rest one can be made by taking blocks of wood 
and building up to the de sired heighth that is needed to grind the valve. Keep turn­
ing the valve as you grind so that you do not grind too much off o:n one side. Just 
grind off a little at a time and keep checking your clearance as you go along. It will 
not be necessary to replace your valve guides in order to check your clearance. 
Just make s ure that your valve head is seated in the valve seat. 

I hope t h at I have been able to explain the operation to the satisfaction of the 
member ship , and it isn ' t as complicated as it seems. The easiest way to do the job 
is to t ake and put instructions close to where you are working so that you can refer 
back to the rn as .. you work. I r e ver did time my valves with the pistons before and 
when I gr ound the val ves in my "A" that is how I did it and it does make a difference. 

LETTERS TO THE EDITOR 

The following is a part of a letter received from an Alaskan member: "I have 
a 19 29 Model "A" tudor which is in almost original condition. All that it needs is 
the old upholstery and the fabric top replaced and I would like to locate original 
type upholstery for it. 

"I use the car to go to work in and have had it about five years. I have put 
10, 000 miles on it. One of the best features about it is, at 50 below zero I can 
pour a gallon of hot water over the intake manifold and then hand crank and it will 
start with out further assistance except I place a beer can between the brake pedal 
and the clutch pedal to keep the clutch depressed so it will reduce the drag of the 
transmission in the cold grease."
