In 1 9 2 7, Woman 1 s Home Companion introduced 
the Blue and White Pattern. This new pattern was 
printed on a perfected tissue paper, and according to 
the magazine, it had the following features: 

1. A perfect fit 
2. Careful step by step explainations 
3. Cutting charts 
4. All Blue and White Patterns are sent 

by First Class Mail 
In the June issue, one of the new Blue and White 

Patterns was shown. It was a tied-in-front frock de­
signed by Isabel DeNyve Conover. Size 36 required 
3 1 I 4 yards of 35 inch material and 9 yards of bias 
binding or 1 I 2 yard of contrasting material. The price 
of the pattern ..vas 25 cents. The frock was described 
in this way: 

"This straight cottage frock is given style by a 
pointed overpanel in the back. The panel continues at 
the sides forming a sash that ties in front, thus adjust­
ing the amount of blouse in the back. The bow ties over 
the fullness gathered at the low waistline. The dress 
illustrated is made of a cotton print bound with a har­
monizing color, though dimity, pongee, or dotted swiss 
may be substituted for very hot weather. The bloused 
back, square neck and front fullness confined with a 
bow are smart new details. "

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HE NE'\V FORD STATION \VAGON has been designed to meet t heneedsoflarge 
estates, country clubs and families having summer homes in t he country or by the seashore. It is particularly 
well suited to such use because it combines t he sturdiness of a light truck with the flexibility and comfort of a 

passenger car. 
Seating accommodat ions are provided for eight people, including the driver. Baggage is carried on the large tail-gate. 

The seats in the rear compartment, though securely anchored when in use, may be removed quickly and easily when the 
car is used for hauling. 

The new Ford Station Wagon brings you the same smart style and good looks, alert performance, ease of cont rol, 
safety, speed, power, economy and long-lived reliability that are characteristic of all the new Ford cars. I t s easy-riding 
comfort is particularly appreciated on rough roads. 

TECHNICAL 

To the members who are planning to take out and replace king pins and bolts. 
Some of you probably have never undertaken this job and probably would like to know 
how to go about doing the job. 

On the back side of axel (front) you will find a large hex shape cap nut that holds 
the spindle to the axel. Loosen the nut just enough so that you will not strip threads 
when you strike it. 

Now, take a large hammer and give it a good jolt. If they are not too rusted 
one good jolt should do it. 

When you get them out you will find out that they are wedge shape and have 
a groove in them. When replacing the new pins be very sure that you put the new 
ones back just like you took the old ones out because if you don 1t and put the cap 
nuts to where they will be facing the front of axel your tires will drag on the brake 
rods. The cap nuts were designed to serve two purposes a nd that was to hold your 
king pins in place and to serve as a wheel stop. 
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SHOWN HERE is the driver's compartment of 
the Ford Station Wagon. Three people, in­
cluding driver, can be accommodated in t his 
front seat. Tools are carried under this seat. 

TnE SEATS of the new Ford Station Wagon are wide, deeply cushioned, and finished in dark 
two-tone artificial leather. Seats in the rear compartment may be easily removed when it is 
desired to use the car as a haulage unit. Doors are wide. Unusual riding comfort is insured 

by t he t ransverse springs and four Houdaille hydraulic double-acting shock a bsorbers. 

IN APPEARANCE, the new Ford Station Wagon reflects i ts sturdy construction. T he body bas 
uprights of bard maple with ply-wood sides finished in natural grain. T he sill is unusually 
rugged. Fenders are full-crown, heavy and capable. The Triplex shatter-proof glass wind­
shield and the silent, fully enclosed four-wheel brakes are very important safety factors. The 

above illustration shows the weather-t ight storm curtains. 

CORNER 

T HE TAIL-GATE of t he new Ford Station 
Wagon, when lowered, issupported by hea.v:Y 
leather-covered chains. It makes a splendid 
luggage deck because of its adequate size 

and sturdy construction. 

H e r e i s anothe r ide a that might help some one out . In the bottom of your 
Mode l A oil pan you will find a false bottom. It can be remove d (with care of c ourse ) . 
The n the s ludge and dirt can be cle aned out with ease . I have u sed a large s crew­
driv er with succes s . In putting the pan back on, you will find that if you will put oil 
in the dips where the rods go down into the fals e bottom of pan you a r e l ess apt to 
have rod rattle when you s tart up your motor. 

Whatever you do after overhauling your motor, be sur e you s t a rt i t at the 
slowest speed possible. If you don't you are liable to knock out y our rods and main 
b earing s. That is why I sugge st that you put oil in the dip s in the fals e bottom of 
the pan. I m ade t hat m i s take when I rebuilt my A last winte r and if I had not starte d 
it as s lowly a s I could I would have knocked out every rod and m a in. in i t . But a s 
luck would have it, I was v ery lucky in not doing it.

In reply to our m emb e r Mr . J . B. Richards, we have the following answe rs 
which Mr. Henry E. Edmunds, Ar c hivest for Ford Motor Co., has so generous ly 
furnished and in turn Mr. Richards has passed on for publication. 

In January of 1959 I had some very rewarding correspondence with Mr. Henry 
Edmunds, well known to our members in his capacity as Manager of the Ford R e­
search and Information Department. T he car I requested information a b out i s th e 
Model 180 - A, designated as the Deluxe Phaeton and often referred to as the Two ­
Door Phaeton. The body, as you will see i n the letter quotations below, was man­
ufactured by the Briggs Manufactu ring Company of Detroi t. Their designation was 
Model No. 159-0000 (the c ipher s b e ing filled in with the appropriate production 
number, the highest b e ing four digets) which can b e fou nd on the right s ide of the 
firewall stamped into the Briggs Mfg. Co. body plate . The following is taken from 
Mr. Edmunds l etter . , 

"According to our r ecords the deluxe Model A Phaeton was p laced in product-
i on by the F o rd Motor Company in Jun e of 19 30 . Although the bodies were manufac ­
tur ed by Briggs, the automobiles were assembled at the Ford assembly plant. "· .. 

"Ther e were 4 , 213 deluxe Phaetons manufactured in 1930 and 2, 875 in 193 1. 
In addition 152 were manufactur e d in Canada in 1930. " ... End quotation. 

From the above , it can b e seen that a total of 7, 240 deluxe Phaetons were 
bu i lt in the production years 1930 - 31 . I own a 19 30 Deluxe Phaeton No. 159-725. 
The e n gine n umber A-3692628 indicates Jun e 1930 manufacture. 

I am anxious to make a sur vey of club m e mbers owning Deluxe Phaeton s. 
Please take the time to drop m e a postcard with the following informati on: 

1. Year and condition 
2. Engine numb e r
