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TECHNICAL CORNER 

I have been asked by sev eral members to put in an article on the gearshift 
lev er. Now it may sound sort of silly to write about a gearshift lever, but they can 
be dangerous to the third person in the car. As some of you know, the Model "A" 
gearshift was made to lift up and turn to the right or left to get it out of the way of 
the third person if need be. As a lot of you know, the gearshift spring is a mighty 
strong spring and really comes back with a snap when pulled back into its original 
position. Now if you think it doesn't hurt when it is pulled back, just ask anyone 
who has been cracked on the knee and he or she will certainly tell you that it does. 
It is surprising how many people who owned Model "A's" back in that era did not 
know about the gearshift trick and I would venture to say that there are a lot of our 
present members who do not know that about the Model "A" gearshift. I am speak­
ing directly to our teenage members whom we have in the club and the ones who 
will be coming into the club in the near future. So boys, be careful with the gear­
shift lever as it can cause someone to have a very sore knee cap. 

In lubricating the Model "A" be sure that you check the throwout bearing also, 
as it needs lubricat{ng once in a while. It requires a little work in getting into it, 
but it will pay off in the end. You will have to remove the floor boards, then you will 
find an oblong plate on top of the transmission. Remove this plate and you will find 
the throwout bearing under the opening. If you hear a grinding or squealing noise in 
your transmission, I would suggest that you check your throwout bearing first be­
cause chances are that is what is your trouble. If that happens you might as well 
figure on replacing it as the damage has probably been done. If not, then you can 
consider yourself lucky.

All BUMPER CLAMPS carry the same color of blue that is on the back 
ground of your radiator emblem r.egardless of the year your Model "A" was 
manufactured.

b. Open cars will be in competition with open cars. 
c. Highest judged car of each group will be placed in the Senior Class never 

to be in the Junior Class again. This enables others a chance of winning 
highest honors at the next annual meet without competing against previous 

. 
w1nners. 

4. Junior Class will include all members who have been a member for at least six 
months prior to date of Annual Meet. 

5. Senior Class will include all paid-up members with no delinquency in dues, who 
have won highest previous Junior honors. 

a. The Senior Class cars hold their places regardless of ownership. 

6. Car owner will be requested to be present during judging. 

7. Judges decisions are final! ! 
a. Judges will be qualified members of M.A. R. C. preferably Officers and 

Technical Committees of the Regions. 
b. No questions asked the Judges by members until the judging is over. 
c. All judges will be requested to answer any and all questions by members 

after judgings are over.

BUEHRIG'S BEAUTY 

Without a doubt one of the first super custom Model "A" Fords was built and en­
joyed by Mr. Gordon Buehrig, designer or automotive bodies for the Duesenberg Motor 
Co. Immediately after the purchase of a 1930 Cabriolet the every day Model "A" was 
brought to the Duesenberg plant and a complete rebuilding began. 

Hood panels were first to be revamped with the addition of four inches to each 
one. This meant that the cowl section would also have to be reset. With the removal 
of three inches from the side windows, windshield and door posts, lower seats with 
more comfort was provided to still maintain the normal head room. The outstanding 
change was to remove the entire rear section of the body and a new hand formed 
aluminum section fitted. This new section was to allow for the positioning of two 
bucket or opera seats where the passenger would sit transversely behind the front seat. 
The original top frame was utilized with addition of a new rear bow and longer side 
arms. The new interior was upholstered in genuine leather with a marbleized surface. 
A leather trunk with a folding luggage rack behind it completed the new look to the rear 
end. 

In keeping with the outward appearance, the motor was reworked and a Harry 
Miller head with overhead v alves installed. On occasion, it was known that the car 
would cruise at 85 mph with ease.
