HELPFUL HINTS By Glen Crawford 

Here is a n i tem I ran across i n a n issue of "California Motor News" : 
Reconditi oning of Model A touring , roadster , a n d cabriolets . Mix Dupont black tire 
paint (new can) with Laquer thi nner to spraying consistency . Will not rub off and is 
flexible . For best results it is advisabl e to use two coats . 

Restored license plates for the years of 1928-1931 - proper hanging . It has 
been brought to my atten t ion by one of our members that all restored 19 28 - 1931 
license plates that are to be used o n the Model A should be clamped at bottom of 
plate and fastened to top of light bar. 

You members who are hav ing troubl e in trying to find a bearing when trying 
to rebuild your generator (not the powerhouse gen erator) can dry up your tears . I 
hav e found the bearing that works on the shaft like it was made for it. It works 
per fectly. The same bearing that is used in the hub of your Model A fly wheel is 
the same size that fits the generator shaft. If you cann ot find this b e aring at your 
Ford dealers , go to the nearest Fordson Tractor dealer and ask for the b e aring, 
a s the same bearing is used in the 1939 up to the 195 2 Fordson Tractor . The part 
numb er to ask for is 203F which i s made by the Federal Bearing Co . Norma bear ­
ing 20 3 . The Federal is equipped with a shield on one side and the Norma bearing 
is open on both sides . 

Having troub le drai nin g the wate r out of your "A" and keeping the splash 
pans from g etting dirty? Try this. Take a p i ece of hose and cut it off s o that it 
will extend beyond the l e n gth of your splash pan and cap and seal one e nd so that 
water won't run down over the front of pan. Drill a hole just large e nough to fit 
o v er the bott om of drain and you can let the water out without getting one drop on 
your splash pans . You wil l have to determine what size to use as some pans fit 
closer t o petcock than others. I have to use a shower hose as mine fit mighty close . 
It does a fine job . 

To get uniform height on engine stud bolts when r e building an angine : Cut 
a piece of conduit or pipe l arge enough to fit ov er stud. ( 2 1 I 2 inches long) This 
stud can be tighten ed down enough to fi t flush with top of conduit . Don't forg e t on 
the stud that holds ign ition cable , to l eave an ext ra 5/3 2 t o t ake care of clamp . 
Water outlet stud s (2 ) are to be 5 .

C. Wo Bittmann of Bensenville, Illinois, well-known "A" parts supplier, 
returned from a business trip to Europe on August 27th. We asked Bill to give his 
fellow MARC members a report on the A's he observed during his trip. The fol­
lowing is Bill's letter to MARC News: 

I recently completed a twenty-five day business trip to Europe which turned 
out to be a complete loss of valuabl e time. My purpose in making this trip was a 
dual one. I had hoped to find a special car for a fellow member in Illinois - a 
Town Car Delivery - and at the same time locate Model A parts. 

My first stop was France and I spent four days in the Paris area. I went to 
the Ford agency and to three Ford parts houses. No parts were available, but I 
was advised to try Amsterdam, Hollando There are very few A's in Paris. I con-

tinued on through Switzerland, spending time in seven cities. However, the only 
"A" I found was an original 1929 AA Bus in Lucerne. Germany offered nothing-­
apparently all early Fords had been scrapped during the Nazi regime. In Belgium 
I found only a few 19 33 - 34, 2-door Sedans. 

Finally, Amsterdam's Ford agency yeilded many, many parts, but my search 
for a town car delivery was fruitless. In Holland there are many A Fords in all 
body styles . Incidentally, I counted thirty-five passing my corner in one hour. I 
tried to catch a few- -the speed limit is 60 MPH or 100 KMH on city streets. I lost 
weight running after them but was unable to stop any. 

Copenhagen, Denmark, was another good town for Model A's, but like 
Amsterdam, they scooted in and out of traffic so fast that I lost one after another . 
Twenty-two passed here in an hour's time. I located the Ford agency and checked 

J. 

to find what parts were available and then went on to Oslo, Norway. Few Fords 
here. Howe v er, many odd (to us) makes were seen. A 1928 Stutz touring , many 
little Austins (the silly little 1928 body styles), JOpel 1932·, Victoria convertible for 
sale for $450.00 American money, but no Model A's to speak of. (In all European 
countries the A's most frequently seen are the 1928-29 2 and 4 door sedans. There 
are very few 19 30-3 1 models.) Stockholm and upper Sweden offered very few. 
Helsinki had some; however , here many roadsters and touring cars were seen. I 
was able to catch a touring car here which had stopped for a rare red light. 

In summing up the trip, I made a lot of new friends, located many new 
sources of A parts, but never found the town car delivery. If you plan a trip to 
Europe stop in Amsterdam and Copenhagen and try and catch an "A".
