TECHNICAL CORNER 

HELPFUL HINTS By Glen Crawford 

This little h int is not in any way what you woul d call original, but in a 
pinch i t wi ll be very helpful to the ones who are having a lot of trouble in keeping 
the i r condensers from burning out . 

When repl acing a burned out condenser, instead of putting it back in the 
bottom of distr i butor where it belongs , do away with that l ocation and mount the 
condenser on the firewall next to your coil. Take screw out of one side of bracket 
that holds your coil to firewal l and attach the ear on condenser to coil bracket and 
put screw back into bracket . When you do this , it wi ll form your ground for the 
condenser. Next step now is t o take the screw that is with your condenser and 
attach a wire so that you can run wi re to the post on your coi l. 

There are sever a l ways that you can hook up a condenser in order to get 
i t away from exhaust mani fol d, but I believe that this is ·about the easiest and b est 
way to save yourself a l ot of hard work. Submi tted by Charlie Currens, 426 South 
Eighth Street, R i chmond, Indiana.
