Missives by missile may be the modern way of carrying the mail , but rural 
postman Comer Plunkett, of Nunnelly, Tenn. , will stick to his special delivery-­
a unique car that has been taking him on his rounds for the past 25 years. 

Back in 19 34, the people around Nunnelly laughed when Plunkett gave up h i s 
horse and buggy to deliver letters by auto. Everybody knew that no car could ford 
the four streams or take the muddy, rocky country roads of his tortuous mail route. 

But a quarter-century later, both Plunkett and his original old car are still go­
ing strong. Together, they have covered some 243, 000 miles, a distance almost 
equal to ten times around the world, and plan to keep going until both are retired in 
a year or two. 

A strange sight chugging along the country roads or splashing through shallow 
streams, Plunkett's car is a modified 1929 Model "A" Ford which was completely 
rebuilt to raise its body high over muddy ruts and puddles of water. The first 
skeptic who saw the remodeled vehicle bet that it would shake itself apart within a 
month. 

But the car has outlasted three d i fferent reconditioned motors and 100 tires 
(Plunkett gets a new set every year), and is just letter perfect for carrying the mail, 
as these UPI photos show.
