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Rebuilding “A” Shock Absorbers

Just among us "A' owners, we can admit that with the short wheel base and the
stiff springs, the Model "A'" is not the most comfortable riding car. A good set of
shock absorbers, however, can go a long way toward making it more comfortable.

We have heard rumors that the Houdaille people, the original manufacturers of
the Model "A'' shock absorbers, are planning to make new ones again. Until such a
time, many of us may choose to try and repair our own and, therefore, the following
article and drawings are offered to help you do a better job. A WORD OF CAUTION:
rebuilding shocks is not like adjusting brakes, setting the points or rebuilding a car-
buretor. Unless you own an engine lathe, a drill press, an assortment of drills and
reamers and know how to use them well, do not try to do the job yourself. You will
also require a '"hard-to-find" 1 9/16 box wrench, a heavy duty strap wrench or pipe
wrench, a good strong vise, a heating torch, and an ample supply of rags. Assum-
ing you are able to do the work yourself, following is the step by step procedure.

Before starting to disassemble the shock, study the drawings carefully and fam-
iliarize yourself with the construction of the various parts. Also observe the differ-
ence between a clockwise (right front and left rear) and counterclockwise (left front
and rear right). Most design variations were of minor importance, in that they did
not effect the function of the shock absorber in its intended operation.

Start by removing the filler plug on each shock and drain whatever fluid is in

One major variation is the use of one or two
check balls in the stationary wing. Shocks
with two check balls are known as single act-
ing shock absorbers, in that the only resis-
tance to movement would be to downward. In
other words, they let the car wheel come up
but resist its movement downward. With one
check ball, the shock becomes a double acting
shock absorber. This means that there will
be half the set resistance on the upward stroke
as on the downward.,

The bypass holes in the rotating wing shaft come in three design modifications, and the wing shaft of one
design cannot be interchanged with a shaft of another design. However, any of the winged shafts can be
interchanged with another shock using the same design, if dimention (X) is within .001 of one to the other.

The nut on the needle valve adjustments could come in one of three designs: square, hex, or square with
a pointer, J

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them (glycerine, oil or what have you). NOTE: since the amount of wear on many
shocks is considerable and in some cases the shock will be beyond repair, it is ad-
visable that you collect six shocks or more in order to be able to rebuild a set of four.

Clamp the shock bodyin aheavydutyvise and with a strap wrench (or pipe wrench)
remove -he reservoir cover. If possible, try to save the shaft gasket as these are
hard to replace. A more practical tool than a vise can be made from a 3" x 3'' angle
iron six inches long. Bolt one face of the angle iron to the work bench and drill two
holes on the other face, matching the two holes of the shock body.

Youare now ready for the ‘major test, removal of the flange cover with the large
hex head. This cover has a right handed thread on all shocks. There are two air
bleed pins at the top, (A) Fig. 2, which normally, should not be removed. However,
they tend to lock the flange cover to the body and, if necessary, they can be driven
through the plate until they drop inside the shock body. CAUTION: rotate the rotating
wing shaft to a horizontal position to prevent the pins from damaging either wing.
Since the flange cover and shock body are a matched set and cannot be interchanged
with another shock, it is advisable that you make some identifying mark on the plate
and the body (use a prick punch or chisel). With a lot of muscle on the end of a large
wrench, 1 9/16, remove the flange cover. A lot of heat from a torch will help. If
youhave a wall mounted work bench, you may discover that the wall will start to move
off the foundation before the cover comes loose.

With the flange cover removed, look for the two pins that you drove inside and
the small steel balls (one or two, depending on the shock) from the check valve, (B)
Fig., 2. Set these parts aside for re-use. Clean the entire shock of remaining fluid.
If the glycerine has hardened, it will be necessary to chip it out with a sharp tool.
Care should be taken not to damage the surfaces. In some cases, you will find that
a thorough cleaning is all that is required to put the shock back in working order.

Carefully examine all parts for wear at areas (D), (E), (F), and (G) shown on
Fig. 3. On a good shock the wear at (D) and (E) will not be too much and the amount
of liquid leaking between these areas can be compensated with a tighter adjustment
of the needle valve, Smooth these surfaces with a fine o0il stone, eliminating any
roughness or burrs. Check the amount of wear between the shock housing and the
rotating wing shaft with a feeler gauge, (D) Fig. 3. If the amount of wear exceeds
. 005, the shock is beyond repairing and all I can suggest is that it might be used as
an ash tray or a conversation piece for your recreation room.

Assuming that your shock can be rebuilt, the next step is to remove the needle
valve from the rotating wing shaft., Clamp the shaft in a vise and turn the packing
retaining screw, (C) Fig. 2, two turns counterclockwise. Now remove the needle
valve and the packing retaining screw together. If the needle valve will not come
loose, try soaking it for several days in kerosene, liquid wrench or some other suit-
able liquid (even coca-cola has been suggested). If it still refuses to turn and the
needle valve head eventually twists off, the needle valve will have to be drilled out.
Drill only deep enough to pass the threaded area and drive the remainder of the pin
out from the back side. Clean the thread with 3/8-20 tap (British national fine). A
new needle valve can be made on a lathe,

In determining the amount of wear at (E) and (F'), be sure to check for out of
round. Where the difference between the inside diameter of the flange cover hole
and the outside diameter of the rotating wing shaft does not exceed .006, it is sug-
gested that this wear be repaired by having the winged shaft hard chromed at area
(E) only and then ground on an O,D. grinder to fit the oversized hole on the flange
cover. In performing this operation, care should be taken to keep the shaft within

