HE VENERATION acquired with age is finally

coming to the Model-A Ford. Although thou-
sands of the sturdy cars still provide transportation
for their owners, more and more are falling into the
eager hands of old-car admirers and collectors.
Model-A clubs throughout the country now form
the largest group of auto enthusiasts devoted 1o
one car.

In the St. Louis area, 25 Model-A owners com-
prise the Missouri Valley Begion of the Restorers
Club, a national organization. The local club holds
monthly meetings at which members discuss their
favorite car and plan outings to parks and tourist
spots in Missouri and Illinois. Recently, the club
held a rally at Blanchette Park in St. Charles, where
these photos were made.

The goal of the restorers is to return their cars
to the condition they were in when they left the
factory 28 to 32 years ago. This involves removing
accumulations of paint and grime, repainting with
authentic factory colors, rebuilding engines, re-
upholstering interiors and scouring the couniryside
for genuine Model-A accessories.

Because of the hobbyists, the value of the Model-
A has been rising. Cars that sold for $500 to $700
when new are bringing $400 to $700 today if still in
good condition. The higher prices are being paid
for the sporty body types such as the phaeton,
roadster and cabriolet. A tully restored Model-A

ly

costs from $1500 to more than $2000.

From December 1927, when it was introduced, to
March 1832, when it was replaced by the V-8, more
than 4,500,000 Model-A Fords were produced. The
new car created a sensation and 10,000,000 persons
are reported to have jammed showrooms through-
out the country in the first few days for a glimpse

of the successor to the fabulous Model-T.

car” at the St. Charles meeting. Its
owner, W. E. Nutter of Kirkwood, stand-
ing beside the car, located the 1928
phaeton near La Crosse, Wis. Nutter
spent eight months restoring the car,
which he now values at about $2400.

SPEAKING of MODEL A'S

Perhaps the story that is told here will sound familiar to others. The re-
storation of my 1929 Standard Ford Coupe was done ''the hard way''. How much
easier it would have been had I known that the Model "A'" Restorers Club was in
existance,

It all started two years ago just after Holly and I and our four boys moved

-



to Louisville, Kentucky from Abilene, Texas. Holly had been badgering me for
some time for a second car--something inexpensive but dependable that would
meet our needs for secondary transportation. The day had arrived when I could
no longer resist and as I scanned the used car ads in the Louisville Courier
Journal, there was listed a '"1929 Ford Coupe in excellent condition''--well, a
phone call was made and I hurried out to see the car, having told Holly that I was
about to pick up a second car. Her dreams were short lived when I reappeared in
the driveway with a forlorn, god-awful looking, wreck of an ""A'' coupe. Holly was
hard to live with for a few weeks and each time she would open the garage door, I
could see her shake her head and I knew darn well just what she was thinking.

Well, the 'thing' was in excellent mechanical shape; new everything in the
power plant, brakes, clutch, etc. and a new top that looked like the day it left
Detroit thirty years before. But the more I looked at the 'thing' the more I won-
dered myself--"how stupid could I be in buying it?''--but now that I have it--where
do I start? I was soon to learn that the ''thing'' was not quite original--that it was
7/8ths 1929 and 1/8th 1930, but was ''all there''..almost! My original plans were
to just iron out a few of the dents in the running gear, slap some paint on it and
call it quits. But the more I found to do the more that I wanted to do. Before I
knew it, the darn thing was in a hundred pieces and I was cleaning it down to the
bare metal. Meanwhile, I had written to the Ford Museum to ask for paint chips
and other specifications--and was referred to Polyprints in California for their
books. A complete set of these books were ordered and they proved invaluable,
especially the consolidation of Service Bulletins. I had also written to eight or ten
of the leading magazines of the 1929-1931 era asking for prints of the Model "A"
Ford. Well, prints I got but they were all black and white copies and no other data.
Finally the Polyprint books arrived and they contained the color combinations by
""A'" model and year, in color codes. This was the answer to the paint problem.

About this time I had decided to keep the 'thing' as original as possible at
a minimum cost, without being a purist, The inside of the body was covered with
surface rust, and many of the cracks and corners were so hard to get to that it
suddenly dawned on me to have it sandblasted. I had already taken the outside
down to the bare metal so it was just the inside that was blasted. Then the inside
was given a complete coat of undercoating., One thing led to another and soon all
the body work was being done professionally, likewise the upholstery--and more
dollar outlay, WOW!

It was about this time, and quite by accident, that the Model A Restorers
Club was made known to me. I'm a joiner so I took the plunge and just a hair too
late found that most, if not all, of my restoration problems could have been solved
with the advise and help of the MARC membership and its excellent publication. I
had gone the hard route and it was more expensive and frustrating., If I had only
known then what I know now. Does that ring a familiar note?

Through the friendly advise and gentle push from David Morton and Dick
Pitts of Lexington, who shuddered each time they saw me running about with this
'"7/8ths-1/8th Bool'" my ""A'" took on a more respectable appearance as the 1930
parts were traded for the proper 1929 units,

[t's driven every day now, winter and summer to and from work and about
town, in preference to my newer Plymouth ""Bool', and it has been dependable for
5,000 miles this past year,

I hardly ever talk disrespectfully about it anymore, and best of all my ever-
lovin has blessed it, so what more could I want.

OREGON to CALIFORNIA in a MODEL A

One of the longest trips I have ever driven a Model A was the memorable
trip from Corvallis, Oregon to El Cajon, California. I don't remember the exact
mileage for we did a lot of side tripping, wondering around to see friends and
places of particular interest, but it was a long trip.

Here is the way it all started.

