Neck lines
have trimming invariably., Lace is used in abundance for neck
and sleeve finish, Sleeves are close fitting with flared or or-
nate cuffs, Many afternoon and evening dresses are sleeve-
less, Jackets for both types of dresses are more popular than
ever before. Coats have long seams in princess style. They
slenderize by hugging the figure slightly.

The dress shown is typical of the new silhouette,
The Maline* yoke and extended skirt harmonize and at the
same time help to make the longer skirt more enthusiastically
acceptable. The hip-line trimming likewise makes the longer
skirt and higher waist line more attractive. Narrow fabric
belts with small ornate buckles quite clearly mark the new
waist line. Skirts have yards of material arranged to hang
softly and languidly.

TECHNICAL CORNER

SERVICING THE FUEL TANK GAUGE

If your fuel tank leaks at the gauge, or the gauge does not register, or if the gauge has become dirty and
difficult to read, the following procedure will be helpful as a guide to removing or replacing it.

Two special wrenches are required. FORD 5-2Z-1825, or its equivalent, will remove the outer ring nut,
and FORD 5-2Z-1822, or its equivalent, will remove the glass and gauge cover. The accompanying sketch is pro-
vided so that you can fabricate your own special wrenches in case the FORD special wrenches are not readily a-
vallable.

Before starting to remove the gauge, be sure to observe the following safety precautions: DO NOT
SMOKE OR LIGHT MATCHES. DISCONNECT THE BATTERY CABLE TO PREVENT DANGER FROM SPARKS,

(We do not want to lose any "A'' members, )

REMOVAL (Assuming that the fuel tank is not full of gasoline)
1. Remove the four screws that secure the instrument panel to the gasoline tank and pull the instrument

panel out of the way.

2. Avoid disassembly of the glass portion of the gauge, if possible, since this will seldom leak and the
glass can be cleaned from the inside. However, if the glass portion must be removed, loosen the inner nut (star
nut) while the gauge is still on the tank because the gauge cannot be held after disassembly.

3. Loosen the inner nut with wrench 5-Z-1822, or equivalent, (do not take this nut all the way off at this

time.
4, Remove the outer ring nut, using special wrench 5-7Z1825, or equivalent, NOTE: In removing this

ring nut it may be necessary to strike the wrench a sharp tap counterclockwise to break the seal.

5. Remove the gauge, twisting it gently so as to guide the rod and float past the fuel safety screen hang-
ing from the filler neck. CAUTION: Be careful not to lose the brass rings assembly which permits alignment of
the gauge when reassembling the unit.

6. If removing the glass, continue disassembly of this portion of the gauge by completely removing the
inner nut, glass retainer washer, outer gasket, glass and inner gasket.

CLEAN AND INSPECT
1. Clean all elements and check the rod pivot for proper operation, Wipe the indicator face and the in-

side of the glass. If any of the elements require replating, have this done while the parts are disassembled.

2. Check the cork float carefully to determine its serviceability. Sometimes the cork develops deep
cracks which absorb gasoline and it will no longer float. If the cracks are not too deep, let the cork dry over
night, or longer, if possible, then dip it in shellac, allow to dry and repeat the dip and dry process several times.

After this treatment the cork will again be buoyant.
3. If the float is unserviceable, a new one may be fabricated from a large cork stopper, available at

most drug stores and hardware stores. It is not necessary to fabricate the float perfectly round as long as it is

about the same size as the original,
4. To install the new float on the rod, carefully cut off the old float, then file or hammer the tip of the

rod until it is round (see '""A'" in accompanying sketch). Slip on the new float and secure by flattening the end of
the rod (refer to sketch) then dip in shellac as described above.

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INSTALLATION
1. Procure, or fabricate, a new gasket, or gaskets, preferably of neoprene, or of any thin gasoline-re-

sistant gasket material. Cementing is not necessary,

2. If the glass was removed, install the glass assembly in the following order: inner gasket, glass, outer
gasket, retainer washer, and inner nut. Tighten this nut only finger tight,

5. Install the new gauge gasket on the inner face flange of the gauge.

4. Install the gauge, rings, and out ring nut, using same care as for removal,

5. If the glass portion of gauge was removed tighten outer ring nut on gauge with wrench 5-Z-1825, disre-
garding vertical alignment of gauge at this time.

6. Tighten the inner nut (star nut) using wrench 5-7Z1822,

7. Loosen outer ring nut again and correct vertical alignment of gauge with wrench 5-721822,

8. With wrench 5-271822 in place, holding gauge in correct alignment, tighten the outer ring nut again.
NOTE: Some gauges have a lug which matches a slot on the tank to keep it aligned when tightening the outer ring
nut, In this case wrench 5-7-1822 will not be required to keep gauge vertical,

If for any reason the gauge must be replaced, the gauges from any year Model ""A' are interchangeable.

However, the float rod may have to be bent to correspond with the one which is being replaced.
