TECHNICAL CORNER
HELPFUL HINTS By Glen Crawford

To members who have vacuum windshield wiper motors and are having diffi-
culty in getting them to work, try this idea.

Take the motor apart, being careful not to damage the gasket and clean it out
good. It would be a good idea to use naphtha gas to do the cleaning as it will not leave
an oily film on the parts. If the leather in the wiper isn't worn too much, try using
plain ordinary vaseline as a lubricant, Be sure to put plenty of vaseline in the bottom
of wiper bowl as it will serve as an airtight seal for the leather to work in.

I have received mail from a member who has had trouble in getting a wrench
between the radiator and front of motor on his AA truck to tighten up the generator.

In checking back I find that the radiator for the AA truck was made with four
rows of tubes in the radiator instead of the usual three rows. If you are having the
same difficulty, it is possible that you have a radiator on that was made for the AA
truck. The AA truck radiator mounting brackets were punched off center to allow
the radiator to be moved forward so it would clear the fan nut on the water pump.
You may also discover that instead of the mounting brackets on the radiator being
punched off center, the holes in the frame where the radiator is bolted is oblong, as
well as some of them having round holes for mounting the radiator.

If you have front hubs that are threaded for grease caps and cannot get them
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on because of the front bearing washer being to close to the threaded hubs, try grind-
ing the outside of washer down enough to allow the cap to fit between washer and
grease cap. The outside diameter of the old style grease retainer washer that do not

take the hub cap is X1.910 and the new washer 1is T 872 in diameter.

The early 30 Model ""A'" was not equipped with the threaded hub but the late
30 Models were. Some of you members may know where there are some A's in the
junk yards that are late 30 or 31 Models and might be able to get the grease retainer

washer from them.

The following article originally appeared in the Illinois Region publication,
'""The Distributor'., It was intended to encourage the reader to do the job with the aid
of detailed instructions available in the Ford Service Bulletins and not to give you the
steps in detail.

BRAKES
By Paul Moller

Why not have good brakes on your ""A'"? I have talked to people who have a
new set of brake linings installed, and call it their brake ''overhaul'. I have rebuilt
two sets of brakes now and enjoyed both jobs. First of all the pleasure of discovering
the method of operation, especially in the front brakes, the mechanical technique used
to operate brakes even while turning a corner was unique.

Also the arrangement of using a floating wedge to equalize pressure on the two
linings in each wheel. The rollers on the end of each shoe take a lot of effort out of
the brake system along with cadmium plating to rust proof the parts, make foot effort
on the brakes as light as possible.

I simply set out to replace all of the moving parts in the brake system, this
includes all pins, rollers, wedges, studs, bushings and shafts. The front shafts seem
to be in good shape as the grease fittings are easily seen! The rear shafts are usually
badly worn, along with the bushings, as the grease fittings are hard to locate. In fact,
they are buried in 30 years of mud!

After dismantling the backing plate from the axles, the first stop is to clean up
all the parts for examination. The backing plates and shoes are painted again and a
list of all parts needed made. The only part I couldn't find new, was the rear brake
cam shaft, these I had made at a machine shop. A wire wheel and a new garbage can
full of fuel oil are handy for cleaning parts.

I used the garbage can, as it has a tight fitting lid and is not too expensive.
The cleaning and painting can be done while waiting for parts. While reassembling
the brakes, those parts that move, such as wedges for the rollers and the housing for
the adjusting wedges, I put grease on. To remove the little cover behind the adjusting
wedge, simply screw the brake adjusting screw all the way in. This will force the
cover off with no damage. It can be reinstalled with a small hammer,

If the springs are not stretched or bent out of shape, they can be reused. For
the inside, use Rust-Oleum prime and then, if you like, a coat of Rust-Oleum black.
No one but you will ever see it, but the pleasure is yours! If you find the brake ped-
al rises and falls when applying the brakes, the drums are out of round.

Finally, when the brakes are to be adjusted, 40% of the braking power is on
the front wheels and 60% on the rear wheels. To adjust, push the pedal down one
inch to lock the rear wheels and 1 1/2 inches to lock the front wheels. This is a 2
man job, one to push the pedal and one to adjust each wheel, jacked off the ground.
Simply turn the wheel and tighten the adjustment until the drag on each wheel feels
the same. Also be sure all the brake rods are of equal length. This is 51 1/2 inch-
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es. The parts of the emergency should be checked also.

I install new clevis pins all thru the system and rod ends, if needed. Be sure
to replace all of the cotter keys inside wheels and on all clevis pins. The cross shait
for the brake rods has a pair of arms for the rods to fasten to. Before adjusting the
brakes, be certain these arms are straight up and down, when all the rods are in-
stalled. This will insure an equal pull, front and back.

It is possible, altho difficult, to reverse the small cross shafts that actuate
the pins passing thru the king pins. Be sure they pull in the proper direction to op-
erate the brakes. Don't use the adjustable rod ends to adjust the brakes. If the job
is properly done, everything will operate properly. You have a big investment of
sweat, time and money in a good car that can't be replaced. Soon there won't be e-
nough to go around, so be as safe as possible, in the one you have. Incidently, can
you be replaced? For more details on brakes, look up Brakes in Ford Service Bul-
letins put out by Post.

