Repairing Ignition Switch

Not many Model "A'" owners can boast of having an original ''pop-out' igni-
tion switch. If you still have one on your car and it is not functioning properly or
if you have a discarded one, here are a few suggestions and drawings which may

help to get the unit back into good working order.

PART II: Repairing the '"Pop-out'' Type Ignition Switch.

As was common with the ''replacement' type ignition switch in Part I, pub-
lished in last month's MARC News, the ']pop-out'" switch also has two main sources
of trouble; either a short in the wire or poor contact within the switch lock unit.
Follow last month's suggestions on how to localize either of these two.

After removing cable from car, to remove the ignition lock cylinder from
the housing, insert ignition key and turn key to ""ON' position, remove the lock screw
(A) and pull on key. (Lock cylinder will not come out unless key is in '""ON'' position).
Observe the position of the loek assembly slot in relation to the lock screw for re-
assembly. With a pair of pliers grip the armored cable below the switch housing
base and check if cable is loose from housing. After many years of constant ""A"
vibration, the cable, which was originally held securely in the housing, may have
loosened, causing a poor contact or no contact at all between the brass button tip of
the cable and the switch lock cylinder. If the cable is loose withdraw it from the
switch housing. Drill and tap a hole for a #10-32 allen set screw as shown at (B) in
drawing. This screw will provide a lock for holding cable firmly in place.

Check the spring loaded brass button tip at cable end and the contact end of
terminal (C) inside of housing to insure that they are working freely. Lubricate
with graphite if necessary (no oil). The terminal screw can be removed by loosen-
ing lock nut (C). Also check that the ignition lock cylinder works in and out of the
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housing freely. Lubricate with graphite if necessary. If the ''pop-out' lock cylind-
er spring is broken a replacement can be obtained from a hardware or auto supply
store.

If there is a short within the cable and the wire must be replaced, follow the
same proceedure for repairing the distributor end of cable as outlined in Part I.
After the lower end of cable has been disassembled, the spring loaded brass button
assembly at ignition lock end of cable can be pulled out. This unit must be preserv-
ed intact if possible. If the spring loaded brass button no longer works, a replace-

ment can be fabricated as suggested by the sketch (D).
