Some of the specific dimensions comparing the two vehicles are as follows:

The Model "A'" has 103" w.b. and 164' overall length.

The Econoline has 90" w.b. and 168'' overall length.

In load capacity the Model "A'" has a 46" x 59" - 22-1/4 cu. ft. box
as compared with 63" x 84'' - 73 cu. ft. box.

Miss Southway has some interesting dimensions, too!!

Repairing Ignition Switch

Most Model ""A's'', sooner or later, develop ignition problems and one of the
most difficult to get to is the trouble within the armored ignition cable. Here are a
few suggestions which may help to remedy the situation. Before removing the cable,
however, make sure it is the cable that is at fault., A 'test light' can be very help-
ful.

If you do not have a test light you may check the cable as follows:

Disconnect the cable from the distributor body and lay that end on the
engine, making sure that the brass tip does not touch anything. Remove the instru-
ment panel so that you can get at the ignition switch terminal and remove the wire
from this terminal.

Turn on the ignition key and with a short piece of jumper wire touch
one end to the left terminal of the amp gauge (yellow wire with black tracer) and the
other end to the ignition switch terminal. If you get sparks and the amp gauge reads
discharge, there is a ''short' in the cable and it will require dismantling. If the
cable does not show any ''short! the next step is to check for poor contact. With the
jumper wire still in contact with the amp gauge terminal and the ignition switch term-
inal, have someone pick-up the distributor end of the cable and touch the brass con-
tact tip to a bare spot on the engine making '"ground''. This should produce some
good sparks, if so, the cable is good; if not, remove the cable from the car for re-

pairs.

PART I: REPAIRING THE "REPLACEMENT" TYPE IGNITION CABLE

The accompanying drawings will help to familiarize you with the parts, but
not all of the ignition cables were made exactly like the drawings.

On the back of the switch housing is a pressed in steel plate. Scribe a mark
on the housing and the plate so it can be reassembled in the same position. On some
units the plate is more complicated than others and some have the edges of the hous-
ing crimped over as shown at (A) on the drawing. These crimps should be filed or
ground off first., Drill a 1/8 hole through the side of the housing, opposite the igni-
tion switch terminal, insert a nail and pry the cover off. This will reveal the wire
coming through the cable, whichis fastened to the ignition lock switch plate.

Remove the ignition switch terminal screw and insulator and carefully pull
out the ignition switch plate. Be sure to observe the position of the ignition lock
switch for correct reassembly.

Thorough cleaning of both pieces and sandpapering the brass tips will elim-
inate the poor contact problem and if this is all your trouble, proceed to reassemble.

To replace the wire, unsolder the joint (some were crimped) from the igni-
tion switch plate and pull wire out from the lower end of cable. As illustrated by
the drawing at (b), the bakelite insulator must come out with the brass end of wire.
On some units the cable end will be crimped, holding the bakelite securely in place.
You must then break the bakelite with a sharp screwdriver, in order to pull the

wire out.
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A replacement for the bakelite insulation can be made by packing the end of
the cable with fiberglass body putty. Build up putty so it protrudes at least 1/8 be-
yond threaded end of cable. After putty is dry, drill a hole for the wire and brass
tip. Hole must be large enough to permit free movement of tip and spring. Solder
one end of a new wire to the brass tip and insert through the cable. Solder the other
end of wire to the ignition switch plate and reassemble the switch., CAUTION: After
assembly check your work and make sure that no part of the bare wire touches the
cable housing. Replace steel cover and, if necessary, crimp over edges to hold
cover in place.
