TECHNICAL CORNER

To the 1928 restorers in desparation of red 1928 steering wheels: If you
have or can locate either a new or good black 1929 wheel free of cracks, etc., you
can convert it to a red 1928 and solve a desparate situation.

First, with rubbing compound rub out a section of your old red wheel to re-

move the grime and faded dead pigment.

Have a bonifide paint shop mix a color to

match this rubbed out section which will have revealed the original red color. If
you use lacquer, spray on 7 to 10 coats and then rub out., If enamel is used, apply

2 Or 3 spray coals.

I have applied this proceedure to two black 1929 wheels for fellow restorers
and would almost defy any extremist or judge to separate the original from the 1029

RESTORATION

Part two of a two part series, By Wisconsin Region

When Francis Saunders had finished the body, he began work on the chassis. It
was completely taken apart, after sand blasting and all moving parts were replaced
with new genuine Ford parts. The differential case was used, but the eternal moving
parts were new. The main drive tube was fitted with a new shaft and bearings. The
transmaission likewise had new gears, bearings, and seals. All of the brake parts are
new genuine Ford, This includes rellers, cams, arms, backing plates, etc. The

steering wheel housing, shaft, and all other parts are new. After installing all new
genuine Ford parts, the chassis was repeatedly primered and sanded until the cast-
ing pits in the differential and transmission cases had disappeared. This was done on
the frame, also. Then Francis applied three coats of Enamel, giving the undercar-
riage sheen and high gloss like that of the body.

Actually, all moving parts, except the body shell, frame, engine block and fly-
wheel, the transmission, main drive, and differential housings were new genuine Ford
parts. Some of these parts that weren't mentioned before are headlights, radiator
and shell, bumpers, cowl lights, and horn. Engine components were crankshaft, pis-
tons, valves, guides and springs, cylinder head, generator starter, flywheel gear,
and distributor. Also all glass and chroming were replaced with new.

The new accessories were as follows: quail, luggage rack, genuine Ford steer-
ing column mounted Motometer, oil gauge, original rear cloth floor mats, chrome tire
covers, stone guard, step plates, wind wings, clock mirror, and spare tire mounted
mirrors.

It may sound peculiar to some people about replacing the worn out and even good
parts, but in 1951, parts were more abundant and Francis was the only restorer with-
in a several hundred mile radius. He was able to find new parts without much trouble.
In fact, at one time Francis had 27 new fenders, several pairs of running boards, ra-
diator shells, and hub caps: accessories in general, items considered rare, Francis
had in abundance,.

So far, Francis hasn't hired any work done on the restoration of his Model ""A'";
he will have the upholstery done, because he doesn't have the facilities for it.

We of the Wisconsin Region take our hats off to the perfection attained in this
restoration and to the guy who did it: FRANCIS SAUNDERS.
