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Looking back over the years there
are many dates of National impor-
tance that stand out in the minds of
any of us who have been around for
three or four decades. The Market
Crash in 1929 - Pearl Harbor in ‘41,
V-E and V-] Days, and most recently
the day John Glenn went around the
world 3 times in less than 5 hours.

In the annals of the business
world, one day stands out above all
others in the mind of John Q. Public -
December 2, 1927! This was the day
when the long awaited New Ford made
its first public debut. For 19 years be-
fore this date, the Model *‘T’’ Ford
poured off the giant Ford assembly
lines at Highland Park, Michigan.
Over 15,000,000 of them, with very
minor periodic faceliftings, were built
and sold in every part of the world
where cars could be driven, and in a
lot of places where lesser cars could
not be driven.

All this was to change. In 1924,
the Model ““T’’ hit its high water mark
when over 1.4 million cars were sold
in the U.S. alone, accounting for 50%
of the market. Model ‘'T’s’’ nearest
competitor, the 4—cylinder Chevrolet,
sold slightly over 1/4 million cars
the same year.

By 1926 Chevy had climbed to
nearly !4 million sales, while Ford
sales slumped to slightly over a mil-
lion, or about 30% of the total market.
The handwriting was on the wall, and
after building only about 400 thousand
““T’s’’ in the first part of 1927, the
huge Ford plants shut down, and re-
tooling started on the Model **A’’.

Never in the history of merchan-
dising any product has the fever of
public excitement reached such a peak
as it did when the New Ford, as
everyone on the street called it, was
officially unveiled. Early prototypes
had been seen on the streets of Dear-
born during the summer of 1927. These
cars, however, were usually a Model
““T'* body and fenders with a new
““A’’ chassis underneath.

In the early fall of 1927 rumors be-
gan to fly about what the new Ford
would be. Some rumors were deliber-
ately planted by Ford public relations
personnel, while others were the pro-
duct of wild guesses.

New York society saw the car amid rich hangings, flowers, and soft music in the

Empire Room of the Waldorf-Astoria.

Several weeks before announce-
ment the word went out in many differ-
ent communities that a new Ford had
indeed been spotted in town. It wasn't
a bit uncommon when one of these ru-
mors hit an office for half of the office
force to drop whatever it was doing
and go out to see for themselves. One
newspaper clipping in Philadelphia
reported such an incident where the
new Ford turned out to be an experi-
mental German Adler belonging to the
Budd Manufacturing Company who
were making door stampings for Adler.

As '"'A’’-Day approached, news-
paper men were frantically trying to
sneak an early shot of the car - gate
guards were offered bribes at the vari-
ous Ford Motor Company facilities -
attempts were made to rifle the locked
photo files at Ford’s Advertising
Agency, and all the while the public
impatience was growing steadily.

In Brighton, Michigan, a small town
not far from Detroit on the road to
Lansing, was the first spot in the
country where a mystery car was spot-
ted and photographed by newsmen.
This car actually turned out to be a
Model **A’’. Papers from all over the
country picked it up, and from Dear-
born came neither denials or affirma-
tions. By now the long wait was near-
ly over.

On November 28, 1927 the first
Model **A’’ announcement ads appeared
in newspapers over Henry Ford’s sig-
nature. These ads blossomed out in
nearly every newspaper inthe country.
No new product ever had a more com-
plete ad campaign - the National im-
pact was terrific. And all this from a
company which heretofore had not be-
lieved in the value of advertising!

This was indeed the beginning of
a new era. '"‘A’’ - Day finally arrived
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on December 2, 1927. From coast to
coast the crowds around Ford show-
rooms were a problem that required
special police handling. Reports of
25,000 people waiting in line to file
through a single showroom in St. Paul-
mounted police called in to control
crowds in Cleveland. Even some
schools were closed so that the mop-
pets could be herded down to their lo-
cal Ford dealer to view the car that
was causing so much conversation
from Sandy Hook to Puget Sound.

Editorial columns were full of the
story. Ford had closed down for
months in preparation for the Model
‘“A’’ at staggering losses, but the
publicity and free advertising gained
was worth hundreds of millions more
than the losses!

Nearly !4 million people saw the
Ford display in New York City in 5
days. New car orders were written by
the thousands, and some sharpies
even circulated through the crowds
with pad and pencil writing fictitious
orders, taking a deposit and then
melted into the crowd.

In order to appreciate the tremen-
dous public clamour over the Model
““A’’ in 1927, it is necessary to go
back to the introduction of the Model
““T’’ in 1908. After building numerous
different models like the big six cyl-
inder Model *“K’’, and a rather popular,

but none too good Model ‘“N’’, Ford’s
introduction of the Model “‘T’’ was a
real block-buster. No more had the car
gone on display than sales started to
zoom. Ford had indeed hit the magic
combination and produced the world’s
first truly *‘Universal Car’’.

