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·TECHNICAL CORNER 

FOR THE PERFECTIONIST WHO HAS SPARK PLUG RUSTING PROBLEMS: 
Often vintage production of spark plugs, though new and unused, have developed rust 
from "shelf wear", while wire brushing will remove the rust, likewise so does it re­
move the manufacturer 1 s "blueing" and the result only being that rust will reoccur 
while in use. Painting, of course, is not the answer as it removes from originality. 
But a trip to a gun shop or sporting goods store and about a dollar of cost is. 

Purchase a bottle of "do it your self" gun blueing and follow the simple direct­
ions on the bottle, which, in short, is a chemical dipping process 0 The results are 
amazing. The plugs finish out a dull original blue-black in color and a permanent 
rust proof coatingo Courtesy - Francis Saunders, Brodhead, Wisconcin. 

CARBURETOR LEAKS By George DeAngelis 

There is probably no one more frustrated than a proud Model ''A'' owner who 
has just invited a friend to view his beautiful engine compartment and there, more 
conspicuous than the whole engine itself, is "that blasted dripping carburetor". 

The leak may be the result of a poor gasket at the seat of the main jet or the 
jet cap in the carburetor throat; but more often than not, the cause is a leaky fuel 
inlet valve or improper fuel level. 

Haven't you wondered, "If I could just see in that darned bowl"? Well, with 
the aid of a discarded olive or pickle jar, you can. The jar should have no less than 
a 3-1/2-inch opening and should be approximately 3" deep. Place a piece of masking 
tape, one -inch long, near the top of the jar. A piece of band aid or the gummed 
edge of an unsealed envelope will do as well. Now, with a pen or pencil, make a 
mark 5/8 of an inch from the very top edge of the jar, as shown on the drawing. This 
line indicates the proper fuel level in the carburetor bowl. 

Turn off the fuel at the shut- off valve and remove the carburetor bowl as sem­
bly. Place the jar in place as shown in the drawing, being careful to allow enough

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room for the float to move freely. While holding the jar in place with one hand, turn 
the fuel shut-off valve ON with the other hand. If the fuel shut-off valve is inside of 
your car, you will require the help of a friend. The fuel will rise in the jar and it 
should stop a.t the mark. Shut off the fuel , spill some of the fuel out of the jar, care­
fully place the jar back in place, and turn on the fuel again. Repeat this operation 
several times to make sure that the fuel seeks the same level each time. If the fuel 
seeks a leve l just below the mark, it will do no harm other than give a slightly lean 
mixture . If it seeks a level above the mark, there is danger of it leaking out of the 
top of the jets in the carburetor throat, causing "owner irritation". Since the car­
buretor float arm is very stiff, adjustment by bending is not recommended. However, 
you can lower the fuel level by placing a second gasket under the seat of the fuel in­
let valve. 

The next thing to check for is a s low leak. Fasten the glass jar firmly in place 
by wrapping masking tape or electrical tape over the jar and the carburetor upper 
body. Turn on the fuel and let it sit this way for at l east one-half hour. If the fuel 
continues to rise above the mark, you should replace the fuel inlet valve. May I sug­
gest the "Viton" tipped valve made by Holley Carburetor, as advertised in the MARC 
News. The "Viton" tipped needle valve assures a positive sealing. I have been us­
ing one for over e i ght months and have not had a "drip" since. For information, 
write to Mr. Y. W. Shepard, 11955 E. Nine Mile Rd., Warren., Michigan. If the 
fuel maintains the correct level but the carburetor had indicated a leak, the leak 
must be at the jet gaskets in the carburetor throat. 

Since most of us have a gas tank on our "A" that has had dirt or rust or both, 
it is not unusual for a very small particle of dirt to pass through the sediment bulb 
and the carburetor strainer and, as a result, the carburetor will leak one time and 
not another. Here is a remedy that has proved very effective. Obtain a piece of 
nylon or dacron cloth from one of your wife 1 s (or girlfriend's) dis carded blouse or 
slip (nylon hose not recommended), and cut a patch 1-1 I 4 x 3/4 inches. Sew it into 
a little sack as shown on the drawing, and slip it over the top of the fuel inlet needle 
valve. This will filter out the finest piece of dirt. 

NOTE: Whenever any of the carburetor parts are disassembled, new gaskets 
should be used in reassembly, as the old ones have lost their resilience and a poor 
seal will result.

Model A's, Ancient Tri-Motors

PUT-IN-BAY, 0 ., Jan . 23-
Anyone who thinks that ac­
tivity on South Bass and other 
Lake Erie Islands goes into 
deep f r e & z e in the winter 
couldn't be m ore wrong. The 
tempo changes but many things 
still go on when the rush of 
tourists subsides. 

Typical of this is the switch 
in ttansportation styles from 
summer to winter . Converti­
bles, which have carried loads 
of summer s i·ghtseers a r ound 
the island, are put away and 
the Model A Fords are dusted 
off. This isla nd has 68 Model 
A's in opera tion, probably the 
greatest concentr ation of such 
vintage vehicles in existence. 
Th~re are also quite a few 

more Model A's on the lake 
bottom around the island and 
.between Put-in-Bay and Port 
Clinton. These d idn 't quite 
make the trip across the ice . 
This hazard is the reason all 
of the aged autos have one or 
more doors permanently re­
moved. It 's hard to open a 
door when a car is parked on 
the bottom of Lake Erie. 

What were the cars and their 
drivers doing on the ice in the 
fi rst place ? Usually hauling 
shelters out for the hundreds 
of ice fisher men who visit the 
island during the cold months. 

