Dear Dave:

[ am a new member of the Model
“A’ Restorers Club. I find the MARC
News very informative. I am beginning
to restore a 1930 Standard coupe. Could
you answer the following questions
about this car in your column, or by
mail.

Were the 1930 engines painted Ford
green? Also, was the transmission
painted black or green?

I found a patent plate on the firewall
giving a Briggs body number. Did
Briggs make coupe bodies? The rear
window on my coupe rolls down. Is
this rare or do all 30 coupes have this.
Also, the steering column bracket is
just under the cowl panel-air scoop.
Do all ’30’s have this? Was the bracket
under the gas tank on the ’31’s?

Did Ford change to a one piece
splash apron any month before January
19317 Was there a narrow zinc mould-
ing around the back and sides of the
running boards on the ’30’s?

Do ’30’s have a sediment bowl com-
bined with the gas shutoff on the fire-
wall like the ’31’s, mine does not.

What was the candle power of the
low-high bulb and parking light bulb
in the original Std. coupe headlamps?

The seat is a brown and tan weave
material and the door mouldings are
brown. Would this indicate the origin-
al upholstery was a light brown or tan
napped or flannel-like material? Were
the door panels, quarter panels, side
panels, and headliner all of the same
material in each car? How was the
headlining fastened to the top bows/?

Would the brown seat, brown door
mouldings, and brown gas tank inside
the car, indicate the original body color
was Thorne Brown? If so, was the top
or upper body, rear quarters, body
mouldings, window reveals painted
black or were they the body color on
the ’30 Standard coupe? What color
was used for striping the brown coupe’

Was the original black rubberized
roof material long grained?

Was the generator, starter, carburetor
and manifold fan, pump, outlet, etc.
painted green like the engine?

I realize 1 have asked a lot of ques-
tions, I hope you will answer them in
your column in the near future or by
mail, Thank you for a fine magazine.

A NEWCOMER CHALLENGES
The Model “A”

Back in the early twenties the low
priced automobile market without any
question belonged to the Ford Motor
Company. The Model “T”” was not only
king of the sales race among low priced
cars, but the total share of market
claimed by Ford was so great that every
other car on the American road was
a Ford!

In 1924 there was big news in the
automobile business. A man who was
far from an unknown in the industry
made a very important move that was
to have far reaching effects on all the
manufacturers and the sale of automo-
biles. That man was Walter P. Chrys-
ler. The stories about Walter P. Chrys-
ler have been told and retold, but we
will review his rise to fame briefly as
it was to have important effects on the
Ford Motor Company.

Chrysler started out working in the
railroad shops as a mechanic, then later
a foreman. From the railroad shops,
Chrysler moved over to the young
booming automobile industry and went
to work with Buick in Flint, Michigan.
Chryslet’s rise was rapid, and he
learned automobile production and en-
gineering well. Chrysler became general
works manager at Buick, and at the
same time helped put Buick way out in
front in the medium priced field. After
gaining great respect for his ability, and
becoming a wealthy man in his own
right, Chrysler resigned at Buick and
went to Europe on an extended vaca-
tion. Soon after his return to the States,
Willys-Overland was in deep financial
trouble. The banks and stockholders
who were interested in saving their in-
vestment asked Chrysler to assume the
presidency of Willys-Overland. In a
remarkably short time, Chrysler was
able to prune the company’s expenses
and get the company back on a sound
financial footing.

During his working career, Chrysler
had assembled one of the best engineer-
ing groups in the country — three men,
Skelton, Breer and Fred Zeder. These
three men, plus Walter P. Chrysler
worked together beautifully as a team,
and they had very firm convictions of
how automobiles should be designed
and built. They designed a radical new
car which they hoped to either sell to

an existing company to be manufac-
tured, or better yet, start their own com-
pany. The car very nearly became the
Flint, Durant Motors’ medium priced
car, but the deal fell through.

The Maxwell, built in Detroit, had
been losing ground for several years,
and with Chrysler’s outstanding reputa-
tion for success at Buick, plus the job
he had done for Willys-Overland, it
wasn’t too difficult to interest investors
in backing Chrysler and his team.
Chrysler bought the Maxwell Company,
and immediately went to work to turn
out his advanced motor car.

Because the first Chrysler was not in
full production at the time of the 1924
New York automobile show, it was
banned from show space with the other
1924 cars. Instead the car was intro-
duced at a special showing at the Wol-
dorf-Astoria Hotel lobby where it drew
tremendous crowds and a great press.
The new Chrysler was low, with small
wheels, smooth body lines, and a very
advanced high compression high R.P.M.

engine. The performance of the new
Chrysler was startling compared with
the contemporary cars on the market.
First year sales were outstanding, and it
was obvious the American motoring
public had really accepted the new
Chrysler. Its future was assured!

We may seem to be rambling a bit,
but it all leads up to the next important
steps which were to have more direct
influence on the low priced market, and
on the Ford Motor Company.

After getting off to such a strong
start in 1924 in the medium priced field,
the Chrysler Corporation quite natural-
ly began to look to spreading out with
a more complete product line-up in
order to blanket the industry in each
price class.

