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The cover picture is of a pre-production photograph

from the Ford Motor Company files. (Negative
7 50830). Note that the striping on this car differs
from the production models which were introduced

in May of 1928.

Mr. Juett’s letter reprinted in the
Backfire section of the Sept.-Oct. issue
concerning the peculiar finder bead
seems to warrant further research.

Just this week I examined a 1930
Tudor with fenders of the type he
describes and not long ago a 1930
Roadster wtih a similar bead.

A review of the “factory Ford
photographs” as reprinted in Clymer’s
Model “A” Album indicate a number
of 1930’s with this feature.

They are listed below for your
reference:

Page 37 1930 Phaeton Photo #54343
Page 42 1930 Coupe Photo #54349
Page 43 1930 Coupe Photo #54350

The photo #54349 appears to be
the same photo which is used on the
back cover of the “A” Album and also
on Page 7 of Clymer’'s “Fabulous
Model “A” to demonstrate the similar-
ity to the Lincoln.

I can only surmise that because
of the low sequence of these photo
numbers that the early 30’s may have
been equipped with this type of
fender.

What is the full story? J. R. Stur-
geon, 26621 Basswood Ave., Palos
Verdes Estates, California.

A checlk of the original negatives
for these photographs indicates that
they were made in December, 1929,
and were of pilot models. Also, each
of these were retouched by an artist.
Releases show that a fender such as

Could you explain the difference
between 1928-29 top bows or irons for
the Roadster and Roadster Pickup?
From pictures of each in Clymer’s
Model “A” Album, the top irons seem
to differ between the two. Bob Cush-
ing, 130 Forest Avenue, Orono, Maine.

The top bows for the Roadster were
designed to fold down, but for the
Roadster Pickup the bows were not.
If the Pickup bows are folded down
they would considerably reduce the
load capacity of the box, therefore,
they were designed for quick removal
if weather conditions permitted.

I have a 1929 Business Coupe, body
model 54-A. It has a cloth top with
oval windows mounted in the fabric
top, right behind the doors. The date
stamped on the firewall is 6-1-29.
When purchased, the original door
panels and seat upholstering were
present, however, there is no way of
knowing how many times the top has
been replaced. The top is my problem.

I need to know 1if the fabric for
the original top was canvas or coach-
deck-type material with rubberized
long grain coating? Was there any
interior upholstering such as a head-
liner? If so, what type material was
it and what color? Where the rear
top bow bracket is braded to a metal
band extending behind the oval win-
dows there are fragments of cloth
leading me to believe there was some
interior upholstering at least around
the windows. If there is any photo-
graph of a Business Coupe interior,
please advise me.

I feel I have a rare body style, and
I want my new top to be authentic.

You do have a rare body style and
I am sorry we don’t have any interior
photographs to help you. The top was

a light Tan tabric and the interior was
trimmed in either plain cloth, to match
the top, or black mock twist.

Dear Editor:

I receive both publications printed
by the two National Model “A” Ford
Clubs. Regionally, however, I belong
to MARC. There has been in the past
some discussion among our members
with respect to the merits of both
publications. Some felt that the ‘other
publication’ was far superior to the
MARC News in informative content
and editorials. This is meant person-
ally to you and your staff in the form
of a big congratulation, for I feel that
the last several editions have been
very exceptional, especially the
Authentically Speaking column. Qual-
ity-wise, I do not believe that the
above mentioned criticism is valid;
keep up the very fine work. This may
or may not be printed, at your own
discretion.

I have three questions that I would
like your professional disposition on.
Several of us here are restoring 1928
models, and we have noticed that on
the head lamp bar in two places on
the top of the bar there is a Ford
script stamped. We have noticed these
stampings on at least four bars. I
have several used 1929 bars and one
new Ford Stock head lamp bar, and
they are all plain, no stamping pres-
ent. Is this characteristic typical of
the 1928, and if so is there an approx-
imate date of changeover?

Secondly, a year or so ago, I
acquired a new 1929 left rear coupe
fender. When I closely examined the
fender, I noticed that unlike every
other fender I had, this new fender
had no ‘knurling’ or fine stamp mark-
ings on the outside edge. This fender
fits fairly well, is the same gauge
metal, and was primed and painted
correctly. Is this a Ford fender, or
were there replacement fenders pro-
duced by other companies at the time?

Lastly, one of our members has a
1930 Roadster, and the outside door
handles are cast white metal and
plated chrome. Is this an original

handle or is it a replacement? 1 realize
that the 1931 Roadster had a stainless
steel handle, and the 1928 had a nickle
plated brass shell handle. When did
the Roadster first come from the fac-
tory with the stainless outside handle?
H. S. Kalinka, DVM, Route 4, Chilton,
Wisconsin.

It was company practice to stamp
the trade mark on all parts, but as
the trademark dies wore out they were
never replaced, due to cost.

The knurling on the edges were
caused by the roll-die as the metal edge
of the fender was crimped over the re-
inforcing wire. This process was used
by Ford on the Model “A” fenders.
The edge on your fender was stamped
on the fender die. Also, Ford Motor
Company replacement fenders awere
not primed. It appears that you have
a replacement fender made by some
ather manufacturer.

