After several years of searching for
a good Model “A” to restore I have
finally found a ’30 Coupe that I may
buy. One of the things that has been
holding me back is the front fenders
(one welled). The band that runs
along the outer edge of the fender
does not stop at the front but con-
tinues around and ends in the area
of the headlight bar. This is the sec-
ond Coupe that I have seen this type
of fender on. Are they original or re-

placements ?

The YW inch wide by % inch high
band that starts at the running board
and runs along the outer edge of the
fender terminates and blends into the
fender at about 7 inches in front of
the fender bracket mounting hole. The
wire bead on the bottom edge of that
band runs around the front eyebrow
and down to where the fender meets
the frame. The fenders you have seen
have been re-worked or are from an-
other make of car.
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A TRIBUTE TO
HENRY FORD

Civic and cultural groups, historical
societies and car enthusiasts through-
out the nation and the world have
joined together this year to com-
memorate the birth of Henry Ford
100 years ago.

The Centennial observances have
served as a reminder to millions of
the contributions made by Henry Ford
to the way of life they know today.

Mr. Ford was born July 30, 1863
on a farm in Springwells which is now
a part of the city of Dearborn.

The special four-day celebration
from July 27 through 30, included
visits to Fair Lane, his former multi-
million dollar estate, an evening open
house at Henry Ford Museum and
Greenfield Village, where tourists and
residents alike saw his birthplace,
former schools he attended, the
jewelry shop where he worked as a
voung boy, the Edison Illuminating
Company where he was employed when
he built his first car and a special
centennial exhibition “A portrait of
Henry Ford” in the Museum. On
Saturday and Sunday, July 27 and 28
there was a Pageant “The Creative
Years of Henry Ford” in Greenfield
Village honoring Mr. Ford’s contribu-
tions to mass transportation in
America. Many MARC members were
a part of this pageant. On Tuesday,
July 30, a marker was dedicated at
his birthsite and another pageant,
“The Man From Dearborn” was pre-
sented by residents of Dearborn.

Ford Motor Company released a new
film “The World of Henry Ford”
which is now available to the general
public for group showings from the
Ford film libraries. The July issue of
Ford Times was devoted to the centen-
nial and drew upon the reminiscences
of friends, relatives and associates of
Mr. Ford to tell his story.
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Here are a few of the Model “A”s on the field in Green-
field Village during the pageant “The Creative Years of
Henry Ford.” They helped tell the story of transportation

during the years of 1928-1932.



5TH NATIONAL MEET
IS FUN FILLED CELEBRATION

For those of you who could not
make this event, we will carry you by
word and picture through the entire
activity.

The pace started to quicken Sunday.
Ed Breeden and his wife, Barbara,
arrived in the afternoon and the hotel
began to fill with Model “A” fans.

Monday Morning—The registration
desk was set up in the lounge where
the stage was utilized for the display
of trophies. There were so many items
given away with the registration
packet, we developed some very good
jugglers.

Picture yourself holding an envelope
packet containing a Souvenir Pro-
gram, ash tray, pen, list of the rules,
a card with your entry number, name
tag (s), Banquet tickets, Birthday Buf-
fet tickets, brochures of what’s doing
in San Diego and where to go to see
the sights, maps of San Diego and a
Schedule of Events. Then you are
handed a MARC National Meet sticker,
a quart of oil, a can of lighter fluid,
another can of utility oil, a package
of electrical tape, and while this is
balanced, you take the form to fill out
to enter the costume judging. Hold it!
A model Model “A” is handed to you
to take back to ‘Junior’. Thus, you
registered.

At 8:00 a.m., Jack Zollars, President
of the San Diego Region and his wife,
Reta, appeared on a ‘live’ TV program
showing era costume and answering
questions about the meet. Joe Barnett
of Long Beach was then interviewed.
He had driven his original mail truck
and was dressed in an authentic mail-

man’s uniform. His delivery of the
4' x 8 letter addressed to the Meet
and Centennial Celebration highlighted
the mornings activities.