. 0005 square and concentric with the winged surface.
When the wear between the flange cover hole and the winged shaft exceeds . 006,

it will be necessary to insert a steel bushing in the flange cover hole. First, take the
shafttoa reputable tool shop and have the shaft ground to a smaller diameter, 29/32.
Then chuck the flange cover on an engine lathe and bore the hole to one inch. Turn a
steel bushing 7/8inch long with a reamed 29/32hole (to match the new shaft diameter)
and an outside diameter one thousandth of an inch larger than the one inch bored hole
on the flange cover. Press the bushing in the flange cover. Drill the 3/32hole on the
hex, (J) Fig. 3, through the bushing. Rechuck the flange cover in the lathe and ma-
chine the annular oil groove to meet with the 3/32drilled hole, and machine the bevel
onthe inside and outside face of the flange cover. In all of the machining operations,
it is essential that all faces run within ,0005 square and concentric to each other,
Check the fit of the winged shaft to the 29/32 reamed hole in the bushing after it is
pressed in the flange cover. The use of an expansion reamer may be required to ob-

tain a good fit,
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Before starting to re-assemble the shock, there is one other little operation re-
quired on the flange cover. Referring to (H) Fig. 3, you will notice that there are
two stake marks across the holes. These stake marks peened the metal inside of the
hole to keep the pins, (A) Fig. 2, from coming out. If the pins were removed, press
them in from the back side of the flange cover. If they were not removed, be sure to
clean the small groove on the side of the pins.

Now you are ready for re-assembly. In case you have lost any of the small steel
balls or should they need replacing, they can be obtained from any bicycle shop. The
packing for the needle valve can be made with wrappings of ordinary cotton string. If
the shaft gasket is to be replaced, fabricate one on a bench grinder from neo-cork,
A 215/16 I.D. by 1/8 section "O" ring makes an ideal gasket between the reservoir
cover and the cover lock ring.

Fluid for Houdaille shocks is still available from Montgomery-Ward stores or
you may choose to mix your own. To ten ounces of glycerine (available at any drug
store), add one ounce of denatured alcohol. This should be enough for four shocks.
If you drive your car only during the summer months, you may prefer to use 50W
motor oil which has the same viscosity. It will give the same ride characteristic and
it has the added value that it will never harden, it will keep parts from rusting, and
it has a better lubricating quality. However, it should be kept in mind that oil vis-
cosity changes considerably with cold weather.

Refer to page 537 of the '"Model 'A' Service Bulletins'' for information on how to
set the proper adjustment of the needle valve.

NOTE: If you find it necessary to make new flange covers, write to F. Gray,
Box 43, Portsmouth, N, H. He can instruct you on how to get the pieces cast and
machined.

TECHNICAL CORNER

Model A production was at last in full swing at about 8, 000 cars per day. (The
all time high for Model A production was 9, 100 on June 26, 1929.) Now the Briggs-
built Fordor Sedan body was added to the Ford line, It was more luxurious than the
other bodies and it eliminated the anular coupe, pillar by introducing the concealed
fuel tank under the tapered cowl--this styling was to become the outstanding mark
of all 1930-31 Fords. The Fordor had nickeled molding at the juncture of the hood
and cowl, and the cowl had a ventilator door in the side. The rear upper quarter
was blind and covered with leather while the top was a seal brown fabric.

The business coupe was a new body which resembled the sport coupe with a fab-
ric covered rear quarter but with out the Landau irons of the  sport coupe.

While the early Ford catalogs showed a four door Ford having the coupe Pillar
and reversed curved cowl just like the Tudor model, this body style was never pro-
duced as a Sedan, but it did appear later as a taxicab.

Genuine accessories introduced this month were windshield wings and top boots

for the open cars,

July, 1928.
During this month two new makes of the '"ah-ooga' horns were added to the orig-

inal Sparton--the E. A, and the Ames. For a while these had three different horn

motor covers, later all were standardized.

More genuine Ford accessories included a spare wheel lock, a Boyce motometer

bearing the Ford emblem, and the first of the '"quail' radiator cap ornaments. The
quail cap later became the mark of the 1930-31 Ford Roadster and Phaeton in parti-

cular.

August, 1928,
Llandau irons were made as accessories for imparting a ''Sporty'' look to the bus-

iness coupe already on the road, and detailed instructions for installing these irons
were furnished all dealers.,

The Briggs Body Company was by this time supplying about 2, 500 bodies daily to
Ford and the Murray Body Company was just beginning to fill orders for more bodies.
A special coupe was introduced, this was exactly like the first coupe (45A) ex-

cept the special coupe (49A) had the rear top quarter covered with black leather.

September, 1928,
The original two-piece venturi tube in the Zenith carburetor was changed to a

one-piece tube,
A lubrication fitting was added on top of the steering sector shaft near the frame

of the car,
The original type pointer with numerals were omitted from the shock absorbers.

October, 1928,
Henry Ford's troublesome Abell starter drive with its flimsy 1/2" drive shaft

was obsoleted and succeeded the standard Bendix drive having a 5/8'" drive shaft.
These two starter mechanisms were not interchangable in any way.
The removable round plate in the bottom of the oil pan under the oil pump was

eliminated.