Jim (that's my husband for these 20 years back) was in San Diego working
and trying to find a home for us. We both had taken a turn for bad health and the
only thing we could do was to move to a dry area. We had been living in Corvallis
for about six years and during that time had acquired a 1931 Model A Pick-up as a
second car, a work car, a fun car. After deciding to make the big move, we
thought it would be best for him to take the '53 Ford, trailer, his tools and as much
other stuff as could be packed into the outfit. Go to San Diego, find a job, a house
and after establishing himself to come back for me and the rest of the household
things.

Jim took care of these details and returned for me. We packed up and head-
ed south for California. Jim drove the '53 pulling the trailer, so that left me driv-
ing the Model A Pick-up.

But wait until you hear about the ''on-the-road'' activity. We had the trailer
over-loaded for the size of tires and had blowouts, flat tires, more blow-outs. All
requiring new tires. This, we decided, had to stop or we would run out of money
before getting out of the State of Oregon. We stopped over one day to rest, fix tires,
etc. and then started on the night driving.

Just imagine sitting behind the wheel of a 1931 Model A Pick-up loaded be-
yond the human capacity looking at the tailend of a trailer with red, red, red lights
bobbing ahead of you for mile after mile of road. Never daring to take your eyes
from those lights for you must keep the wheels of that trailer forever under sur-
veillance. The all-alert watch on the trailer tires was to keep from ruining any
more tires,

It was comfortable, the weather was nice, and I had the dog for company.
The night driving started to keep the tires and cars on the cooler side, for it was
September and hot.

As a little side interest, one day, this was before we had started to drive
at night, Jim had a flat tire on the '53 Ford. He pulled over to a wide shoulder by
the road and when I got out of the Model A, what do you think was happening to my
rear tire? You guessed it! It also was hissing and going flatter and flatter. It
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really gave us a funny feeling for both cars had flats at the same time and the same
tire on both cars.

The alert-watch saved us purchasing one tire. We were bobbing along
north of Santa Barbara, when I, watching the trailer tires, noticed a peculiar ac-
tion of the right wheel of the trailer. It seemed to be wobbling as if it was loose on
the axle but yet, not wobbling. I gave Jim the signal to stop and investigate. It
took us some time to find the trouble but there it was--a split rim on the inside and
the wobble was the tube trying to push its way out. We had to replace the rim and
tube, but thank goodness the tire didn't blow. After that, the bobbing red lights
were not a chore to watch, just a duty.

It did take me several weeks before the imprint of those lights left my vision
for I could still se their reflection. Actually I had fun driving that Model A but had
to hold it back so it wouldn't get ahead of the '53 Ford Jim was driving.

The only engine trouble I can think of now is the first day out. Jim kept getting
farther and farther ahead of me and I couldn't get 'Old Betsy' to pull. The grade
was getting steep but she'd done better before. Jim pulled into a filling station and
when I got there he was mad that I was holding back. I told him 'Betsy' wouldn't go
any faster and after seeing for himself he found a gas line plugged. A cleaning and
away we went, me holding back 'Betsy', and Jim urging the '53 on.

We made it alright but it certainly was an experience. We sold the pick-up
in 1955 and really hated to part with the little jewel, but Jim needed a hearier truck
to drive to work., We still see it around town but it has gone thru several hands
and has been modified by the last owner.

A 1931 Town Sedan was acquired in the spring of 1957. At first we were
going to just fix the car up and use the accumulation of parts we had on hand and
sell the whole thing. We didn't figure on love rubbing off as we rubbed on polish.
There was no idea of restoring so we put on 16' wheels, a Model B engine
and hydraulic brakes, After finishing the job, we were taking a spin and were
passed by a woman who signalled us to stop. It was Mrs. C. G. Francisco, treas-
urer of MARC-SD. She asked us about joining the Model A Restorers Club of San
Diego. We had never heard of such an organization, so Jim went to a meeting and
after a few months and outings and club activities, we were confirmed restorers.
All we could think about was bringing our Sedan back to stock. We worked and
worked and as of now have it almost done except for the hydraulic brakes which

are very well hidden and almost a necessity in freeway traffic.

We won First Place in the Modified Division at San Diego two years in a
row, but expect to compete in the restored class this year.

Recently acquired is a 1929 1Ton Truck and we are only dreaming of work-
ing on it., We really have two one-Ton trucks and hope to make one really good
one., Too many cars--too few garage, the lament of most Model A lovers, applies
to us. We are presently building a larger garage so we will be able to put the truck
under cover as we work on it,

Our hopes are to construct an au-
thentic truck and take it on club tours.
Of now, we have no specific list of items
needed in the restoration, but hope that
one of MARC News many readers will be
able to furnish us with a photo of an authen-
tic 1929 service truck with hand winch.

As the first Model A's were appearing in
late 1927, modern art was showing its influence
even in sports wear., This frock was designed
by Jan Regny, a leading Parisian sports court-
uriere, She had adapted the exaggarated flower
motifs from designs made by her husband, who
was a well known artist (and maybe now). This
dress was designed to be made in light beige
jersey, a fabric which was widely used by this
house. The thistle plant which supports the
flower on the left shoulder was made of dark
beige ltoile do soie''. The “bateau neck is
tucked and the narrow belt is fine linked stell.
Oblique front pleats in the jersey skirt are ac-
cented by silk bands matching the jumper trim-
ming. To me this design seems rather uncom-
fortable for sports with the steel belt so low
around the hips and the stiffness of the thistle
plant design, but such is Paris and fashion!

I could answer them all. Unfortunately, I have no
patterns or leads on where we could get some.