You may find it helpful to dismantle the brakes on one side only, leaving the
opposite side as a reference for reassembly.

Two years prior to May 1959, Mr. Bagby, Bud Becht, and Chris Wickersham
first conceived the idea of forming a local region of the M, A. R. C, and on July first
of 1959 after two months of meetings our charter was granted to our region then ten
members strong.

All who know Mr. Bagby have enjoyed his friendship and wonderful personal-
ity (always glad to help someone). His home is at 4208 McKibbon in St. Louls and a
specially built Model "A'' restoration garage houses two A's and a host of goodies
with more in the utility room of his house. Most of us are familiar with these words
of his while unwraping some rare shining goody; ''Now look at this original quail,
picked it up down in Podunk Hollow the other day. Been following it for years and I
finally got it. "
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Mr. Bagby is one of our local authorities on Ford restorations and he has some
ideas of his own such as his little trick of welding new ears on a set of ""A'" pedals fac-
ing each other. Seems that when you press the clutch in the car comes to a screech-
ing halt too. Welded up any more pedals lately, Mr. Bagby? Another idea of his is to
use any extra tubing for hydraulic brake lines on his truck. Too bad some tubing can't
take the pressure as Chris Wickersham found out first time he drove Robert's truck.
Almost had to re-restore the front end there, Mr. Bagby. In spite of a few mistakes
we still trust you for restoration guidance and help, Mr. Bagby!

LAKE FOREST...how many times have you read that in the MARC News in
these past few months? If you are the average ""A'" fan and read our fine publication
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from cover to cover, chances are your answer to the above question would range from
"quite a few!'' to ''considerable!'.

In the process of going into the background of the L.ake Forest Academy proper,
this interesting bit of information was discovered, how the name Lake Forest came in-
o beihg, . s

On a single track railroad pushing its way up from Chicago to the Wisconsin
state line, a wood burning locomotive one day in 1855 ground to a halt at a point near
the present Farwell Crossing on the North Western., Five men alighted from the coach.
There was no station just a path that dwindled off into the wilderness. It took some
persuading to get the conductor to even stop there.

The small band followed a break, apparently a well worn deer path, thru the
dense forest toward the lake. The cliffs at this point, they discovered, were the high-
est of any along the shore.

They soon found themselves in a primeval woodland, with deep ravines cutting
in from the lake, whose rythmic waters sounded on the wide sand beaches far below.
The boughs of the giant trees formed a natural sanctuary and the sky surpassed any
stained glass.

Despite the fact that they were dressed to '""rough it'' the men were obviously
not rustic, nor were they sportsmen on a holiday. Four of them were clergymen.

The Rev. Ira Weed, Pastors Harvey Curtis and Robert Patterson and the Rev., J. J.
Slocum. The fifth man was a lay member of a Chicago church, D. R. Holt,

"God willing'"', explained Patterson to Slocum, ''this is where we shall found
the university.'" He continued, '"We visualize a high minded community growing a-
round it, but we cannot decide on a name for the place."

Slocum looked thoughtfully over the waters toward the horizon. '"What is this
before us?'" he asked.

""A lake. "

"And what is this behind us ?"

"A forest. "
"Then, '"" he said, '"what better name can we have than LAKE FOREST,. "

And thus the naming of Lake Forest was brought about.

To continue in this line of thought it might also prove interesting to touch brief-
ly on the present site of the Academy...

In 1946 after a devasting fire had all but brought things to a standstill it was
decided to move the Academy five miles to the west to a plot of ground known as the
Melody Farm. Melody Farm was a fast declining relic of a glittering era that died in
1929. 1Its thirty room mansion erected by J. Ogden Armour in 1908, ranked with '"The
Breakers' at Newport among America's great houses. But no one had lived there for
twenty years., Cornices were cracking, vandals had broken in and carried off parts of
the pipe organ and bowling alleys.

Carriage houses and servants quarters were falling into disrepair. Formal
gardens were overgrown with weeds and the two lakes were choked with silt. It was
more than the single caretaker could cope with.

In the twenties, Samuel Insull acquired Melody Farm and was turning it into an
exclusive golf club, when reverses put a halt to this and all his other activities. No
one ever called "Fore' on the eighteen hole golf course or putted on the creeping bent
greens. Carpenters' tools still lay on the floor of the partly constructed locker house,
dropped there when the 'end'' came.

As a home suited to todays living, with the present day taxes, Melody Farm
was a '"white elephant', to everyone that is, except the trustees of the Lake Forest
Academy, who had enough foresight and confidence to buy this plot of ground for a

fraction of its original cost,
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Mr. Armour spent upwards of ten million dollars on Melody Farm and Insull
untold thousands. The property consisted of 678 acres, including two lakes covering
twenty-two acres. The Academy paid $400, 000 for this '"white elephant' and has since
sold all but 175 acres. Today Lake Forest Academy 1s a thing of beauty. Its lakes are
stocked with bass and pike, its lawns are green and well kept and it is here that the
ILLINOIS REGION hopes to see the NATIONAL MEMBERSHIP turn out in '"full force"
for the 1961 NATIONAL MEET in AUGUST.