For 19 years and nearly 15,000,000
sales, the “‘T"’went along to become
a complete part of the American
scene. Ford jokes were told in ever
increasing numbers which only helped
to sell more Model **T’s”’. Nearly half
the cars on the road were Fords.

By 1926, even with prices cut as
low as $290 for a Model *'T’’ roadster,
sales continued to slump. Ford knew,
and the public knew, that the jig was
up. Something more than a facelift was
needed. Millions of people all over
the world were sure that Henry Ford
could do anything, he’d already proved
he could! In light of the blind confi-
dence on the part of so many ordinary
citizens, it’s no wonder that the com-
ing of the Model ‘A’ after 19 years
of the fabulous ‘T’ could cause
such a stir!

By 1927 the craze for flashier cars
was gaining momentum. Times were
good, and people were starting to buy
new models on credit, so that a price
tag of $600 to $1000 was much easier
for John Q. to swallow than it had
been a few years earlier,

In the early part of 1927 rumors of
a new Ford were gaining momentum.
Ford planned to build a new air-cooled
4 with manual gearshift and a 3-speed
conventional transmission plus a new
larger 6 to sell for $600. There were
even rumors of a new straight 8 to be
known as an Edsel! When these rumors
got back to Henry Ford he denied
them completely, yet new rumors kept
cropping up.

Soon Ford began to admit publi-
cally that there would be a new model,
and immediately the demand for Model
““T’s’’ slumped. Even the stock mar-
ket was affected as the rumors, state-
ments, and retractions ebbed and
flowed. When a rumor that the Ford
Motor Company was going out of busi-
ness hit the streets, competitive motor
stocks made heavy gains. As it be-
came increasingly evident that Ford
was very much alive and still in the
business, competitive stocks slumped.

Finally the true Model ‘*A’’ story
unfolded, and when it did the vast
accessory business, which had grown
fat selling dress-up items for Model
““T’s’’, took a deep breath. Bumpers
were now standard equipment, as were
many other items like the speedometer
and fuel guage, which had been the
backbone of a rich after-market busi-
ness. Fora short time it appeared that
this big business was doomed. The en-
tire parts and accessories industry
had to immediately readjust its sights
to new segments of the market,

The arrival of the Model ‘“‘A’’ ac-
tually caused as much excitement and
news coverage as if today it was
suddenly announced that Chevrolet
was going into the airplane manufac-
turing business on an all-out scale.

When the prices were finally an-
nounced for the Model ‘‘A’’, most
competitors were dismayed. Competi-
tion’s rumor mongers had conceded
that Ford’s new car probably did have
some interesting new features, but it
would certainly be a more expensive
car than the Model *‘T’’. The news
that a standard Model ‘‘A’’ roadster
could be delivered for only $385 was
dynamite! And this price included
ALL the new Model ‘“‘A’’ refinements
that were extra cost or not available
on the ‘‘T’’. The Model ‘*A’’ announced
prices actually represented a sharp
price cut from the last Model ‘‘T’s”’.

To this date no car has ever been
inttoduced that created so much
excitement.
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In about two weeks, you will re-
ceive an information packet by mail
that will be your invitation to yester-
year. The Motor Cities Chapter of
MARC has planned a three-day Inter-
national Reunion, to be in Dearborn,
Mich., that promises to be one of the
most outstanding events for collectors
this year. The setting for this Model
*“A’" Meet will be Greenfield Village,
which is comprised of one of the most
varied and interesting examples of
early Americana in the country.

The birthplace of the Model ‘‘A’’
has opened its doors to all Model ‘A"’
enthusiasts and invites you all to
attend this first big International
Reunion.

Those who register for the full
three days will receive their Regis-
tration Packets on Friday afternoon,
July 27, at the Registration Desk at
Greenfield Village. This packet will
contain a detailed outline of the
schedule of events and other informa-
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tion about the reunion. A variety of
activities are being planned, so all
visitors will find something to do and
see that's sure to suit their particu-
lar interests.

Because this reunion will be of a
more personal nature than an ordinary
car meet, it is being planned as a
complete family outing. Bring your
wife and children — they’ll have the
time of their lives!

After you’ve registered, you may
want to watch the new arrivals as they
drive in, look for old friends, meet new
ones, or go through Greenfield Vil-
lage and visit the Ford Museum where
one of the world’s largest collections
of antique and vintage cars of all
makes is on display.

CLOTCH CHATTER . . . rchnicar Hints

THE MODEL "A' AUTOMATIC SPARK LEVER

In case you'’ve ever seen a Phillips
automatic spark lever, and weren't
quite sure what it was supposed to do
for the engine performance of an ''A"’,
here’'s the story.

The Phillips Automatic Spark Lever
was designed back in ‘29, and the ad-
vertising for this accessory made the
following claims:

(A) Stops engine knocking, surging
or stalling.

(B) Automatically controls spark
with speed of engine.

(C) 100% safety when cranking by
hand.