Aid Sportsmen 

These hardy sportsmen pay 
$6 to $8 a day for a shanty plus 
bait to lure the wily perch 
from under the ice. The Model 
A 's are the best car for towing 
these shanties and transport­
ing the anglers to them over 
the ridges and humps of ice . 

Providing for the ice fisher­
men has, to a large extent, be­
come a better source of winter 
income for the islanders than 
the fishing they used to do 
themselves a few years back. 

The transpor tation c I o c k 
starts turning backward even 
before a visitor reaches the is­
land in the wintertime, since 
the trip frbm the m a inland is 
made in a 1928 F ord tri-m otor 
operated Sky Tours, Inc., which 
carries m ore than 8,000 passen­
gers a year to and from the 
islands. 

Mos tly, however, the island­
ers spend the wint er getting 
a cquainted again.. During the 
summer they a re too busy en­
tertaining thousands of tourists 
to talk much to each other. But 
comes the snow and ice and 
life picks up again at the local 
level. 

Week 's Program 
Here is a typical we ek 's a c­

tivities: Monday, movie a t the 
school house; Tuesday, volun­
teer fire department m eeting ; 
Wednesday, a g~t-tog ether of 
gentlemen interested in pi­
nochle; Thursday, Am erican 
Legion meeting; Friday, week­
ly session of th e pinochle play­
ers who a lso like penny-ante 
poker. 

The island has two churches, 
St. P aul's ~piscopa l and Moth­
er of Sorrows Catholic, both of 
which have programs of both 
religious and social activities. 

The first islander that many 
winter v isitors meet is Mrs. 
Russ Smith who drives a t axi. 
And here 's a tip-let her open 
the door from the inside. The 
outside la tch is often frozen 
a nd the door won't close again. 
When this occurs, the patron 
doubles a s door holder fr om 
the a irport to the villa ge. 

There are quite a few other 
year-around jobs on the island, 
one of them keeping the Perry 
Monument in sha pe. This is 
done by Robert Burns, superin~ 
tendent, a nd Tony Kindt, main­
tenance man, who has lived 59 
years on the island . Backing 
them up is Mr. Burn 's wife , 
Vivian, who always has a pot 
of coffee wa iting. 

Monument Suffered 
Despite its t h i c k granite 

walls, the monument w as in a 
bad way for several yea rs be­
cause wa ter would condense on 
its inner w alls, then · freeze in 
cracks between t he huge stone 
blocks. Now the m onument has 
a g i· a n t dehum idifier which 
dries out the a ir and a lso holds 
the temperature a t just above 
freezing even in :z;ero weather . 

Bo0 and Tony keep constant 
check on t he steam-operated 
machinery of the dehumidifier 
as part of · their winter duties. 
Dur ing the summer they a id 
and keep an eye on the 63,000 
tourists who visit the mqnu­
ment and surrounding grounds . 

J oe Parker, who operates the 
garage and specializes in re­
pairs to the Model A's., is an­
other . year-around worker. He 
a lso is a first a id specialist in 
~mergencies and is a former 
chief of the fire department . 

The staff at Schoor's store 
have the daily job of providing 
supplies to the island 's hungry 
residents while N. H . (Nate) 
Ladd, postmaster for 21 years, 
is on duty the year-around at 
the new post office. Norma n 
Heineman, his son Lou, a nd 
their workers at the Heineman 
Winery also are among the full­
time workers. 

Income For Families 

Dozens of families operate 
the ~00 ice fishing shanties a nd 
many of the homes pr ovide 
rooms and meals for fish er men 
not ready to leave by the last 
plane1 at 4:45 p.m. 

Sky Tour's. Island Airlines 
provides the. most impor tant of 
the island 's daily operations al­
though the main base is at Por~ 
Clinton airport. Its passenger­
carrying work serves · some 
isla nders before they a re b orn 
and for others after they are 
dead. 

The "pre-natal" passengers 
ride free on their mother ' s tick­
et en route to Magruder Hos­
pital in Port Clinton-a $2.50 
one-way regular fare . The r ate 
for deceased islanders is high­
er- $7.50 for a casket. 

The flying workhorses o.f the 
air line are the two For d tr i­
motor planes supported by two 
Cessnas for passenger or small 
cargo trips. The pla nes h a ul 
anything that can be put a board 
and weighs less than 10,000 
pounds. This includes kitchen 
sinks and also one bathtub. 
Emergency Tub 

'' I never could figure the 
bathtub deal," Newell P . Witte, 
manager of the a irport a nd 
plane service said, '~somebody 

must have got absent-minded, 
because how could you develop 
an emergency need for one ?" 

Asked about the most unusual 
cargo ever flown in the tri-mo­
~ors, Mr. Witte said, "Nothing 
IS unusual for us. I can r emem­
ber the messiest cargo we ever 
hauled, though. It was fuel oil 
- hundreds of gallons of it­
over to Pelee Island sever al 
years a go." 

The oil was 11eeded for a port­
able power generating plant 
moved to the is land when the 
regular power source fa iled 
and required several weeks to 
repair it. The planes were load­
ed with 50-gallon drums--as 
many as could be lashed in 
place- and the oil was p umped 
mto them at Port Clinton and 
out again at P elee . 
. "I,~ was a slippery, .3tinking 
JOb, the manager said. 

So goes the day-to-day life 
on a Lake E:rie island. Next 
year ,there probably will be 
even more activity since Car­
bide Tools Inc., Cleveland man­
ufacturing plant, is to build a 
year-a round factory which will 
p rovide around 100 new jobs 
for the islanders . The plant will 
produce. cutt ing tools for wood­
working machinery.