The first move in this direction was
the purchase of the long-established
Dodge Brothers Company. Following
the death of the Dodge Brothers who
founded the company, the two Dodge
widows sold the very successful com-
pany to the Wall Street investment

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company, Dillon Reed. Purchase of
Dodge by Chrysler gave the growing
giant not only a well established car
line in the low-medium field, but also
a good truck line, and very important,
a live-wire dealer organization. Soon
after Dodge was added to the Chrysler
stable, two brand new makes of cars
were offered by Chrysler to round out
the market coverage. These two cars
were the DeSoto and Plymouth. DeSoto
was placed in the market just under the
Chrysler cars, and of course shared
many of the same parts. Like the De-
Soto, the Plymouth was an entirely new
car created by Chrysler Corporation to
go after the highly successful Model
“A” Ford, and the fast growing Chevro-
let Division of General Motors.

The Plymouth was launched in 1928,
and almost immediately took off at a
sizzling sales pace. Actually, Chrysler
made a very wise decision when the
Plymouth car was launched. All Chrys-
ler Corporation franchised dealers who
handled any of the other three corpora-
tion car lines were automatically given
the new Plymouth to put them actively
in the low priced market. In the year,
1928, which was a real “"Bonanza” for
car sales, the new Plymouth got off to a
great start.

The car was very advanced in every
respect. It had good styling, with many
features not found on even the most
expensive cars of the period. It was a
big car to be in the low priced field.
The brakes were four wheel hydraulic,
while Chevrolet had just added front
wheel brakes in 1928 to a rather archaic
mechanical system. The engine was a
short stroke fast four — well balanced,
even though it was to be a few years
before Plymouth’s famous “Floating
Power” was introduced. The car had a
relatively long wheelbase, and semi-
elliptic leaf springs front and rear.

When the Plymouth was introduced
in 1928 it offered the following body
models and prices:

While these prices look very low by
today’s standards, they were still con-
siderably higher than the Model "A”
and the last 4-cylinder Chevrolet in ’28.
The 28 Model “A” roadster had an
F.O.B. price of only $385, and the
Chevrolet roadster was only at $495.

In spite of the price differential, the
new Plymouth suddenly became a very
serious contender for third place 1n
sales, and truly one of the big three.

Now, let’s consider just what the new
Plymouth had to offer, and how it
stacked up against the Model “A” of
'28 and ’29. Here’s how the specifica-
tions compare:

When the Plymouth first came out
in 1928, it was a real sensation in the
“under $1000 field,” and sold more cars
in its first year than any other manu-
facturer has ever done before or since
— 58,031 deliveries. In its first year,
the Plymouth was not built in its own
plant, but by the next, an entirely new
plant was completed in Detroit, and
Plymouth’s sales zoomed to 102,347
units. This compares to a total of 29
Model “A” sales of 1,951,092. Actually
Plymouth could hardly be regarded as
a serious threat, yet it hit the market
with lots of momentum, and did offer a
lot of automobile for the price. It was
a year or two later when Plymouth
came out with the sales battle cry,
“Look at all three,’

which was a bold

way of classing the car right in the
running with Ford and Chevrolet on
an even footing. It really worked, and
soon people did start to refer to the
three low priced cars as a group which
helped Plymouth’s image and sales
immeasurably.

How would the two cars have stacked
up on the road back in 28 or 297 Ex-
cept for brakes, this writer would give
a wide edge to the Model “A”. Maybe
the real proof is how many “A’s” are
still on the road, but of course in Ply-
mouth’s first years, Ford was outselling
Plymouth nearly 20 to 1.

It was the introduction of the Ply-
mouth and the switch of Chevrolet

from 4 to 6 cylinders that finally forced
Ford to introduce the V-8 in 1932, Ply-
mouth continued production of its 4
cylinder engine through 1932, but add-
ed “Floating Power” which did a lot
to smooth out the 4 cylinder engine. In
1933, Plymouth switched to an L-head
G that powered the car through the 30’s
and 40’s, and only in recent years gave
way to the V-8 or optional slant 6
O.H.V. engine.

Unquestionably, Plymouth’s swift rise
to a solid third place in the toughest
market in the world — and during the
worst financial depression we have ever
experienced, speaks well for Walter P.
Chrysler’s planning. It was truly one of
the sales wonders of the American
market.

SEALED BEAMS FOR YOUR OLD HEADLIGHTS

Using parts of the original reflectors
and a little ingenuity it’s no trick at all
to fit sealed-beam units in the head-
lamps of a model “A.” The first step
is to check the outside diameter of the
reflector with the diameter of the
sealed-beam unit. This must be done
carefully, using dividers to transfer the
measurement to several points on the
back of the reflector. Then the reflector
is placed face down on a flat surface as
in Fig. 1 and a line scribed with a pen-
cil as shown. In most cases, the diam-
eter of the scribed circle will be about
65/ in., the diameter of the lens step on

the sealed-beam unit. This should be
stepped carefully with dividers to as-
sure that the measurement is correct.
Then the thin metal is cut through on
the line with a 3-cornered file as in Fig.
2. After cutting around the reflector,
burr off the rough edge with a file or
emery cloth and round over smooth.
Only the rim is used.