The change to stainless steel was
introduced with the 1980 models. Pro-
duction releases indicate that factory
production door handles were mever
chrome plated on any models.

Dear Editor:

Model “A” Madness

Following 18 the type of “A’ story
that is interesting to read regardless
of which club you belong to or what
type of antique car you like best. It
was written about our M.A.R.C. mem-
bers from the Three Rivers Region
and it appeared in Family Magazine
section of the Pittsburgh Press, on
Sunday, September 29, 1963. We are
reprinting it with their permission.

“Beep your horn, mister.” Members
of the Three River Region of the
Model “A” Restorer’s Club are always
glad to oblige.

If they could maneuver their “poor
man’s classic” into the living room past
the wife and display it as an objet
d’art, most of the 90 men wouldn’t
miss the chance.

Like most collectors, they have their
heart (and their pocketbook) in their
work.

Ralph Lloyd of Trafford, director of
the local organization says “You can’t
count your time. But the value of the
car when it is restored doubles or
triples.

Mr. Lloyd has a two-door Phaeton
and a touring car. The Phaeton cost
$260 when he found it. Since he has
replaced parts, welded, soldered and
sweated endless hours, he could sell it
easily for several times the original
amount.

How much did it cost to put it in
shape?

The difference between the original
cost and possible sale value.

It isn’t the money or the time that
counts, Club members insist. It's the
pleasure they derive from the hobby.

“The biggest part of restoration is
getting parts rather than finding the
car,” said Mr. Lloyd.

Condition of the body is most im-
portant, the motor is secondary.

The men search for old Model “A’s”
as avidly as a politician collecting
votes. Magazines, a chance remark by
a friend or a line in a newspaper ad-
vertising ‘“‘household goods and farm
gear’’ 1s their Lorelei call.

But the “flea market,” where other
car buffs bring their extra parts to
swap or sell, is their best source.

Owner’s Choice

Too, many Model “A” parts are be-
ing reproduced in exact duplicate. In
fact, a whole new industry has been
created In this field to supply these
scrap hunters with hubcaps, fiberglass
fenders, windshield frames and me-
chanical parts.

The degree of perfection in restora-
tion is up to the owner, but for trophy
competition the requirements are ex-
acting. Chrome instead of nickel fin-
ish is taboo. Neither is modern-type
hardware acceptable.

And how dear to the heart can a
hobby be?

Norbert Hodgson, of Library, past
director of the club, named his young-
est son Mare, after the Model “A”
Restorer’s Club.

An owner of a well-restored car
quite often is confronted by an ad-
mirer who, after inquiring to the year
of the car, expresses amazement with
“My, you surely took care of it.”

They don’t realize a member may
spend up to 800 hours on a car. He
may have purchased the dilapidated
heap for as little as $50, then put in
more than $1000 restoring it for just
such admiration.

Except perhaps Chauncey DePue, of
Lyric Street, who still drives a Model
“A” he purchased new in 1980. Mr.
DePue has 150,000 miles on it and
has driven his beloved car as far as
Alaska. He really has ‘“taken good
care of it.”

The Three River Region, organized
three years ago, has a family set-up
where wives and children participate.

Family Matter

Charles Lewis, of Constitution Drive
1s the best example of family group
interest. Mr. Lewis originally bought
a Model “A” to keep his three teen-
age sons occuplied. The sons became so
interested Pop had to scout around for
a second car which has now become
a family project.

The 90 members own approximately
100 cars and meet each month, April
through October; when they drive
their handsome Victorias or snappy
sport goupes in road rallies, leaf tours,
trophyv meets, and the like.

The car may. have served as a bee-
hive when some lucky buyer spied it;
& . and what d’ya know? . . . the
original oil in the crankcase!” But
when it catches the fancy, who cares?

The men tell of the young service
station attendants who aren’t familiar
with the hot-rods of the 1928-1931
era. “It was popular a little before
their time,” says Mr. Lloyd.

“The gasoline tank in the Model “A”
1s over the engine and the filler cap
directly in front of the windshield.
The boys are reluctant to show their
ignorance as to where to put the gas-
oline. It’s funny to watch them.

“One fellow attempted to remove
the step plate from the rear fender,
mistaking it for the gas cap. The step
plate (if you claim this car is really
before your time) is actually a small
pad to step on to get into the rumble
seat.”

But owners like George Santmyer
of Scottdale prefer to serve the cars
themselves ‘“‘so the attendants won’t
dirty the paint job or splash gasoline
anywhere.”

One bit of equipment carried by
most owners of restored cars is a piece
of old rug. It has a hole cut in it that
fits over the gasoline filler cap. When
gas 1s put in the car the rug bib is
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placed on the car to prevent spilling
gas on the paint.

By their own admission, they really
baby those autos.

Mr. Santmyer owns two cars, a
maroon roadster for which he paid
$350, was offered $2500 and feels he
could get more; and a coupe he found
for $100. He has sunk about $1500
into it — was offered $1700.

Open cars are worth more but they
are also hardest to find and are usually
in the worst shape.