Most of the new arrivals were kept
busy with picture-taking and inter-
views for the local newspapers and
television stations. As more arrived,
the Model “A” parked in the hotel
garage was a big drawing point.
Several of the A’s came in with slight
difficulties but were quickly fixed.
Washing and polishing went on until
the wee hours of the morning. The
social hour at the headquarters suite
was a good get-together though a
little tight fit for the size of the rooms,
it lent to closer friendships.

Monday, then, was over.

Tuesday started early. We left the
hotel at 8:00 a.m. to caravan to the
ferry. The open-decked ferry gathered
the Model “A’s” about her control
tower and slipped across the bay to-
ward Coronado. With the police escort,
it took but a minute to roll along to
the park. There were Model “A’s” all
over the area and the judging began
with no delay. With hot dogs, coffee,
and pepsi-cola at a refreshment stand,
the morning flew by. At 1:00 p.m. the
U.S. Navy sent two buses to pick up
the interested tourists and, because
of the number, they had to make a
second trip. The first stop was the
U.S.S. Ticonderoga CVA-14. Some
fast facts about the “Big-T"’—overall
length 912’4+, extreme width 187+,
3,000 officers and enlisted men. Be-
cause the Navy was so thorough in its
tour, there was not enough time to tour
the entire base.

The Mayor of Coronado presented
the Meet with an award of merit for
our activities. The balance of the
afternoon in Coronado was spent tak-
ing pictures of each individual car as
they received their Dash Placque. It
might interest some to know that the
Master of Ceremonies, Jack Zollars,
sat on the back of a Model “T” truck
equipped with a player piano and a
loud speaker. This truck was loaned
to the Meet to use anytime it was
needed, by a local “Mickey Finn” estab-
lishment of unusual entertainment.

The tour back to the hotel was ‘“‘each
on his own’ boarding the ferry for all
the ferry’'s were in operation. There
was a “Rest and Dress Hour” in there
somewhere but it was lost in the activ-
ities. The Social Hour began at 6:30
with a grand apportunity to get
acquainted with all the newcomers.
Some were still arriving during the
day.

The costume judging went fast con-
sidering the number of entrants and
most of the costumes were unusual.
Even Joe Barnett modeled his post-
man’s costume. The Buffet Dinner,
sponsored by the Ford Motor Com-
pany, was good and filling. Most of
us ate so much we were unable to eat
seconds when the Birthday Cake was
brought out later in the evening. This
cake was decorated with a gold Model
“A” model, blue lettering with gold
trim on white icing. Beautiful!

The Birthday Program began with
an introduction by the Meet Chair-
man Lambert Dial who read a giant
postcard from all the members of the
New Florida Region, and a letter from
Mr. Henry Edmunds, of Ford Motor
Company, apologizing for not attend-
ing the Meet because of business in
Dearborn. A telegram from San
Diego’s Mayor Charles Dail was read,
as well as a letter from California’s
Governor Brown and a letter from the

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White House written for the Presi-
rent by Ralph A. Dungan, Special
Assistant to the President, commend-
ing our keeping the American heritage
alive with our hobby.

Mr. Ivor DeKirby, Vice-Mayor and
City Councilman of San Diego, pre-
sented the traditional “Gold Key To
The City” to Ed Breeden. There were
short talks from Ed Breeden, Harry
Hocker, President of the Model “A”
Ford Club of America, and Bill Friar,
“Wagonmaster” of the cross country
trip.

The entertainment — the Charleston
by Etta Francisco and several musical
numbers by a four piece group, was
broken between each number by a
drawing for door prizes. Fifi la Flap-
per, direct from Paris, did “her”
impression of the Charleston and with
the French accent, ‘“oui-la-la.”

After the film of the assembly line
and testing of the Model “A” was
shown, the meet retired to the Head-
quarters Suite and the sardine method
was used to pack the celebrants in the
rooms.

Wednesday also began too early. The
bus for Disneyland left at 8:00 A.M.
but those taking the local tour had an
extra hour for a busier day. The tour
started with a small group but picked
up “A’s” all along the route and some,
who could not start with the tour, met
the group at noon and went on from
there. This, too, was an unusual event,
for San Diego has so much past his-
tory to see in living museums and pre-
served history. Others took the boat
tour around the San Diego Bay.