(D) Delivers more power, faster hill
climbing and more miles per hour and

per gallon.

The automatic spark lever was first
tested on a '29 Tudor with 3500 miles
on the odometer. The carburetor con-
trol setting was not changed during
the run. A test run was made on a hill
with the following results: An un-
equipped ‘“‘A’’ with a 25 mph start was
not able to climb the hill in high gear.
WITH the automatic spark lever, the
‘29 Tudor test car started at the bot-
tom of the hill at 8 mph in high, and
cleared the top doing 35 mph! (If you
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find a Phillips unit — you've got it
made!)

Further tests showed that at 4 mph
in high the *‘A’’ was as smooth as a
high priced six. Before installing the
automatic, average gas mileage was
19.5 — WITH the automatic, it was
boosted to 21.7 mpg.

The Phillips Automatic Spark Lev-
er is a centrifugal type and was guar-
anteed for the life of the engine. The
governor is circular, and within it is a
hub with slots at an angle. Extensions

of the governor float in these slots.

At low engine speeds the governor is
at an angle, but as the engine speed
increases centrifugal force causes the

circular member to gradually assume a
horizontal position. This turns the
hub and distributor shaft, advancing
the spark timing. When engine speed
1s reduced, the governor automatically
retards the distributor shaft and piano
wire spring, which has a movement
over 1/16 of an inch, causing the
governor to return the distributor shaft
to a full retarded position when the
engine is stopped.

The only stipulation the manufac-
turer insisted upon was that the en-
gine must be timed right before the
automatic was installed.

This accessory was approved by
Ford Engineering in 1929.

When overbauling the engine or after the pan has been removed, pre-lubricate the
engine by [illing the crank case through the distributor hole in the head prior to
starting the engine. The valve chamber will be filled, providing oil for the mains,
cam bearings, and rod-dipper trays in the pan. To [fill, note position of rotor for
retiming, then remove the distributor and short shaft, using a funnel to avoid
spilling. Once filled (5 quarts) replace distributor and start engine immediately.

SEAGOING TAXIS

Off the north coast of England, in
the North Sea, is a chain of small is-
lands known as the Farne Islands.
The largest of this group of 25 islands
1s Holy Island, which boasts a village,
four inns and a few taxicabs — to be
specific (at least, until a few years
ago), the ‘‘fleet’’ consisted of two
Model “‘A’s’’.

These Model ‘‘A’’ taxis served in
a unique way, as Holy Island can be
reached only at low tide from the main-
land by car. Therefore, the cabbie had
to time his trip just right so that the
swiftly rising incoming tide (over 14’
at high tide) didn’t catch him in the
middle of his run. The trip takes about
a half-hour over wet, oozing sands —
and, needless to say, salt water
doesn’t do an undercarriage much good!

According to reports, brake linings
are only good for about a month of

this kind of taxi service, but then, as
long as a boat doesn’t cross your path,
who needs brakes?

EVE'S LEAVES

Today, many have difficulty in re-
cognizing the difference between
ladies’ fashions of 1929 and 1930.
In 1929, curvaceous bustlines contin-
ued to be de-emphasized as much as
possible; there was seldom any waist-
line definition, and most designs were
banded or belted around the hipline;
and hemlines showed the bend of the
knee.

In 1930, the waistline was redis-
covered and bodices were gently
curved, and belts were worn, usually
just a little below the natural waist-
line, resting on the hipbone. With the
new bodice line, there also came a
lowered hemline; and dresses were
worn from six to seven inches below
the knee.

The flapper had had her day, and
1930 ushered in fashions thatreflected
the gentleness and femininity in wom-
en. Dresses sketched at the top of the
group on this page reflect 1930 styl-
ing.

No. 3292. A popular sports style with
young women. It was designed for
sizes 8, 10, 12 and 14. Size 8 (!!!) re-

quires 3 yards of 39—inch material
with 1-1/8 yards of 39—inch lining
for the bodice. Bow requires a strip
of contrasting fabric 4} inches wide
and 18 inches long. Modified gaunt-
let cuffs and collar are smartly
accented if bound in contrasting fab-
ric. The binding should be cut in bias
strips 1% inches wide for a finished
half-inch binding.

No. 3289. For daytime occasions. De-
signed for sizes 36, 38, 40. Size 36
requires 3—3/4 yards of 39—inch ma-
terial. The fluid lines of this dress
calls for soft fabrics such as crepe,
or a sheer, in solid color or a small

print.

If you have a 1929 dress that you
would like to up-date to 1930, sketches
No. 1 and No. 2 illustrate a good way
to do it. With a little patience and
nimble fingers, you’ll see amazing re-
sults. No. 1 is a sports dress of the
1929 vintage. Sketch No. 2, shows
the change affected by inserting a
seven-inch dropped yoke above the
original skirt. Top-stitch the yoke to
the skirt, and also top-stitch the seam