First, reflector is marked by holding
pencil steadily and rotating reflector
face down.

Next, the unit must be provided with
a narrow cork gasket. This is attached
with a quick-setting cement or shellac.
Make a trial assembly to determine the
distance from the rear curvature of the
original headlamp housing to the rear
curvature of the sealed-beam unit.
Either a large coil spring of light ten-
sion, such as a chair-cushion spring, or
a section of rubber hose, Fig. 3, must be
fitted in the space between the unit and
the housing so that there will always
be sufficient pressure to prevent the
sealed-beam unit from rotating. A sec-
tion of 23/-in. radiator hose with one
end slit at spaced points about the cir-
cumference as in Fig. 3 will serve this
purpose. With old wiring, you’ll get
better lights if relays are used. Also, it
may be necessary to take current direct
from the battery.

Necessary plugs to fit the prongs of
the sealed-beam units may be purchased
from auto-supply stores. In assembling
the common lead is hooked up first. On
many cars this corresponds to the
ground connection so it will be neces-
sary to bolt or solder a ground wire to
the headlamp housing. The other two
wires then are connected to the plug.
Be careful to follow the wiring color
code so that the high and low beams
will work together. In assembling the
sealed-beam units in the housings make
sure that the tension is sufficient to pre-
vent the "unit from turning. After as-
sembling the headlamps on the car,
Fig. 4, they should be set, or aimed, in
the usual way.

ROCKING HELPS FREE
JAMMED BENDIX DRIVE

Almost every car suffers from a
jammed Bendix drive occasionally. This
is indicated by the starter suddenly re-
fusing to turn when the pedal 1s
pressed. To make sure a jammed ben-
dix is the cause (and not a broken con-
nection or run-down battery) switch
off the ignition and try cranking the
engine by hand. If it is immovable your
suspicions are correct. The cure is to
put the car in gear, and with the help
of a friend, to rock it backwards and
forwards until you feel it suddenly free
itself. In some cases it may be necessary
to loosen the four bolts which hold the
starting motor to the crankcase, not for-
getting to tighten them up afterwards.
If the bendix jams frequently it probab-
ly means that the shaft is bent. This
trouble is almost always caused through
starting with advanced ignition. Moral:
always retard ignition before pressing
starter pedal.

AIR LOCK MAY COVER

Do not take it for granted that there
is plenty of oil in the gear-box and
back-axle just because the oil oozes out
when you remove the filler-caps. This

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MODEL “A” TAKES ADVENTURERS FROM JERUSALEM TO PERSIA

Partial Reprint of an Account of a Trip from Jerusalem to Persia
in a 1929 Model “A” . .. Courtesy of the Ford Times, Nov., 1931

We pulled out of Jerusalem early on
a hot and dusty spring day and headed
northeast toward the Sea of Gililee
which lies some six hundred feet below
sea level, and 1s probably one of the
hottest spots you will find no matter
where you happen to drive. The next
day we climbed steeply up the winding
road out of the valley on the lonely
route to Syria. It was an all day trip,
with many miles in second gear, but the
car performed beautifully. The road
through this area doubles back on itself
so many times that one has to drive
fifty miles in order to cover ten miles
as the crow flies. We passed the sign
painted in both English and Arabic
indicating that we had finally climbed
up to sea level again as we headed to-
ward the headwaters of the river Jor-
dan. After crossing the Ante-Lebanon
range we started the twisting descent to
the Mediterranean and reached Beirut
by late evening.

For two days we followed the ancient
camel caravan trail beside the sea, while
one Crusader castle after the other
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frowned down on us from the heights
on each side of the trail. Belfort, Kasr
Krak, Tartoos and Byblus, all still mag-
nificent even though they are in ruins,
are mighty reminders of the medieval
slogan, “Believe or Die.”

At Latakia our northward journey
ended and we pointed our Model “A”
Ford toward the east, or rather we
should say in the general direction of
the east, as there were no roads worthy
of the name. When we consulted our
map, it gave us very little comfort, save
that during the next few days of rugged
driving we would cross the Euphrates
river, and that before reaching Mosul
we would have to cross some 600 miles
of trackless desert. To make the trip
even more uncomfortable, our French
hosts, who knew the area well, remind-
ed us that we would be consistently
among Bedouin tribes, whose spring-
time complex breeds a nasty pugnacity
toward unknown intruders.

“As far as the Turkish frontier you
ought to be all right,” they continued.
“But after that keep your eyes peeled

all the way! Spring makes the desert
blossom like a rose, but it brings out
Turkish marauders, as well as flowers.
Bon voyage et bonne chance!”

The trip up to the small town of
Aleppo, near the Turkish border was
relatively uneventful, except for a bro-
ken fanbelt. Fortunately we carried a
spare, so this slight mishap caused no
serious trouble. At Aleppo we took a
very careful look at our faithful Ford
to make certain that everything was in
good operating condition, as our very
lives could well depend on the car’s
performance.