‘Really Sharp’

Typical teen-age comment when they
see these sturcdy puddle-jumpers:
“Really sharp, but nuthin’ under the
hood.” )

Younger turnpike toll booth attend-
ants, faithful to their duty but not too
well acquainted with the Model “A’s”
still inquire, “Can you maintain 35
mph ?"”

This is a requirement on the Penn-
sylvania Turnpike but an insult to
the owner.

The Model “A” has about 40 horse-
power but still can cruise along at 50
miles an hour and up to 60 if the
owner is in a hurry.

Model ‘““A’s” are eligible for Penn-
sylvania Antique Car License but are
restricted to club activities, parades,
and the like.

The Club requires that owners have
adequate insurance and all cars are
subject to regular Pennsylvania in-
spection laws.

When they are on trips, it’s an ad-
venture in togetherness but sometimes
signals get crossed.

Recently the group toured Bradys
Bend and it began to rain as they
neared Butler. One roadster near the
front of the caravan pulled to the side
of the road and the driver began wav-
ing to the other cars as they passed
by. Everyone returned his greeting
and kept going, thinking he had

One of a series of articles describing
the body colors, interior trim schemes
and chassis changes that were incor-
porated in the Model “A” at the time
of its production.

The 1928-29

Fordor Sedan

Back in the ’20’s there just “wasn’t”
a comfortable riding family car in the
low price field.

“Then along came the new Ford and
with it a new idea of riding ease. Now
there 18 no dividing line for comfort.
Everybody can lean back and relax
because even rough stretches may be
taken at a reasonably fast pace with-
out the exaggerated bouncing re-
bound which 1s the cause of most
motoring fatigue.

“The new Fordor Sedan 1s distinc-
tive in design, appointments and ap-
pearance, offering an unusual degree
of luxury and comfort. Many features
are new and exclusive.

“Adding much to the attractiveness
of the body is the raised panel on the
cowl which curves gracefully into a
narrow belt molding extending back
and paralleling it in a pleasing 7roll
effect below the windows. The belt
molding starts at the radiator and runs
the full length of the hood and body,
giving an appearance of added length
to the car.”

So stated the color magazine ads that
announced the introduction of the new
Ford Fordor. The time was May of
1928. Other body styles such as the
Phaeton, Roadster, Coupe and Tudor
Sedan had already reached the market.

In introducing the Fordor, the com-
pany departed from the “coupe pillar”
design by gracefuly blending the sides
of the body with the hood and combin-
ing the fuel tank with the top of the
cowl. This feature set the pattern for
all body styles of the 1930-31 models.

Upon introduction, the 1928 model
had a pebble grain Seal Brown top and
only one interior trim scheme, Brown
hair-line stripe. Featured on this
issue’s front cover is a photograph of
a pre-production Briggs-built body
with the cowl ventilator (on left side
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only) and the celluloid sun visor.
Notice the unusual striping on this
car. The striping was changed on the
first production models but it is pos-
sible that some early “28 models may
have reached the dealers with this
type of striping pattern. The cowl
vent was retained through the 1928
production year but the celluloid visor
was discontinued sometime in mid
1928, depending on the supply on hand
at the various assembly plants. Ex-
terior color for 1928 were Balsam
Green, Copra Drab, Rose Beige and
Andalusite Blue with two-tone com-
bination of Valley Green and Seal
Brown.

In 1929 two additional models were
introduced, one with Black leather top
and the other with the back quarter
made of painted steel. All three of
these models can be identified in the
body parts book as body type numbers
60A, 60B and 60C. These models were
all of the 2 window design and were

produced only by Briggs. The three-
window models, which were also in-
troduced in 1929, will be covered in a
future article.

A new set of exterior color combina-
tions became effective with the new
models. Bonnie Gray was combined
with Chelsea Blue, Vagabond Green
with Rock Moss Green, Andalusite
Blue with Niagara Blue and Rose
Beige was retained with Seal Brown.

There is some misconception that
the welting between the cowl and body
was Black. This is in error. It was
primed and painted upper body color.

As interior trim, the Brown hairline
stripe was a carry over from 1928 plus
the addition of Brown wool body cloth
and Brown check body cloth. The in-
terior photographs illustrated with
this article reveals the seat pattern
common with the early 1928 models.
These may be compared with the pat-
tern used on the 1929 models as illu-
strated on the back cover of this issue.




CHASSIS

Most of the chassis changes affect-
ing the 1928-29 Fordor were the same
as discussed in the July-August issue
of M.A.R.C. News. The most important
of these relate to; re-location of the
hand brake lever; steering column and
wheel; starter; oil pan; engine splash
shield and multiple disc clutch. How-
ever, up to this article, very little has
been said about the finish on the vari-
ous chassis components. Of all the
items that make up the chassis, prob-
ably the most controversial is the
engine compartment.

The engine compartment was not a
thing of beauty as most of us would
like to think. The castings were not
glass smooth and the bright metal
items were not carefully arranged so
as to create a harmonious over-all de-
sign.