Again that “Rest and Relax Hour”
seemed to vanish before it arrived but
at a little after 7:00, the San Diego
Region modeled fashions of the era.
Qutfits for sports, gym, swimming,
golf, daytime or street ensembles,
afternoon, dinner, and the evening or
formal gown was shown with a full
complement of accessories. The men’s
costumes interspersed the women’s,
making a complete variety. There na-
turally were a few “hams.” Ted Good-
ing, while modeling his bathing suit,
fell into the pool and wouldn’t you
know he couldn’t swim and had to be
rescued. Jim Bain swung a golf club
(knows nothing about golf!), Reta
“gym-posed” her gym outfit, and
Ellyne Bain just hammed it up.

Upon completion of the style show,
the banquet room was opened and all
found tables and dinner was served.
There were speeches by Ed Breeden,
Harry Hocker, Bill Friar and Jack
Zollars acted as Master of Ceremonies.

The essence of Ed Breeden’s talk
was: First, the unbelievable Meet be-
ing put on in San Diego. He had
asked Lambert Dial, Chairman of the
Meet Committee, to be sure to have
some activity going all the time so
no one would have to just stand around
with nothing to do. This request he
almost regrets having made for he
hadn’t been able to stop, sit-down, or

he asked for a standing ovation for
the Meet Committee who had planned
and carried out this best, most out-
standing Meet he had ever attended.
Third, he asked for each club member
to think about the potential of one
Model “A” Club, the potential of the
publication, the potential of events,
information, assistance. He asked for
letters expressing ideas of how this
could be accomplished. Suggestions
for the proper manner to start the
ball rolling.

Bill Friar again spoke, interspers-
ing his bits of information with a few
typical “Friar” sayings. When Harry
Hocker got up to make his talk, he
remarked that Ed Breeden must have
read his speech over his shoulder for
he, Ed, had just said everything that
he, Harry, had prepared to say. After
introducing his wife to the group,
he turned the proceedings over to
Jack Zollars.

The Costume awards were given
first with Mrs. Breeden and Mrs.
Hocker making the presentations. Jack
Zollars made the announcements of
the winners. There were door prizes
drawn between almost every type of
trophy.

The Special Awards were then dis-
tributed by Mrs. Breeden and Mrs.
Hocker. Just a little about these Spe-
e cial Awards. Joe Barnett, with the
400 Most Newsworthy, was just that. He
had been on call for pictures and in-
terviews for everyone wanted “Joe”
and his Mail Truck on film. Fitz
Stevens, Jr. with the two neighbor
boys, covered the most miles with the
most passengers, driving from Mass-
achusetts. Fitz also received the “Old
Faithful” award. He has attended
every MARC National Meet to date.
This is some record.

As Mr. Ford Built the “A”

Oneof a series of articles describing
the body colors, interior trim schemes
and chassis changes that were incor-
porated in the Model “A” at the time
of its production.

More than any other body style, the
coupe was designed as “A very appro-
priate car for business or professional
men.” By 1930 the ads boasted of an
adjustable driver’s seat with deep and
durably upholstered cushions and a
rear deck space that accommodates 14
cubic feet of luggage or equipment
through an opening 3534 inches wide.
[f the car was to carry bulky or heavy
equipment in its use, it was not un-
usual for its purchaser to order it with
such modification as a sedan rear
spring, to insure satisfactory riding
qualities under full load, and trans-
ferring the spare tire to the left front
fender well to permit easy access to
the rear storage space.

The couple was also designed to at-
tract the professional women. An ad
for the new 1931 DeLuxe coupe read
as follows:

“Women particularly appreciate the
delightful appointments and rich
finish. There is a choice of brown
mohair or deep tan Bedford cord up-
holstery. The capacious seat may be
quickly adjusted to the desired posi-
tion for complete driving comfort.
There is a parcel shelf behind the seat
and ample space for week-end luggage
in the rear deck. Here is a car for
traffic and crowded parking spaces —
alert, capable and easy to control.”

For those who loked upon the coupe
as a ‘“‘personal car’ a rumble seat could
be ordered and in late 1931 a roll-
down back window was available at
extra cost. In addition safety glass
was made standard on the back win-
dow on all cars with rumble seat and
for an additional $15.00, safety glass
could have been had on all windows
1f specified at time of purchase.