While the Syrian desert is not quite
as grim as the Sahara, it is still an area
that will test both man and his convey-
ance to the limit. Even on the flat coun-
try the going was cruel on springs and
tires, to say nothing of the poor pas-
sengers who would be tossed from one
side of the car to the other while pass-
ing over some of the worst part of the
route.

Seldom did we shift the car into high
gear, but ground along in first and sec-



ond gears with the sound of an occa-
sional rock bouncing off the under-
carriage. After six days of this self-
inflicted torture, we finally drove up
to the banks of the Euphrates river just
as the sun was setting. We found wel-
come haven with a French aviation
camp where we were warmly greeted,
and spent our first really comfortable
night in more than a week.

ted that they would have to stop and
ask directions. (This was when and if
we ever sighted any friendly tribes-
men.)

We kept on heading in a general
casterly direction until we topped a rise
and stopped to look for signs of a trail.
Suddenly one of our guides made a
wild gesture as he pointed toward the
north. There coming at full gallop were

We reached the Persian frontier
about noon the next day, and there our
troubles really began. The supply of
fuel that we had shipped in by camel
caravan several months before had
been stolen, so we had to make arrange-
ments with the French authorities to
borrow some fuel from the French Air
Force, provided, of course, that we had
a like number of litres shipped in at a
later date to replace the gasoline we
took. This seemed just a bit absurd,
when we looked at some of the large
air force planes and military trucks and
considered how little fuel it took to
propel our little four cylinder Ford.
Nevertheless, we appreciated the help
we got from the friendly French post
commander.

During the refueling negotiations,
we heard some rather disturbing reports
about other parties who had attempted
to take the route we were travelling,
only to fall prey to wandering tribes-
men. The French military offered us
the services of two native guides who
knew the area ‘‘like the back of their
hands,” but an hour and a half out of
the camp, we began to have our doubts
as to our course, and within three hours
in the trackless wilderness they admit-

four of the wildest looking tribesmen
we had ever seen, even in pictures. They
would soon be within rifle range, and
they certainly weren’t friendly. We
scrambled back into the Ford, thanked
God for a fast start, and after driving
as fast as we dared over the trackless,
broken ground, the dust of our pursuers
trailed off in the distance and we were
once again alone. Just before nightfall
we picked up the caravan route leading
to Baghdad. Still worried about our
close call earlier in the day, we tried
to put some distance between us and
the wild nomads. We tried driving with
the headlights at night, and even with
our two Arab “homing pigeons” draped
over the front fenders, it was impos-
sible for any man to follow the faint
camel tracks at night, so we stopped
and made camp.

When we finally drove in to the
ancient city of Baghdad, we were just
about out of fuel, had less than a quart
of water between us, and two badly cut
tire casings that would hardly last
around the block! Looking back on the
experience, it was all worth it, and a
great deal of the credit for completing
such a difficult trip certainly should go

to the faithful Model “A” Ford station
wagon.

Editor's note: Today there is a fine
blacktop highway connecting the cities
of Damascus in Syria and Baghdad,
Irag. 1t's a fairly comfortable 12 hour
trip!

To satisfy yourself on this point, jack
up one rear wheel, engage reverse gear,
and revolve the jacked-up wheel.

If an air-lock is present, the oil will
immediately stop running out. You will
find this tip very useful when you next
have to replenish either the gear-box
or back-axle especially if you are using
thick oil. The rear-wheel revolving
seems to suck the oil in quickly, so sav-
ing many arm and back aches.

Do not examine the acid level in
battery with a naked light, as an ex-
plosion is likely to occur.

ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS ABOUT 1930 COUPE

Editor’s note: In the January-February issue of MARC News we published a
letter from John Porter which asked many questions about the 1930 Coupe.
We received interesting answers from Glen Crawford, Chairman of Technical
Committee and J. R. Sturgeon. Following are their letters.

By Glen Crawford
Dear John:

I am putting down your questions
just as you asked them in your letter,
and will endeavor to answer them to
the best of my knowledge.

Q. Were the 30 engines painted
Ford Green? A. Yes. Was the
transmission painted green or black?
A. The transmission was painted the
same color as the engine. Q. I found
a patent plate on the firewall, giving
a Briggs body number. Did Briggs
make coupe bodies? A. It is possible,
as they made several thousand Model
“A” bodies for Ford Motor Co. Q. The
rear window on my coupe rolls down.
Is this rare or do all 30 coupes have
this? A. The rear adjustable window
was not standard in the 30 coupe
bodies, but could be added if wanted
by customer. The standard coupe that
came equipped with the rumble seat
had the rear adjustable roll down win-
dow put in at the factory, without
added cost to the customer. Q. The
steering column bracket is just under
the panel on air scoop. Do all 30’s
have this? A. There is a possibility
that you may have a later type gas
tank in your coupe, if so the bracket
would be bolted to the air scoop. I
have a late model 30 tudor and the
steering column bracket is welded to
the gas tank. Q. Did Ford change to
the one piece splash apron any more
before Jan. 19317 A. I have spent sev-
eral hours of research on this question,
and find no information whatsoever
as to what month the change was
made back to the one piece splash
apron. The 28 & 29 had the one piece
apron and in 1930 the two piece apron
came out. It is very easy to take a 30
model and make it look like a 31
model. You can put on a 31 radiator
shell, take off the two piece splash
apron, put on the one piece apron and
running boards, and from all appear-
ances you havea 31 Model “A.” Q. Was
there a narrow zinc molding around
the back and sides of running board?
A. It is impossible to put molding be-
tween back of running board on a 30
Model “A,” as the splash apron and
running board are all one piece. The
factory reproduction prints on the 31
appears to show a molding on back
side of running board. Q. Do 30’s have