In trying to determine which items
should be painted engine color, a good
rule to remember is that “all castings
were palnted engine color.” This in-
cludes the cylinder block, cylinder
head, water inlet connection, water
outlet connection, water pump assem-

bly, cylinder front cover, timing gear
cover and valve chamber cover. In
addition, the flywheel housing, clutch
housing, the entire transmission and
the universal joint housing were also
engine color.

All of these items were cast, ma-
chined, and painted at the Rouge
foundry before assembly. At the time
of the Model “A” production, foundry
parts were cast and stored months in
advance of their need in assembly,
therefore, the pre-painting method
kept them from rusting. The engines
were not re-painted after assembly.
Naturally, in assembly, some of the
parts became scratched. On record
there is a directive to the car assembly
plants instructing them to touch up
these scratches, wherever warranted,
after the engine had been installed on
the chassis.

During peak production periods
some of the small parts, such as water
pumps, water inlet connection and
water outlet connections, were “jobbed
out” to other manufacturers. Thege
were painted Black rather than engine
{:ulu‘r. So it was possible to have an
engine with a few castings painted

The following items, stampings or
accessory parts, were painted Black:
oil pan, oil filler tube, filler cap, oil
drain tube, fan and pulley, crankshaft
pulley, carburetor, generator (all),
starter (all), distributor, wiring tube
(early 1928), wiring clips, radiator
outlet pipe and throttle control assem-
bly. Items which were finished in zinc
plate were: cylinder head nuts, gener-
ator cutout, starter switch and control
rods. The oil pan, front cover, side
cover, etc., bolts were raven finish
(phosphate coat and oil). The back
plate of the power house generator was
natural aluminum.

In 1928 there were 82,349 Fordor
sedans built for domestic consumption
and in 1929, 146,097 cars were built
for domestic consumption.

MODEL “A"” CLOCK

This clock is made by using a Model
“A” Ford steering wheel for the face.
The clock is powered by one size “D”
flashlight battery. It will run and keep
excellent time for approximately one
year on one battery.

I cut a piece of masonite to fit the
large hole in the hub of the wheel
and glued it in — then drilled a 14”
hole in the center of it for the stems
for the hands to stick through. The
hub of the wheel has to be cut and
ground down so that it is only 14"
thick at the hub to allow the stems
for the hands to come through far
enough so the hands can be fastened
on, and will not rub or touch the
spokes when they turn.

The simplicity of the clock, no num-
bers, ete., fits well with the simplicity
of the Model “A” Ford.

The battery operated clock mechan-
ism with 7” hands may be purchased
from Mayfair Sales Company, 315

In 1936 my father was offered a
new job in Los Angeles. He and I,
with all our worldly possessions made
the trip in a 1981 “A”

Following is a day-by-day account-
ing of the trip we made in November
of 1936.

My Diary

Saturday, November 21, 1936.
Boy, I sure am getting edgy. To-
morrow, Dad and I are leaving Chi-
cago behind and we head west for a
new life in California. Our “Town
Sedan” is all shined up and ready to
go. We would both like to be going
In a new “85,” but no cash, so our
31 “A” better hold up. If only we
wouldn’t have to use so much oil. Dad
says it’s cheaper to pour in oil than to
tear the whole engine apart to fix it.
All goodbyes are now over with.

Sunday, November 22, 1936.

Left home at'10:30 A.M. Odometer
was 42,052.5. Filled up with 10 gals.
($1.38). Carried food and spent 20c
for drinks, 10 gals. ($1.60), 5¢ for 5
postcards, and $1.00 for a cabin when
we stopped in Litchfield, Illinois for
tonite. We ended a long day at 5:30
P.M. Seven hours on the road, 235.8
miles behind us, and I never sat in a
car that long before in all my 16 years.
Monday, November 23, 1936.

Early start at 6:15 A.M. CST. 60c
for breakfast. 10 gals. ($1.80), 10 gals.
($1.68), $1.00 toll bridge across the
Mississippi River. We were glad that
we didn’t have to ferry across like
they did in the olden days. 1l4c¢ for
cards and stamps, 90c eats. $1.50 to
sleep. Prices getting higher. Stopped
at 6:00 P.M. in West Memphis, Arkan-
sas. 411.7 miles.
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Tuesday, November 24, 1936.

6:25 this morning. 10 gals. ($2.10),
25c¢ (oil), blc eats, 65c¢ stamps. 50c¢
toll bridge to cross the White River,
and 50c toll to cross the Red River.
Some rivers are free. 10 gals. ($2.10),
36c (oil), 10c eats, $1.00 for a cabin.
Stopped for the night in Greenville,
Texas, at 6:30 P.M. Went through
Little Rock, the Capitol, when we
were in Texarkana, all of the Taxi’s
have double license plates. Texas, and
Arkansas. 416.8 miles. Tomorrow the
wide open spaces begin. 58 miles per
hour is our top speed, and we still stop
every 100 miles and fill up with oil.
Running low on the big cans of oil
that we got at Sears before we
started. Six gallons of oil, 10 gals.
($1.20).