In comparison to the 1929, the 1930
coupe was entirely new in design, with
a lower roof line by 1% inches. French
roof quarters emphasized the low effect
and the long lines of the new molding
treatment. Lowering the roof line did
not reduce the headroom inside be-
cause the seat cushion was also low-
ered. In addition there was the new
treatment in the contour and sweep
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of the body, entirely new moulding
treatment and a streamlined flow of
the new fenders.

The standard coupe sold for $495.00
and its weight was 2257 pounds. Stand-
ard items included the usual items
such as shock absorbers, shatterproof
glass windshield, automatic windshield
wiper, etc. In addition it had a parcel
shelf and a hand screw type adjustable
front seat with a movement of 3 inches.
In mid 1930 a new seat was released.
The back was made 1 inch higher or
214 inches above the package tray.
During July 1931 the seat adjustment
mechanism was changed to a ratchet
type and it could be actuated while the
driver sat on the seat. This change
was made on all adjustable seat cars.

The DeLuxe coupe was announced
in February of 1930 but production
did not get underway until March
during which time only 503 were built.
It included all items of the standard
coupe plus cowl lights and dome lights
as standard equipment and its weight
was only 8 pounds more than the
standard. Sale price was $545.00.
There was a customer option of three
interior trim schemes, scroll type hard-
ware and mahogany garnish molding.
In addition, we must keep in mind that
many accessories were available for
both the standard and deluxe at extra
cost.

Body color combinations for the
coupe were many and a careful study
of the color chart should be made. It
can be noted that the same colors were
available for the standard and deluxe
in some combinations while Brewster
Green and Ford Maroon was released
for deluxe only. Also, note that in

1930-31 Coupe

1930 the reveals were painted lower
body color, but in 1931 on some color
schemes the reveals were painted
upper body color.

Until July of 1930 the standard
coupe was available in only two in-
terior trim schemes, gray check and
cobra cross grain. A third, brown small
check, was released in July and brown
hairline stripe was released with the
1931 models.

The deluxe coupe was released with
brown mohair and brown Bedford
cord. In mid 1930 brown broadcloth
was added and with the introduction
of the 1931 models, tan broadcloth was
made available.

In June of 1931 the “Ford Dealer
and Service Field” carried the follow-
ing ad:

“New Jeffco mechanical rear window
operating unit for easy communica-
tion with passengers in rumble seat.
Works real glass up and down the same
as door glass. Becomes part of car
with upholstery to match. Installation
amazingly simple. Fits all coupes from
1928 to 1931.”

A month later Ford Motor Company
introduced a movable rear window for
rumble seat coupes at customer option
but to be installed at the factory. The
company discouraged dealer installa-
tion due to time and cost of such in-
stallations. Some of the assembly
plants stocked more windows than
were being ordered and late in 1931
these windows were being installed on

all coupes, whether they had a rumble
seat or not.

Interchangeability of parts — It is
always helpful to know which major
parts are interchangeable among the
various body styles. The coupe rear
quarter, roof and door panels were all
welded In one shell and are unique
with the coupe, however, the front end
panel, cowl and pillar were the same
as the cabriolet, station wagon, town
sedan and panel delivery. The front
door assembly, complete, can be inter-
changed with the sport coupe only,
while the door lock assembly can be
interchanged with the sport coupe and
tudor sedan and the outside door
handle is interchangeable with the
sport coupe, tudor sedan and the closed
cab pick-up truck. The rear deck lid
for the trunk, or rumble seat section,
was the same on all models and the
cushions are interchangeable. The
front seat was interchangeable with
the sport coupe and cabriolet only,
keeping in mind that there were two
different seat back sizes produced.

For those who wish to convert a
Standard Coupe to a Deluxe Coupe,
there is no problem in installing cowl
lights. The dome light, which is the
only other distinguishing feature be-
tween the Standard and Deluxe Coupe,
can also be easily installed since the
top bows on both the Standard and
Deluxe Coupe had been pre-drilled for
the wiring.

Production figures show that the
lion’s share of the coupes were pro-
duced in 1930 with April as the best
month. Total figures for 1930 were
226,027 standard units and 28,937 de-
luxe. In 1931 the figures were 79,816
standard and 23,067 deluxe.