Dear John:

Your interesting letter in the Back-
fire columns of January-February
MARC News will probably bring
many replies; may I add mine to the
lot.

First, if you have a roll-down rear
window in your coupe, it would ap-
pear that yours is a late 1931 Deluxe
coupe instead of a 1930 Standard.

The addition of the roll-down win-
dow was apparently a mid-year model
change and is outlined in the Ford
Service Bulletin for July-August of
1931. This article indicates that it was
being introduced as standard equip-
ment on the Deluxe coupe and avail-
able at extra cost on the standard
coupe except that it could be ordered
free on standard coupes equipped with
rumble seats.

The position of your steering col-
umn bracket would further indicate
that yours is a late ’31. In May Service
Bulletins of ’31, a new gas tank is
described which has the steering col-
umn bracket fastened to the body
front end frame in the air inlet area
rather than on the gasoline tank.

This would also explain the absence
of a sediment bowl on your fire wall.
With the adoption of the new gas
tank, a new ‘indented firewall”’ was
used with a shut off valve on the fire-
wall. The old sediment bulb was re-
placed with a filter bowl located at
the carburetor. The bowl was at-
tached to a new carburetor upper
body having only one inlet midway
between the float chamber and the
venturi. The plug and screen at the
forward end of the bowl was elimi-
nated and incorporated into the plug
which fastened the new filter bowl to
the carburetor.

Ford apparently continued the use
of the two-piece splash apron well
into 1931 on the coupe models. How-
ever by the time the new deluxe coupe
and new firewall change was made,
all bodies should have had the single
piece splash apron. To the best of
my knowledge, the 1930’s had the zinc
strips at the ends and back of the
running boards. With the exception
of the early coupes, the 31’s did not.

The original headlamp bulbs were
21/21 cp.

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How To Install a Rumble Seat

Reprinted from Ford Dealer and Service Field with comments from Ed Francis.

Here's an article that appeared in the
August 1928 issue of Ford Dealer and Serv -
ice Field that tells you just how the job of
installing @ rumble seat was done. It will
save you a lot of grief. It's like having an
expert right at your elbow and one that
never bawls you out.

Instructions stated that a dealer's estimate
for the installation of a rumble seat in a
standard trunk would take 6 to 8 hours, but
the factory men thought that it could be
done in one hour. It would take most men
an hour just to line up all the parts, and we
restorers will probably (with some luck|
require several months.

The Ford Motor Company originally sup-
plied a crate (that listed for $35.00, how
would you like to find a few of these!) con-
taining all the parts usually necessary to
install the rumble seat, including back cush -
ion, seat cushion, rubber floor mat, card-
board or fibre sides, step and bracket for
rear, step to go on fender, off-set hinges,
metal floor plate, screws, bolts, etc.

DOING THE JOB

A good preliminary, to installing a
rumble seat in the Model A Ford, is
to study these instructions. Some
points may not be quite clear. So the
second essential is to study the “parts”
which are to be used in making the
installation. While the third step is to
study the car itself, and the. construc-
tion of the rear deck. Also, if you
wish, to mark with a piece of chalk,
the screws and parts which will have
to be removed.
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We suggest that the two steps be
installed BEFORE the job is started,
so that there will be less chance of
damage to fenders and body lacquer.

The lower step is bolted to a forged
steel bracket. This steel bracket is
attached, at its front end, to the rear
of the two horizontal bolts which hold
the fender brace to the chassis frame.
The other bolt, which goes through
this bracket, is a vertical bolt through
the corner of the rear cross member

of the body.

This applies to the '28-'29 only. On the
'30-'31 models the lower step has a straight
bracket which clamps on to the rear bumper
support bracket by the use of a plate and
two hex head bolts, lock washers and nuts.

The other, and wupper step, is
fastened at the top of the right hand
fender.

The usual assortment of mechanics
tools will be sufficient for all the work
— with the exception of fitting the
door latch or lock.

In addition you will need several cans of
"liquid wrench", a blow torch and a few
pieces of sheet metal and solder to patch
up those rusty spots. Also many of the holes
and nuts which were installed on the car to
accommodate the rumble seat lid, will be
quite rusty. You may have to re-drill the
holes and re-tap the nuts.