Wednesday, November 25, 1936.
6:30 A.M. on our way. 40c break-
fast. 2 gallons oil ($1.09), medicine
73c. Upset stomach. Too much salami.
80c eats, 10 gals, ($1.50), 67c eats,
10 gals. ($1.80), eats 20c, sleep $1.25.
Stopped in Midland, Texas at 6:20
P.M. 406.8 miles. Took a walk in town
this evening. Perfect strangers say
“Howdy.” This never happened at
home in Chicago. Wherever you go in
Texas, it seems as if every one flies
the Lone Star flag in front of their
store. The Centennial is going on
celebrating 100 years of Independence.
We rode on a four lane road between
Dallas and Fort Worth. Back in Mid-
land, every man seems to be a six
footer.
Thursday, November 26, 1936.
Started out at 6:20 A.M. and the car
overheated very quickly. Spent $1.00
to have the radiator hoses replaced.
Also 63c¢ for two condensers, and 50c
for the mechanics labor. Cokes 20c.
Telegrams T74c. Eats 20c. Stopped in

GLOBETROTTING

El Paso for the night. On the road 12
hours, and covered 303.4 miles. Eats
were 90c, cabin $1.00, telegram 37c,
and we splurged and had our shoes
shined for 30c. We never paid more
than 5c¢ at home. Bought a bottle of
ink for 15¢, and stamps for 37c. To-
morrow we get out of Texas. Gas
$1.90 for 10 gals., and $1.95 for the
next 10 gals.

Friday, November 27, 1936.

6:40 A.M. we started to say good-
bye to El Paso, Texas. Fifty miles to
Lags Cruces, N. Mexico, and we sweated
it out because of car trouble. Gaskets,
$4.65, and distributor, $3.00 including
labor. Eats 20c, 14 gals. gas ($3.27),
oil 60c, eats 45c¢, sleep $1.50. Drove till
8:30 P.M. at Miami, Arizona. 342
miles. Gas ($2.07) for 9 gals.
Saturday, November 28, 1936.

7:30 A.M. start. Breakfast was 45c.
55¢ for a spark plug. Running out of
salami that we brought along. Buns
for sandwiches at 8c, and cokes 20c.
One quart oil (20c), 10 gals. gas
($2.20). Two qts. oil (70¢), matches
(3c), fix radiator (35¢). Eats (30c¢),
two qts. oil (72¢), mechanic (50c¢), 10
gals. gas ($2.05), car parts (16¢), me-
chanic’s labor (25¢), eats (62¢). Out-
skirts of L. A. and we got our first
flat tire of the whole trip. Went to sell
the car and had to buy California
license plates. 6P-89-14 was the num-
ber they sold us and the state took our
Illinois plates. Complete trip for Dad,
car, and myself came to $67.84.

After making this long journey, my
father’s job didn’t last so we had to
sell the “A” to raise train fare back
home. We had paid $150.00 for the
“A” 1n June of 1936 and sold it for
$150.00 in December of the same year.

I have many memories of the trip.
The only 4-lane highway was between
Dallas and Fort Worth, Texas. The
Centennial was going on then and
flags Were flying everywhere. Maybe
the road was built just for the Cen-
tennial.

We had a rack on the back of the
“A” and an accordian-type rack on the
running board to carry our luggage.
The back seat was loaded with our
clothes and miscellaneous items. All
without suitcases.

In west Texas somewhere, we needed
water and had to chase some cows
away from their watering spot so we
could fill our hats with water from
the pond.

Also, out in the wide open spaces,
a plug worked itself loose and flew
out. I started walking ahead to the
nearest town, but before I had walked
a mile my father had found the plug
and caught up to me.

I was 16 years old at the time and
it was an experience I'll always re-
member.

With both pump and thermo-syphon
water circulating systems, many own-
ers may not consider a water temper-
ature indicating meter necessary.

IF they do, the logical location is
on the radiator cap, where it is in the
direct “line of sight” of the driver,
and is simple and reliable, being direct
acting, and requiring no complicated
electrical apparatus for its operation.
“Oitl Gauge on Instrument Board”’

Owing to the fact that the six-
cylinder Chevrolet oil pump has to dis-
tribute the oil through numerous pipes
and raise it to the top of the cylinder
block to lubricate the cam shaft, the
Chevrolet engineers have added an oil
gauge on the instrument board.

With the Ford oil pump located
down at the bottom of the crank case,
(where it does not have to depend on
suction to raise the oil to the pump),
and with a gear type of oil pump ca-
pable of high pressures, the Ford en-
gineers have not considered an oil
gauge necessary on the Model A Ford.

IF the prospective buyer of a Model
A Ford does desire an oil gauge,
there are a number of makes of reli-
able oil gauges which can be quickly
and easily attached. A connection at
the side of the Ford cylinder block
seems to have been designed for just
this purpose.

“AC 01l Filter”

The six-cylinder Chevrolet 1is
equipped with an AC oil filter. The
Model A Ford has a large and effec-
tive oil strainer built around the oil
pump, completely enclosed and pro-

tected by its position in the bottom
of the crank case. Yet easily remov-
able for cleaning or inspection.

IF any purchasers of Model A Fords
especlally desire an oil filter, there are
several makes of excellent oil filters,
which have ben especially designed
for neat and easy installation on the
Model A Ford.