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REBUILDING A
STEERING GEAR BALL

By BRUCE WEST, Wisconsin Region

The photo shows 3 stages in the
rebuilding of a steering gear arm,
although it can be done with any of
the front end parts. No welding is in-
volved, which removes worries about
brittle steering parts.

The first step is to inspect the part.
If the spherical bearing surface is like
the one on the left, saw and file the
old ball away to leave a smooth,
straight 5;” shaft. Then get a few
1” ball bearings (the ones I got cost
40c each). Heat one cherry red and
let it cool slowly ‘by burying it in a
handful of rockwood. This will make
the ball soft enough to drill %s” and
tap %"”. Then thread the shaft you
made with a tight fitting thread far
enough down so that when the new
ball is screwed on hard it will give
a smooth surface on the top. For part
A-3131-B there isn’t room to swing a
regular die handle, but a holder can
be made from a big nut and turned
with a wrench. To lock the new ball
in place, drill a 14” hole parallel to
the threads and exactly on the joint
between the shaft and the ball. Drive
in a tight steel pin and grind the top
smooth. The ball is still plenty hard
and rehardening is risky since it may
become britle.

HEAD GASKETS

The following hint was received
from John Giesen, Mount Vernon Re-
gion. When putting on a new head
gasket, tighten the head bolts in this
order:

Tighten the bolts two or three times
(in numerical order), then run the car
a few hours and take up on the bolts
again. If the bolts are taken up in
this way the gasket will set and reduce
the possibility of a water compression
leak.

This information was submitted to
Engine and Foundry Engineering of
Ford Motor Company and it was
agreed that the order of tightening

the head nuts is good and would be
recommended if the ergine was pro-

duced today. Since the studs are not
heattreated the torque recommended
would be 45 to 50 pounds.

MORE INFORMATION

The Ford Motor Company in Ford
Service Bulletins with regard to
tightening head nuts made the follow-
ing recommendations:

February, 1928

To prevent any possibility of water
leak developing between cylinder head
and block, make certain that cylinder
head nuts on all new cars are pulled
down tightly, particularly the cylinder
head nut that holds down the ignition
lock conduit.

October, 1928

A blown-out cylinder head gasket
can invariably be traced to failure to
securely tighten cylinder head nuts,
particularly during the first 50 miles
a new car is driven. During this
period the new cylinder head gasket
becomes slightly compressed. As a re-
sult all of the cylinder head nuts can
be taken up several times yntil the
gasket obtains a permanent set. This
also applies when a new cylinder head
is installed in an old car.

After completing a drive-away trip,
instruct your mechanics to go over all
of the cylinder head nuts and see that
they are securely tightened. An addi-

tional check should also be made be-
fore delivering the new car to the
owner, and again when the car 1s
brought in for inspection.

The nuts should be tightened with
the engine thoroughly warmed up.
When tightening the nuts it is of
course understood that excessive force
should not be applied, as there would
be a possibility of damaging either
a stud or a nut.

September, 1929

Before replacing a cylinder head,
pour at least a tablespoonfull of en-
gine oil around the edge of each piston
to insure sufficient lubrication when
engine is started. When engine is
thoroughly warmed up all cylinder
head nuts should be taken up slightly.
The operation should be repeated sev-
eral times especially during the first
50 miles the car is driven. Attention
to this detail lessens the possibility
of a cylinder head gasket blowing out.

NEW PAINT

For a truly gasoline and antifreeze-
proof paint for carburetors, engine
pans, etc., try the epoxy type. Fischer
Scientific, 1458 Lamon Avenue, Chi-
cago 51, sells the clear, unpigmented
type in a two-part quart can for $3.65
plus shipping. Catalog No. 13-313-10E.
A special thinner is required which
sells for $1.75 per quart, Cat. No.
13-313-12. It’s easiest to buy the clear
paint and add lampblack for a glossy
black, or other dry colors to make an
engine paint. Colors in oil will not
work with this type of paints. This
paint is tricky to spray and must be
thoroughly rinsed from the gun since
it is resistant to ordinary solvents
when set. For small jobs on rough
surfaces such as cast iron, brushing
works well.