The lower edge of the floor pan as-
sembly is distinguished by the “drain
holes” (at the bottom of the four rein-
forcing ribs).

Notice that the horizontal slot, in
the front edge of the lid through
which the latch projects, is "off-cen-
ter’’ with relation to the round hole
for the handle of the door lock.

1. Open rear deck door, and remove
by taking out hinge screw A-20910 at
each upper corner. Remove hinges
from upper corner of deck opening.

2. Remove deck door support on
left side of deck opening.

3. Remove rear floor pan assembly,
taking out six screws A-20552, six nuts
A-21661, and six lock washers A-22150
in front end. Remove support for pan
at rear edge by taking off six screws
A-20210 and six lock washers A-22088.
Remove bolt A-21144 from tire carrier
bracket support, nur A-21795, pin
A-23531.

On the '30-'31 models only a single bolt
was used from the rear floor pan assembly
into the spare wheel carrier (a cost saving

over '28-'29).

4. Remove deck door guides in two
lower corners of deck opening, guide
A-41516, screw A-20536, nut A-21661,
lock washer A-22150.

5. Remove lock from deck door and
drill 15/16” hole in front edge of
door locating from hole in under side.
Drill 5/32” hole 11/16” forward from
center of 15/16” hole. Install lock on
front end of door. Install rubber plug
A-41540 in hole left open in rear edge
of door. (If the door does not have six
clinch nuts on the under side and
approximately in center for the hinge



arm, it will be necessary to replace
the door assembly less lock, instead of
drilling the door and installing the
lock at the top edge of the door in-
stead of the lower edge.)

Since most deck doors on standard coupes
and roadsters will not have the nuts in them
they will have to be installed first. This can
be done by soldering them on. Originally
these were clinch nuts which were installed
to the inner deck door before assembly to
the outer deck door.

6. Install striker plate A-52500 at
front end of deck opening, using two
screws A-20535, two nuts A-21661, two
lock washers A-22150.

7. Install rear floor pan A-50203 in
Coupe, and A-40203 in Roadster, us-
ing 6 screws A-20233 at rear edge,
four screws A-20552 at front edge in
center. Use nuts A-21661 and lock
washer A-22150 on these screws. In-
stall deck door bumpers lower A-52484
on bumper brackets, A-52486 in
Coupe, and A-41536 in Roadster, us-
ing tubular rivets A-22897 on each
bracket. Install brackets on floor pan
using four screws A-20535, four nuts
A-21661, and four lock washers A-
22150 on each bracket. Use three
screws A-20535, three nuts A-21661
and three lock washers A-22150 at
each side of floor pan to rear deck
corner plate. Use bolt A-21136, nut
A-21795, pin A-23531, through floor
pan into tire carrier support.

8. Install wood slats — deck card-
board retainer lower, A-52662 in
Coupe, and A-41662 in Roadster (us-
ing one screw A-20224, one nut A-
21572, and lock washer A-22088
through center hole in rear deck pillar.
Use same screw and nut in the hole
provided in front deck pillar. To fasten
the front end of the slat in the stand-
ard Coupe, remove the seat back and
loosen the side trim panel, and bolt
slats to trim rail, using bolt A-20263,
nut 21572, lock washer 22088.

The wood slat was not used on the '30-
'31 models and the clip, half way down the
deck door opening, was eliminated on the
'30 cars. A groove in the underside of the
drain trough was used but this was an un-
satisfactory arrangement and the clip was
again added in the '31 models.

9. Secure deck door body hinge
A-52530 right hand, and A-52531 left
hand, in Coupe, A-41543 right hand,
A-41544 left hand in Roadster, to rear
deck pillar, using two screws A-20709,
two nuts A-21702, two lock washers
A-22217 in each hinge. Use one stove
bolt A-20535, one nut A-21661 and
one washer A-22150 in each body
hinge to drain trough.

=

Bumper for Seat Back

10. Install deck door hinge and arm
assembly A-52526 R. H. A-52527 L. H.,
using six screws A-20402 on each side.

11. Remove screws and nut holding
drain trough to quarter panels inside

the deck opening, install cardboard
retainer upper A-41660 on each side,
using same screws and nuts in the
same holes.

The drain trough on the '30-'31 models
was not removable.

12. Assemble deck door guide A-
41514 in upper corner to deck open-
ing, using screws A-20536, nuts 21661,
lock washers A-22150. Install deck
door bumpers A-41518-A in corner
plates at two upper corners of deck
opening.

13. Assemble side cardboards A-
41666 R. H. and A-41667 L. H., using
one wood screw A-22637 and finish-
ing washer A-22143 into wood slat
through hole provided in cardboard.
On Roadster cardboards, use three
screws A-22613 on each side, through
angle plate into slat on back of seat
cushion back.