“Crank Case Ventilation”

The six-cylinder Chevrolet has crank
case ventilation, so that any fumes,
due to unburned gasoline or gases
getting down past the pistons, will be
disposed of without attracting the
notice of the driver.

Ford believes it better to use a hot-
spot down draft manifold which dis-
tributes the fuel charge equally to all
four cylinders. And to use Ford
“tapered” piston rings (available only
on the Ford) to hold the fuel and
gases up in the compression chamber
where they can be burned to produce
power in the engine.

IF any prospective car buyer be-
lieves in the idea of crank case ven-
tilation, there is a very easily attached
crank case ventilator which attaches
to the breather or oil filter pipe, and
has flexible metallic tubing, leading
down under the car.

IF the purchaser of a Model A Ford
wishes to use radiator shutters (like
many of the highest priced cars) these
are easily obtained and installed at
reasonable prices. If he wishes a
heater, there are many makes to suit
the “individual taste” of the car buyer,
and at a wide variety of prices. There
are special racks and trunks to carry
additional luggage. And there is a
wide variety of starting pedal and
choke, also accessory pedal equipment
to suit the whim of the individual
driver—see the advertising pages of
this magazine. Special cowl lights,
windshield brackets, monograms, ra-
diator car ornaments, add a touch of
individuality to the car.

* * *

TIP

To install a muffler without any
assistance and to insure against pos-
sible leaks. Place a jack under the
exhaust pipe, just in front of -the
mulffler, the flange of the exhaust pipe
will center itself, and will eliminate
the possiblity of any leaks. It also
allows the use of both hands to tighten
the clamps.

If a leak occurs in the gasoline valve
assembly under the gasoline tank, it
1s not necessary to drain the gasoline
tank to repair or repack the valve.
Screw on the radiator cap in place
of the gas cap on the filler hole open-
ing. The vacuum will have a tendency
to hold the fuel in the tank, and if you
work fast removing the valve and
installing a plug, very little gasoline

will be lost.

The Wiring Harness
by Paul Moller

CALUMET REGION

Wiring in the “A” -seems com-
plicated because we tend to look at the
wiring harness as a complete assem-
bly that runs all over the car. If we
break it down to its individual func-
tions, simplicity is found. Actually the
wiring is only half as complicated as
it might be, why? Because the frame
and body of the car are used as one
wire or one half the circuit. If this
were not so, another wire would be
required to complete the electrical
circuit back to the battery. The bat-
tery is the start and finish of the
electrical circuits, this includes the
ignition spark for each cylinder, horn
and lights.

If you sound the horn, current
leaves the battery, to the horn motor,
returns up to the horn button, which
is grounded when pressed, to complete
the circuit back to the grounded bat-
tery. The horn button completes the
circuit, in the ground end of the
wiring. The ignition coil has its circuit
completed in the grounded contact of
the breaker points, as does the dash
lamp in the ’'28-29 cars. All other
circuits are completed with the switch
in the negative or “hot” lead. Remem-
ber, the positive terminal of the bat-
tery is grounded. Grounded is used
to indicate the body or frame, as part
of the circuit. The brake light switch
is in the negative wire with the posi-
tive wire with the positive side of the
lamp socket grounded at all times, as
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do the headlamps, parking lamps and
any accessories.

The ammeter is in series with the
car wiring, all current flowing in the
wiring will pass through the ammeter,
the exceptions are the starter and
horn motors. The starter uses well
over 100 amperes of current from the
battery, for this reason we find very
heavy cables or wires used to carry
current from the battery to the
starter, or to ground the battery.
Loose connections at the battery cables
will cause hard starting, flickering
lights, or even blow all the lamps on
the car! This will happen if the bat-
tery is out of the circuit and the
generator is charging! In addition, a
loose connection will generate suf-
ficient heat to burn up the point of
poor contact. This is easily seen when
a short circuit develops. If the cable
to the starter is complete, you will
find a metal clamp with a heavy rubber
insert, fastened to one of the bolts on

the bell housing, for the battery cable
to pass through. This is used to keep
the battery cable clear of the brake
pedal, which might wear through the
insulation. Many a fire has started at
this point. When the wiring harness
passes through a metal support don’t
pull it up so tight that it cuts through
the insulation, leave a little slack. The
wiring consists of the major harness
for the lights and horn plus a pair of
smaller harness to go from the gen-
erator to the battery and up to the
junction box and from the junction
box to the dash panel. Add the battery
cables and the high voltage ignition
wires and the horn wire in the steer-
ing column and it is all there! Excep-
tions will be electric windshield wipers
and the dash lamp wire, also one
small wire inside the distributor.

Circuits in use are the two head-
lamp circuits, parking lamps, tail and
stop lamps, dash lamp, horn, genera-
tor, starter and ignition. Considered
as a whole they can be formidable to
the amateur. Any one by itself is
simple. We might say any one is one
tenth of the whole. At the starter
switch terminal we find the heavy
cable that goes to the battery and a
smaller wire that goes to the generator
cut-out terminal through the am-
meter. The cut-out 1is an electro-
magnetic switch. If the generator is
not charging, the switch is open, cur-
rent will not flow from the battery
through the generator to ground.
This avoids battery discharge or gen-
erator burnout. When the generator
is charging current flows through the
cut-out winding, closes the switch and
current flows through the ammeter to
the battery. If the charging current is
less than the current drawn from the
battery the ammeter will indicate dis-
charge. A short in any circuit that is
in the ammeter wiring, will show
maximum discharge. The ammeter
will indicate current flowing in normal
use, in a shorted condition, rate of
charge or even if the fan belt is
broken! (Due to no charge from the
stopped generator.)