Model “A”

Two years ago two friends and I
took a trip from Poughkeepsie, N. Y.
to the Province of Quebec, Canada in
pursuit of Great Northern Pike and
Lake Trout. My Model “A” was towed
along with the idea of using it to go
off the main road where a modern
car could not go.

We went up the Thruway as far as
Utica and headed further north across
the Thousand Island Bridge to Mana-
waki. From there we drove 180 miles
further north at a good speed of 50
miles an hour until we reached La
Verendrye Park, a game preserve,
where we had to register. We received
many comments on the car that had
been following us and the car could
have been sold right there.

We unhitched the “A” at the gate,
filled up with gas plus an extra five
gallons in a spare can. The final test
was soon to start. If anyone has ever
seen Canada’s.log roads, then one can
imagine how rough they are. Our des-
tination was the end of the road, 54
miles back in the bush. We hoped that
we could use the shack on the lake,
otherwise we would have to camp out
in a tent and hope that it didn’t rain.

The first ten miles were all cobble
stones, pot holes, and in some areas
soft sand. We did not see a living soul
for the first 25 miles where each knoll
was the same as the one that was
passed miles ago. In some places the

beavers had built dams and the road
was flooded. The Model “A” traversed
all these hazards without as much as
a skip from the motor. Finally as we
came over one knoll and in the gully
we met two old natives who were as
mossy as the surrounding country.
They were cutting wood and patching
the roof. I imagine they must have
run out of buckets. We knew just
enough French to understand that
they were predicting a storm for that
night. The sky was perfectly clear
without a cloud and we reached a
speed of 30 miles an hour in some
places. In one spot a wolf jumped out
in front of the car and we tried to
run him down before he wisely jumped
into the woods.

The odometer finally reached 50
miles and then we figured it wouldn’t
be long before we should see some
kind of a lake and an old shack. We
finally came to the water and the end
of the road where a shack stood that
we could see right through its walls.
We were here only a few minutes
when two Canadians, the owners,
came up the lake in a diesel tug.

On the back of the “A,” in a special
box on the luggage rack, was all of
our canned goods and a cooler with
some iced beer. We passed out the
beer and the time of day with the
Canadians and soon the old shack was
ours for as long as we stayed. Con-

trary to most fishing stories, we did
not have fish for supper that night.
The rest of the day was spent getting
our gear in shape and preparing for
fishing the next day. Canadian day-
light is long especially that far north
and it didn’t get dark until 9:30 p.m.
There were a couple of bed springs in
the shack, but the floor seemed more
desirable to me, so after filling the
alr mattress we were soon asleep.

Something unusual awakened me.
It turned out to be my partner with
the flagshlight turned on. The wind
was blowing at hurricane force and
the shack was vibrating from top to
bottom. One window sash and frame
blew out and landed between us. My
partner was out of his sleeping bag
and standing up. It was a funny sight
to see him in the dim light with his
long John’s reflecting in the shadows.
The big concern was that the shack
could end up in the lake. We finally
decided to stay in the sleeping bag
and if the shack did go in the lake we
always had our air mattress for a
life preserver.

The next morning we were up at
daylight drying out with a fire. Our
thoughts kept going back to the old
timers who had predicted the storm.

The rain stopped and we fished for
four days in the area. As this is a
Model “A” story, only the highlights
will be brought out and the quantity
of fish will not be mentioned, as most
fisherman are liars and you would not
believe me anyway.

The general manager of the logging
operation wanted to buy my “A” and
pay my expenses home. You all know
what the answer was.

The return to civilization was un-
eventful except that we chased another
wolf about ten miles from the main
road. As I was glancing at the odo-
meter to see how far we were from
a hot shower and a change of clothes,
a huge bull moose decided to cross
the road. The moose was so large that
he covered the vision of the whole
windshield. We stopped, but the moose
kept going, not even taking time to
admire my new motor meter. We
could hear him stomping through the
bogs about five minutes after he
passed. It is probably a good thing
that I didn’t blow my aogah horn at
him—he might have accepted the chal-
lenge. We cleared the gate and were
soon back to TV and our hot showers.