14. Install rear floor mat A-50240.

15. Assemble door in deck opening,
using bolt A-20925, nut A-21740, lock
washer A-22245, through hinge arms

and spacing washer A-41554 each side
of hinge body. Install seat back cush-
ion assembly A-52694 on deck door.
Insert hooks in slot at upper edge of
door. Insert cardboard A-52689 be-
tween deck door panel and seat back
cushion. Secure lower edge of seat
back cushion to deck door, using bolt
A-20413 and plain washer A-22164
through the holes in the ears pro-
vided on the seat back frame.

The spacing washers are very important
although at first they seem to be unneces-
sary. Without them you will not be able to
adjust the deck door for clearance at the
sides or at the lower back panel.

16. Install seat cushion A-52669
making certain prongs are in holes
provided in floor pan center forming
the seat box.

17. Drill hole in top of right rear
fender directly over center of wheel
in center of crown, install step A-
41563, using washer A-22218, nut A-
21707, with pad A-41568 between step
and fender.

18. Install step bracket A-41566 us-
ing two screws A-20733, two nuts A-
21702, two lock washers A-22217 in
holes provided in body sill rear. For-
ward hole in step bracket engages rear

MODEL ““A’”” SERVED AS ROLLING STOCK ON QUEBEC RAILROAD

Now I’ve seen everything was what
most railroaders probably exclaimed
when they saw a Model “A” serving as
locomotive on the Bourlemaque Cen-
tral Railroad in northern Quebec. The
railroad was seven miles long with its
rail and ties made of wood.

The Bourlemaque Central came into
being when important ore bodies of
gold, copper and zinc were discovered
in hardrock under deep muskeg

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swamps that surrounded Bourlemaque,
Quebec. As usual, transportation was
the problem, as heavy mining equip-
ment, men and supplies had to be
taken across the soft muck that would
not support a road.

They solved the problem with a
unique “‘railroad.” Concave, tireless
rims held the “A” train on the track.
Passengers usually consisted of pros-
pectors entering or leaving the heavy
bush, geologists, engineers, diamond
drill crews and others who were pre-
paring to remove the rich metal buried
beneath anywhere from 50 to 150 feet
of muskeg.

The Bourlemaque Central carried
heavy loads into the Aumaque, East
Sullivan, Centremaque and Orenda
mining developments, and all passen-
gers had to give a hand when the
“train” derailed, or a load had to
come off.

Problems akin to those of regular
railways were sometimes met, such as
washouts from breaking beaver dams,
but the solution was a little easier.
Once beavers removed a 20-foot sec-
tion of track, but only an axe was
needed to cut a new section from the
roadside.

As usual. tall tales sprang up. The
engineer claimed his fastest run over
the seven mile railroad was made one
day when a bear keot trving to climb
over the rear of the Model “A” to get
to a load of food.

Despite its unique nature, however,
and unconventional eauipment, the
Bourlemaaue Central played an im-
portant role in the transportation pic-
ture in Quebec’s northern mining
areas.

a sediment bulb combined with the
gas shut off on the fire wall like the
31’'s? A. No. Gas shut off is inside of
body at right bottom side of gas tank.
Sediment bulb on the 30’s is on engine
side of firewall. Q. What was the
candle power of the low-high bulb,
and parking lamp bulb in the standard
coupe headlamps? A. All Model “A’s”
originally came out with 21-21 candle
power bulbs in headlamps. Parking
lamp was a two candle power bulb.

Later the candle power was increased
to 32-21 for the headlamps, and 3
candle power for the parking lamp.
Back in that era Missouri and Nev.
were the only two states that still
made the motorists use the 21-21 can-
dle power bulb. All the other states
accepted the 32-21 candle power bulb.
Q. The seat is a brown and tan
weave material, and the door moldings
brown. Could this indicate that the
original upholstery was light brown
or tanned napped material, or flannel-
like material? A. It is possible that
Bedford, Brown checked, or possibly
a mohair material was used for the
seat and rear cushion. Q. Was the door
panels, quarter panels, side panels,
and headliner all the same material?
A. I would say that above material was
as near as possible as was used for
seat and cushion. Q. How was head-
liner fastened to top bows? A. Head-
liner was fastened to top bows by tak-
ing the measurements between each
bow, and then marking the distance
on the material. You then take and
make a fold at each marking, and sew
a double hem, so that you will have
at least 34 inches of material to pull
up to bow and tack. When the mate-
rial is stretched tight as you tack from
one side to the other, and from back
to front. You should have a perfect
fit. You want to be sure and remem-
ber what side of bows that you take
your measurements, as that is impor-
tant. If you take the measurements
from the back side of bows, that will
be the side you want to tack mate-
rial to. Q. Would the brown seat,
door moldings, and .brown gas tank
in the car indicate the original body
color Thorne Brown? A. There is no
information that there was a com-
bination of colors for the 30 standard
coupe. It seems that the standard
coupe for 30 was of a solid color, and
Thorne Brown was one of the colors.
For the 31 standard coupe was black
upper body with Thorne Brown
lower body, with straw stripe. Q. Was
the black rubberized roof material
long grained? A. Yes. Q. Was the

generator, starter, carburetor, mani-
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fold, fan, painted green like the en-
gine? A. No. All were painted black
with the exception of the exhaust
manifold, which I truthfully am not
sure as to whether they were painted
or not. There is a paint for exhaust
manifold which is being used by the
members and can be purchased from
C. W. Bittman, 1686 Grove, Benson-
ville, Il

For your green engine enamel. It
can be purchased from Geo. Snell,
2405 West Olive Ave., Burbank, Calif.
He has as near the shade of green
engine enamel that you can buy.

not limit candlepower. The parking
lamp within the headlamp was 2 cp.
Units equipped with cowl lamps
should have had single socket head-
lamps.