The switches used on the “A” are:
The starter switch, an examination of
this switch will indicate that it is
built to handle large amounts of cur-
rent. A heavy copper strip is fastened
to the battery terminal at one end and
is forced down to make contact with
the large copper contact on the starter
motor, when the starter button is
depressed. After much use this will
pit and discolor, a file or sandpaper
can be used to clean this up. It should
be smooth and flat.

The ignition switch is in series with
the breaker points to complete the
primary or low voltage circuit of the

ignition coil. A short in the lock cir-
cuit will prevent current from reach-
ing the breaker points.

The breaker points act as a switch
that is opened and closed at a rate
that varies with engine speed. These
are all basic to engine operation. The
horn and stop lights function as warn-
ing devices. The switch for the stop
lamp is mechanically operated by the
brake pedal, to give warning that you
are about to stop. The use of head-
lamps 1s obvious and the tail lamp is
used to indicate your position at
night. These are controlled by means
of a selective switch in the center of
the steering wheel. The dash lamp is
a convenience for the driver. All of the
electrical circuits are controlled by
some type of switch. Some are auto-
matic and require no thought from
the driver. When the car is not in use
they are all off, to prevent current
drain from the battery. All have one
thing in common, they are in series
with the battery and the circuit they
are used to control. An examination
of the light switch in the form of a
drawing indicates three parts, one
part is the battery terminal the next
the tail lamp terminal and the third,
three individual points to supply cur-
rent to the parking lamps, high beam
or the low beam lamps. In the center
is a point for the horn connection to
he made. The horn wire is inside the

light switch tube.
This tube is mechanically fastened

to the spider that carries current from
the battery contact to the chosen cir-
cuit, and insulated from the horn
wiring. The fourth position is off.
Horn and stop lamp are always sup-
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plied with current as they have their
own switches.

If your car’s wiring is in poor
condition, the installation of new
harnesses can well be one of the best
things you can do to improve operation
and eliminate the possibility of fire
from shorted wires. It is the purpose
of this article to remove the mystery
from car wiring, it may be a good
idea to make notes of the connections
for the old wiring, even though the
colors may be different. Watch for
those points that use or provide some
form of support for the harness, these
will keep the harness in place and
serve as a guide for the new wiring.
Examples are, the area around the
radiator shell and along the frame to
the tail lamps. The harness from the
starter terminal to the cut-out is con-
tained in a fabric tube to keep it up
out of trouble.

The contact plate for the light
switch is notched so that it will go
on one way only. Any bolted connec-
tions should have lock washers to
maintain tight connections. The tail
lamp wires should have the protection
of the fabric tube as originally used.
Any point that can rub against some
part of the car body or frame, needs
extra protection against short circuits.

All of the harnesses needed are
readily available, prices may vary, so
shop around. You may want to replace
the wiring and socket contacts in the
tail lamp, buy a pair of universal re-
placement sockets and use the springs
and insulators to rebuild the “A” tail

To protect the wiring system, insert
a 14-amp fuse holder from wiring
harness to cut-out terminal.

lamp sockets. The original rubber
covered wires in the headlamps are
probably dried out, if the sockets are
in good condition, unsolder the old
wires and replace them. The short
flexible wires under the distributor
breaker plate should also be checked
for poor insulation, a short here will
stop the engine. Take a good look at
the dash lamp lead also. As a pre-
caution, you may want to add a fuse
in series with all the lamp wiring. A
14-amp fuse is suitable. All of this
will go a long way to help you pre-
serve and enjoy your “A” for years
to come.

Other books
that can help you are: “Model “A”
Service Bulletins,” “Know Your Model
“A” Ford,” (Post Publications) and
“Parts List Chassis,” and “Parts List
Body,” (Poly Prints, Inc.).
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— How to Use the Parts List —

Many of us restorers look at a
Model “A” parts list with interest,
but we place little value in its use
to help us restore our car. Often the
remark is “Why do you need a parts
list?”” Most people sell and exchange
parts by the name, not by the “A” part
number. This may well be true, but
there is a more important usage if
we look beyond the part number. For
example, to mention a few, the parts
list contains information relative to;
the finish on many parts, the type and
color of upholstering for each model,
original design parts and later design
modifications, the identity of those
those models which have interchange-
able parts, and ete.

The chassis parts list which is being
reprinted in part in the back of this
issue was published in July, 1932. It
was selected because 1t incorporates
all “A” part numbers from previous
listings and those Model “B” part
numbers which are interchangeable
with the “A”. Example:

B-4206....... Differential gear case-R

(was A-4206)

This indicates that the Differential
gear case, right hand, for the Model
“B” was a carry over from the Model
“A”. The real value of this informa-
tion is that if you should be so lucky
as to find such a part with that num-
ber you will recognize it as an “A”
part in disguise. Never attend a ‘“flea-
market” without your “A” parts book.