The next day my two friends left
for the states and as five days re-
mained of my vacation, the Model
“A” and I decided to stay.

I picked up a guide who I knew and
started for another park area near

Labelle, where the trout fishing was
good. This lake was 22 miles back in
the bush. The guide walked around
the car, he asked “You have chains?”
I did have chains under the back seat.
“0.K.”, son of a gun, we go!”

We again checked in at the gate,
only this time they wanted to know

exactly when we would be back. They
didn’t have much confidence in my
Model “A.” 1t is felt that they thought
we would get lost. Later, the guide
told me that if we weren’t back at
the time planned, a plane would come
in after us. (That plane would look
funny with parts of a Model “A”
sticking out of it.) Canada is very
strict on the use of matches, especially
in the wooded reserves. With this in
mind, I decided that if I became lost
I would build a litle fire — about a
hundred acres.

The first five miles of the trip was
again all cobble stones and layers of
rock. In some areas the left front
wheel had to be maneuvered so that
the car would have clearance. The first
good slip pulled the muffler loose from
the manifold. A small piece of wire
was used to keep it from dragging. It
made so much noise that we did not
see any game. Only the huge print of
a moose could be seen in the soft
sanded areas.

One eight-foot high bridge was navi-
gated with directions from the guide
on foot. I missed one large hole in the
bridge by riding the left front wheel
and rear wheel on a log that bordered
the decayed bridge.

The ever present problem of beav-
ers flooding the road was again seen.
The last mile was mostly all swamp.
In one place it was almost decided to
put on the chains. Luckily, old re-
liable navigated the hazard before the
wheels became mired from spinning.
It wouldn’t have been much fun jack-
ing up the rear and putting on chains
in knee-deep swampy mud.

We finally reached the moose hunt-
ing shack where we left old reliable
and entered a canoe and paddled
another five miles. The last three miles
we packed on foot. It had taken us
all day to cover the 22 miles to camp,
and eight hours of it was done in the
Ford. Again, the fishing was good
and we kept 29 trout for my freezer.
The last couple of days I spent fish-
ing with a group of Canadians from
Montreal.

One day we were out in the boat
fishing when one of them asked me
if I had any trouble getting parts
for the Model “A.” The answer was in
the negative. He said, “Would you like
to have a set of points?” I thought
he was as crazy as the two in the
shack who predicted the weather. He
then reached into his pocket and gave
me an original Ford set.

That next morning we left for the
trip back. We made better time as
some of it was downhill and once
you travel a road like that you don’t
forget where the holes and hazards
are.

Ten miles from the barrier we found
three Canadians walking along the
road. They had been up another valley
with a Jeep and the steering gear
had snapped. They had walked 15
miles and were happy to see us. We
moved the packs from the back to the
hood and loaded the Frenchmen in.
We made the trip without any trouble,
left the Frenchmen at their hotel and
drove to our own lodge. All the trout
that had been caught spoiled from
the heat of the motor.

The next day was the start of a
400 mile trip to the states. Every junk
vard that was passed, a mental note
was made. This was done all the way
to Poughkeepsie. A stop was made in
Montreal where luckily I picked up
an off duty bus driver who guided us
through the greater part of Montreal.
Quite a commotion was caused when
shopping in Montreal. The crowd
would ask, “Did you drive that all the
way up here?” I would answer, “Yes,
and I'm driving it back.”

About ten miles from the Canadian
Customs I remembered that the car
permit had stayed with the 1961
Dodge and that I was traveling with-
out any papers. I decided that ex-
actly as it happened it would be told
to the agents. As we approached the
gate, the agent opened the door and
asked, “What do you have besides
fish?” The story unraveled, he be-
lieved me, and Poughkeepsie was
reached that night.

The only trouble that was experi-
enced on the whole trip was near
Plattsburg when the car started to
skip. After driving 35 miles on three
cylinders I got enough courage to open
the hood. It was discovered that one
of the spark plug wires was off. May
they run forever.

Since then I have been back and
have a camp in Minerve near Labelle.
I am contemplating building an “A”
to use up there, going through the
woods from lake to lake and with a
canoe carrier on top. It is very beau-
tiful country and very much on the
wild side.