All Ford engines, transmissions and
flywheel housings were painted a blue-
green. The generator, starter, carbu-
retor, fan, water pump, water inlets
and outlets, distributor, breather pipe,
and oil return pipe were painted
black.

Now comes somewhat of a puzzle-
ment. From the paint charts that I
have referred to, the 1930 coupe was
available in an all-over Thorne brown
with an orange stripe. The 1931 stand-
ard coupe came in Thorne Brown with
upper body, belt, moulding and re-
veals in black with a straw stripe. Paint
charts do not indicate that the deluxe
coupe was painted Thorne brown,
yet a photograph (Ford #56360-4)
reproduced in Clymer’s Model “A”
Album shows that this color was avail-
able on the deluxe.

I'd suggest a thin coat of paint re-
mover, evenly applied and wiped away
within 5 minutes. This process should
take you down coat-by-coat through
subsequent paint jobs to the original
finish.

A Ford advertisement, appearing in
1931, offers the deluxe coupe in a
choice of mohair, Bedford cord, and
“Fashionably” striped broadcloth. The
door panels and seat upholstery were
ordinarily of the same material.

I'd be interested in knowing what
yours turns out to be. With cowl
lamps, indented firewall, adjustable
seat and roll-down window, my guess
is a '31 Deluxe Coupe. Minus any
of these it is probably a ’31 Standard
Coupe with extras.

Thirty years of operation, repair
and modification, with so many Model
“A” parts interchangeable, can de-
velop some interesting hybrids. Per-
haps yours is one.

fender iron bolt on inside of sill and
rear end is bolted to sill at hole in
corner plate at end of sill. Use plain
washer A-22219 at this place on ac-
count of the large hole in sill corner.
Assemble the step A-41563 to bracket,
using washer A-22217, nut A-21707.

As stated before the '30-'31 step is clamp-
ed to the rear bumper support arm.

The question may arise “Why
doesn’t the Ford Motor Company ex-
change rear deck lids,” thus making it

unnecessary to change the hole in the
lid.

Among the reasons why it is not
usually practical to make this exchange
are: 1. In case the car has been in use
for some time, the lid removed may
have its finish more or less damaged
by careless use. 2. As you know, pyrox-
vlin lacquer dries almost instantly,
in the brief time it takes the lacquer
to travel 20 inches from the gun. Be-
ing so volatile, it is naturally hard to
keep at exactly the same shade and,
as a result, deck lids painted a few
months later, may not be of exactly
the same shade as the bodies. Even
when all cars were black, some blacks
were inevitably blacker than others.
And with colors, these slight varia-
tions are far more noticeable. 3. Then
too, there would be the expense of
handling these bulky lids without
damage.

Near the forward edge of the seat
bottom of the rumble seat cushion,
will be found two projecting “‘hair
pins’ of heavy wire. These wire prongs
are forced through holes in the sheet
steel seat. Then the rear edge of the
seat cushion is pushed down, thus
snapping the seat cushion into place
in such a manner that it is held very
securely.

To remove the seat cushion. First
lift upwards on the rear of the cush-
ion, and then the front edge can be
easily lifted off.

The seat back is held in position by
two machine screws, passing through
metal lugs attached to the lower edge
of the seat back. With these two screws
taken out, the removal of the seat
back is easy.

These
parts should be checked off, accord-
ing to this list, before starting the job.

TIPS

THE HORN

The quality of tone and length of
service received from Ford horns de-
pends entirely on the care they receive.

To produce the most effective tone
it is necessary that the armature re-
volve at a high rate of speed. This
speed is possible only when bearings
are properly oiled, and the commuta-
tor and brushes are kept clean.

Once a month remove motor cover
located at rear of horn and place a
few drops of oil in groove at each end
of the armature shaft.

To clean the commutator, set the
motor in motion by pressing the horn
button. While motor is revolving hold
a piece of fine sandpaper against com-
mutator until commutator is clean.

Next, with a small piece of wood
clean the gaps between the commuta-
tor segments. Do not use metal when
cleaning gaps.

When turned with the fingers, the
armature should revolve freely. Should
it fail to operate examine the battery,
the wiring and the horn button.

CONNECTING RODS

When connecting rods and bearing
caps are assembled in new engines
both the cap and the rod are marked
with a number which corresponds
with the number of the cylinder into
which they are fitted.

After taking up a connecting rod
bearing be sure to replace the cap in
its original position; that is, so that
the number on the cap lines up with
the number stamped on the upper half
of the rod.