One word of caution about the parts
list. The pictures of the parts are for
the purpose of identifying the part
number and cannot be relied on as
representing the exact construction of
the part.

When drawings for the Model “A”
chassis were started, Ford Motor Com-
pany used the basic numbering system
to identify its parts. This system is
one in which a block of numbers is
assigned to each major component of
the car. Consequently, all rear axle
parts are numbered from 4000 to
4900, frame parts 5000 to 5150, engine
parts 6000 to 6900, and etec. Since Ford
had been using the letter “T” as a
prefix for all model “T” parts, the
letter “A” was designated as a prefix
for the Model “A” parts and later
when the Model “B” was introduced
the letter “B” was used as a prefix.
As an example, the right front fender
is A-16005. The right front fender
will always be identified with this
number, regardless if it is for a 1928,
1929, 1930, 1931 or 1932. The part
number is then followed by a suffix
letter. Suffix letter “A” indicates that
it was the first design of that part,
the letter “B” indicates a change on
that part and the letter “C” indicates
a further change on that same part.
When the design was released for
production the letter “R” was added,
designating “released.” A typical ex-

ample is A-16161-AR....... Rear fender
assembly—R.H. and A-16161-B.......
rear fender assembly—R.H. with holes
added for the tail lamp. If the part
did not fit all bodies, then the part’s
name was followed with all the body
type numbers to which it did fit.

(The practice of using “R” to desig-
nate “released” was discontinued after
1928).

Standard parts such as nuts, bolts,
carriage bolts, machine screws, wash-
ers, cotter pins and ete. were assigned
numbers from 20,000 to 24,999. These
numbers are followed with a suffix
“S” designating standard part, and a
number from 1 to 18, represents the
type of finish on the part as indicated
on the following list.

No Suffix......... Plain (bare metal)
SR 8L Black paint

suffix S2.......... Raven finish

Suffix S3.......... Black enamel
Suffix S4.......... Japanned

Suffix S5..........Copper plate
Suffix S8........ Nickel plate
coovr...Cadmium plate
Suffix S8.......... Zinc plate
..........Blued steel

Suffix S10........ Tinned

Suffix S11........ Terne Coated
sufix 812........ Lacquer to match trim
Suffix S18........ Chrome plated

Suffix S14 . ...... Butler finish
Suffix S15....... Oxydize finish
Suffix S16....... Lead coated finish
Suffix S18....... Case hardened

“Raven finish” is achieved with
black phosphate coat with dry oil
“Japanned” is a raven finish with
black paint. All plating should with-
stand 24 hours of salt spray. Nickel
should be .0006 inches thick on steel,
.0001 inches thick on brass and .0005
inches thick on white metal. Cadmium
plate and zinc plate should be .00015
inches thick. Chrome plating should be
built up as follows; for steel .000005
inches thick over .0006 nickel; for
brass .000005 inches thick over .0001
nickel and for white metal .000005
inches thick over .0005 nickel. Butler
finish is same as S6 with satin instead
of bright finish.

To explain the body parts number-
ing system presents more of a prob-
lem. It too, was divided into blocks
of numbers for each major component
but the number was preceded by the
body type identification number. As an
example, A-45960 is the part number
for the glass and channel assembly,
front door, for the coupe. The 960
portion of the number represents the
glass and channel assembly and the 45
denotes that it was for the coupe. If
the part was used on more than one
model, the lowest body type number

would be used. Example: A-60960-BR
was used on 60C, 155B, 155D, 165B,
and 170A and B.

In time, with the continued develop-
ment, body parts became so numerous
that the body design people eventually
ran out of numbers and the system
had to be modified. The number which
designated the body type, such as 45,
was increased to 46, 60 to 6 1and etc.
This made a complete new set of num-
bers available. However, Ford Motor
Company changed the body numbering
system at the termination of the
Model “A”.

Knowing the body part number is
not as useful as knowing the chassis
part number. However, the body part
list can still play a very important
part in obtaining information about
your particular car. The most useful
parts list is one which contains pic-
tures of the various body types and
their names pointing to the parts.
This is important because in the body
list the parts are listed in an alpha-
betical order, not numerically. For
example: If you were restoring a

Standard Fordor sedan, 1931 body
type 160-A, and you wanted to know
the color of the front door window
strip, you would first refer to the
picture and identify its proper name.
Then turn to the alphabetical parts
listing under door and find “Strip

(front door finish)” and, since there
will be more than one listed, you must
find the one which includes the body
type number 160-A. Here you will
note that it also lists the color for
that part.

During the four year production of
the Model “A”, the parts list was re-
vised and reprinted many times. Fol-
lowing is a listing of the wvarious
printings that we have discovered
thus far. We feel there are more. If
you know of others please write us.

The ideal body parts list for 1928-
29 car owners is the list printed
November 15, 1929. The July 5, 1932
list is ideal for owners of 1930-31 cars
and even though it also lists 1928-29
parts, it has some of them omitted.
