I have found a Model “A” I think
1s fairly unusual. It is a 1928 Tudor
Sedan with a center parking brake
lever. It has a welted left fender and
stamped rear luggage rack. The un-
usual part is that it has cowl lights.
There 1s a piece of chrome or stainless
trim on each side of the cowl which
the lights are fastened to. There is
also a piece of trim on top. The lights
are not shaped like 30-31 lights, they
are pointed in the back like ’29 head-
lights. I would appreciate some infor-
mation on these lights and if they

are Ford parts.

These cowl lights were sold through
dealers as an accessory and were not
Ford Motor Company design. The Ford
designed cowl lights were released in
1929.

Dear Editor:

I have recently purchased two
Model “A”s. I have questions about
each of them. The first is a ’30 or ’31
Tudor. I can’t tell which because it
had both ’30 and ’31 front fenders
and a ’31 instrument panel. I found a
number stamped on the body cross-
member that the bucket seats are
hinged on. The number is NK 11469.
Can you tell me what year for sure the
car is? And which factory assembled
it?

The other Model “A” is an A-400.
The wood former at the rear of the
body (at the top of the body metal)
1s gone! Where can I obtain photos,
blueprints or dimensions of this wood
member, how it is fastened, what is
fastened to it, what wood it is made
of, ete?

Any guidance or information will
be greatly appreciated.

There 1s no way for us to determine
where your car was originally assem-
bled, nor are we able to supply any
blueprints for your A-400. We suggest
you try to locate another A-400 owner.

Dear Editor:

What do we have here? Model “A”
Ford 1930 or 31? Town Sedan or
three-window Fordor? The motor
number is 4091848 (last of Oct. 1930).
Body number is 164-21276 — Briggs
Mfg. Co.

The above body number is not listed
in any publication I have. This is the
original body plate. Inspection shows
this plate has never been removed or
replaced. The interior is made of De-
luxe upholstery, Bedford Cord seats
and has carpet in both front and rear.
There are shades on the rear windows
and has small side windows. There are
hand-hold straps and has Robe Rope
one the back of the front seat. There
is a dome light over the rear window,
has a 1931 instrument panel and
grained garnish molding. There is an
arm rest on the side, a center pull-
down arm rest in the rear seat, has a
1931 radiator shell, a one-piece run-
ning board and splash pan.

See the pictures I have enclosed to
show most of the above items.

This car was purchased new in 1930
and was registered in the State of
Florida on December 18, 1930. I have
the original motor vehicle certificate
of title that came with the car from
the original owner. The title is made
out in the following manner:

Name and make: Ford

Type: Town Sedan
Model: A

Year of make: 1930

Engine number: A 4092848

This shows that the engine has not
been changed. Certificate of title has
this car listed as a Town Sedan.

Note the pictures enclosed show the
window to be square like a three-win-
dow Fordor Sedan, not like a Town
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Sedan that has windows smaller in
front or a slight slant.

The number on the speedometer
cable housing at the drive shaft con-
nection is 9 19 34, does this give what
speed of rear end this car has?

Your description and photos identi-
fy this car as a 1931 Briggs body
Town Sedan, manufacutred in late
1930 and probably sold in December
of 1930. Dealers at that time were
identifying the year of cars by the
sale date and not by design as is being
done now. All Briggs bodies had the
square type windows and the Murray
bodies had bowed type. Refer to “Au-
thentically Speaking” in this issue for
further information comparing Briggs
and Murray bodies.

Dearborn Selected
as Home of MARC

On December 15, 1963 the MARC
board of directors held its fall meet
in Toledo, Ohio. The most significant
result of that meeting was the selec-
tion of Dearborn as the permanent
home office of MARC. Box 261, which
has been in use by MARC News, will
now be the club office address. Start-
ing with January, all correspondence
relative to membership should be ad-
dressed to this office. A part-time sec-
retary will be engaged to handle all
incoming mail. The addressograph
plates, which are in Cleveland, will be
moved to Dearborn sometime in Feb-
ruary.

Another important item that was
proposed to the board was a constitu-
tional amendment relative to the 50c
per member rebate to each region. It
was sought to eliminate this rebate
since it presents a problem for the
club treasurer, in that many members
do not indicate to which region they
belong. There was opposition to the
change from several regions and the
proposal was tabled. It will be brought
up again at the annual meeting in
March.

The Motor Cities Chapter of the
Michigan Region was selected as host
for this year’s annual dinner. The
meeting is tentatively scheduled for
March, at the Dearborn Inn in Dear-
born, Michigan. This will be the first
time the meet has been held in Mich-
igan.

President Ed Breeden announced

that the club roster of members is
ready for the printer and should be
in the mail to members early in Febru-
ary.
The MARC News 1963 budget was
also discussed and the proposed budg-
et for 1964 was accepted by the board.
Efforts are being made to streamline
some operations without reducing the
magazine quality.

Other topies of discussion were life
membership and honorary member-
ship.

The “A” Mechanic Who Never Was

“Who was Thomas Howe?” If you
were to ask this question of many “A”
enthusiasts, they would probably an-
swer something like this: ‘“Howe?
Why, he was a writer . . . a technical
writer. Probably knew more about the
early Fords than anyone, except maybe
Murray Fahnestock. Yeah, I used to
read articles of his in the Ford Dealer
Service Field. Yes sir; Thomas Howe
really knew Fords.”

Really a famous man. But the truth
of the matter is that Thomas Howe
never wrote a technical article; in
fact, Thomas Howe was never born.

All this rather unusual information
came to light after MARC News re-
cently reprinted a Thomas Howe arti-
cle from the Ford Dealer and Service
Field. The next week, our editor re-
ceived this letter:

“Who was Thomas Howe?”’ Thomas
Howe was one of the non-de-plumes I
most frequently used when I had too
many articles in the same magazine.
If you reprint any other articles by
Thomas Howe, please use my name
instead.” And the letter was signed
“Murray Fahnestock.”

This letter was the germ of an idea;
since most MARC News readers are
familiar with the authoritative writ-
ings of Murray Fahnestock, what
could be more natural than to learn
how this literary technologist first
became associated with the automotive
world and, more important, with Ford,
what other elements of interest there
are in the history of a man whose life
so closely parallels the development of
the automobile.

The result of this idea begins in
the next issue of MARC News.
A three part series on the man
who “hitched his typewriter to the
Ford Star,” the product of Mur-

ray Fahnestock’s own inimitable
creation, “My Forty Years With

Fords.”

The article will retrace his early
yvears with the automobile, his first
Ford car, his experiences as a Ford
mechanic and how this job eventually
led him to writing the equivalent of a
300-page novel each year for many
years.

If anyone living today, anyone at
all, aside from Henry Ford, Jr. him-
self, of course, can be called “Mr.
Ford” by reason of historical and tech-
nical knowledge of the Ford automo-
biles — all Fords, back through the
many “T” years and the “A” early V8s,
ete. — then it is Murray Fahnestock.

His book, “Know Your Model ‘A’
Ford,” published in 1930, was recently
reissued by Post Motor Books of Cali-
fornia. It’s a complete analysis of en-
gineering and leading features of the
Model “A” and questions and answers
on Ford Service.

When a group gathers to talk auto-
mobiles the name Fahnestock will be
almost sure to be mentioned. Murray
Fahnestock grew up with the automo-
bile industry. Born in 1885, he was
recognized, and still is today, as the
country’s foremost independent Ford
expert when the Model “A” was the
new Ford.

Long before writing about Model
“A”s, Fahnestock was known and re-
spected for his authoritative works on
Model “T” Ford construction, repair,
maintenance, and hopping up, having
served as Technical Editor of the Ford
Dealer and Service Field Magazine
continuously from 1914 to 1955 when
he retired. The magazine since has
been absorbed into another publica-
tion.

Selections of these authoritative
articles came to be assembled in book
form. Two titles were published, each
complementing the other, and both im-
mediately became practical reference
“bibles” among car salesmen, mechan-
ics and private owners alike. Nothing
written before or since ever proved so
comprehensive; the value of these two
books to the Model “A” Ford owner
will never diminish.

Murray Fahnestock through his
books and writings on automotive top-
ics, has compiled expert history on
early cars — history that will live and
be referred to for generations to come.

About his book just reissued he
says; “It looks better than the orig-
inal, while the author looks much
older. Oh, to be a book!” But lest the
younger generation look with dimin-
ishing respect at this “expert of a by-
gone era,” we should make a vivid
point here that Murray Fahnestock is

ASK ME ANOTHER

ENGINE SPEEDS

In the Chart of Mechanical Speci-
fications, you give the speed of the
Model T Ford engine as only 1,600
revolutions per minute. Yet we have a
1927 Ford Model T Ford Coupe with
cast 1ron pistons, geared L-to-one,
which has made 55 miles an hour on
a slight down grade. This would give
an engine speed of 2640 R.P.M.

After reading one of your articles
on Gear Ratios, several months ago,
we removed the 3-to-ome gears that
we had installed and installed 4-to-one
gears (although the car was equipped
with Ruckstell axle.) The results ob-
tained have been wery satisfactory,
and far more than expected.

The 1,600 revolutions per minute,
which we gave in our Specifications
Chart, is the “normal” speed of the
Ford engine at which it develops its
greatest power. The maximum speed
of a gasoline engine is far higher than
the normal speed. We have heard of
Model T Ford engines having a maxi-
mum speed of 3,330 revolutions per
minute!

The normal speed of the Model A
Ford engine is given as 2,200 revolu-
tions per minute. But we all know that
the new Model A Ford car is capable
of speeds from 60 to over 70 miles an
hour. Even at only 60 miles an hour,
the Model A Ford engine is making
2,486 revolutions per minute, which is
well in excess of the normal speed.

BRAKE BINDS ON CURVES

When turning to the right, the left
front wheel brake of a Model A Tudor
grabs. Have adjusted brakes several
times, but same condition still exists.

When turning to left, both front
brakes operate smoothly. Also when
going ahead, both front brakes oper-
ate smoothly.

Mechanics have checked for “high
spots” on drums, but report all O.K.
im brake mechanism. When pushing
car, we notice that the last inch or
two the car moves, a sound that seems
to indicate that the brake is being
set. This observation being made with
brakes entirely released and car being
pushed by hand. Sound only comes

1929 FORDOR SEDAN

(three-window)

In the November-December issue of
MARC News, we covered the features
of the 1928-29 two-window Fordor
which was introduced in May of
1928 and continued to the end of 1929.
With the introduction of the new cars
in January of 1929, the three-window
was added to the Fordor models. The
two-window body style had been built
only by Briggs, but with the introduc-
tion of the new style, Ford Motor
Company also contracted Murray to
manufacture the Fordor body.

An often asked question is, “How
can you tell a Murray built body from
a Briggs?” The chassis, of course, is
the same on both bodies and so is the
hood. From that point on, however,
there are a number of differences,
with the shape of the windows being
the most notable.

In appearance, the Briggs bodies
have square looking windows, whereas,
the Murray bodies have an arch ap-
pearance to their windows. A close
inspection of the interior will reveal
that the garnish mouldings of a Briggs
body have square corners while the
Murray mouldings are round at the
corners. In addition, the door pull

grips on the Murray body are zinc
die-cast and fastened to the garnish
mouldings with screws, while on the
Briggs body they are sheet metal
stampings and fastened by spot-weld.

Both manufacturers designed the
body to the same basic package di-
mension provided by Ford Motor Com-
pany, but there are major differences

in door openings. The doors of the
Murray bodies have the same over-all
width, but on the Briggs bodies the
front doors are approximately one
inch wider than the rear doors.

In introducing the Fordor, Ford
Motor Company departed from the
coupe pillar designs by gracefully
blending the sides of the body with
the hood and combining the fuel tank
with the top of the cowl. Not only did
this design set the pattern for all the
body styles of the 1930-31 models, but
the very Fordor body that was intro-
duced in 1929 was the same body car-
ried over into 1930 and 1931 (except
the slant windshield models introduced
in late 1931). For example, the doors
of the 1929 Briggs Fordor can be
interchanged with the 1929 Town
Sedan, the 1930-31 Town Sedan, the
1930-31 Standard Fordor Sedan and
the two-window FoYdor of 1929-30
and 31. Likewise, the 1929 doors of
the Murray bodies were the same as
the 1930-31 Town Sedan and 1930-31

Standard Fordor Sedan. Many other
items are also interchangeable between
models of 1929 through 1931. How-
ever, none of these items on the Briggs
bodies are interchangeable with the
Murray bodies.

In 1929 the three-window Fordor
was available as a Standard or Deluxe
model, known as the Town Sedan. The
Town Sedan differed from the Stand-
ard in that it had the Deluxe interior
trim and cowl lights. The cowl light
brackets of the Briggs body were made
of brass castings while on the Mur-
ray body they were zinc die castings.

Interior trim on the Standard Fordor
Sedan was available in two schemes,
a Brown check and Brown hairline
stripe. However, the Brown hairline
stripe was used only on the Briggs
built cars. The seats were trimmed in
the fabric for which the trim scheme
was named. The side walls and back
of the front seat was trimmed in plain
Brown wool body cloth. The Murray
bodies had Mocha Brown garnish
moulding and Briggs bodies had Mocha
Brown or Gray garnish mouldings.

The Town Sedan was trimmed in
three trim schemes, Gray check, Brown
mohair and Green mohair with side
arm rest, robe cord, and a center pull-
down arm rest in the rear seat back
cushion. The Gray check was only

available on Murray bodies. The garn-
ish moulding was generally Mahogany.
But on Murray bodies, a Walnut or
light buff was available as an option
finish.

The Standard Fordor Sedan and
Town Sedan was available in the same
exterior color schemes. There were
four regular production optional color
schemes, Bonnie Gray body and re-
veals with Chelsea Blue upper, belt and
moulding with Straw stripe; Vaga-
bond Green body and reveals with
Rock Moss Green upper, belt and
moulding with Straw stripe; Rose
Beige body and reveals with Seal
Brown upper, belt and moulding with
Straw stripe; Andalusite Blue body,
upper, belt and moulding with Niagara
light Blue reveals with French Gray
stripe.

Fenders and wheels came from the
factory painted Black, but most deal-
ers would paint the wheels to match
the stripe.

There were 53,941 Standard Fordor
Sedans and 84,970 Town Sedans manu-
factured in 1929 for domestic con-
sumption.

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Collecting Model “A” Literature

WHAT'S AVAILABLE AND
WHERE TO FIND IT

by Frank Kinzinger

The average Model “A” restorer col-
lects literature without realizing 1t,
undoubtedly he has an instruction book
and usually a parts or service book,
either original or reprints. These books
are just one iota of the multitude of
Ford literature available, which i1n-
cludes color magazine ads, monthly
magazines about the “A’”, showroom
pamphlets, 20 x 24 color pictures that
hung on the dealers walls, sales-aid
books, labor schedules, accessory cat-
alogues, and many other items. Col-
lecting literature about the Model
“A” 1s “doing what comes naturally”
for every “A” lover, since literature
can aid in restoration and provide his-
torical background, advice on re-
pairs or rebuilding, color schemes etc.
Literature can also provide some mis-
information that promotes heated dis-
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cussion among “expert A” parlor me-
chanics.

In starting a collection, the instruc-
tion book is usually acquired first.
These are easy to find and reasonable
to purchase. Such a book was the first
item in my collection which now num-
bers over two hundred different Ford
pieces from 1927 through 1931.

My first real literature prize was the
complete unabridged “Ford Service
Bulleting,” 8% by 11 size, with a hard
cover binder. This was before reprints
were available. Of course I was happy
to exchange a Marmon door handle
for the bulletins ! These bulleting which
contained a wealth of information
made me aware that other items would
also be interesting and I began to
search for more pieces. The most logi-
cal place to look was Ford garages;
within a short time I had acquired
parts lists, Fordex (salesmen’s refer-
ence book), dealer brochures and orig-
inal color chips. It became readily
apparent that I had a storage prob-

T

lem, so a legal size filing cabinet was
purchased for $4.00. This did very
well until I found some full page mag-
azine advertisements, that were too
large for the filing cabinet; and even
if they would have fitted it would not
have been practical to stand them on
end. These ads then went in the bottom
of my .dresser drawer, resulting in a
rather disagreeable side effect, since
most of the magazines had been found
in basements or barns and had a pro-
nounced musty or mildew odor which
transferred to my clothes. This prob-
lem was solved when I found an old
sheet music cabinet at an auction, and
after spirited bidding I paid the auc-
tioneer 75 cents and carted it home. It
worked perfectly; the ads and even
complete magazines fitted on the shelves
and there was a shelf for each year.

As of now, the collection is divided
into nine categories and ten sub-
divisions;

1. Passenger cars
a. Domestic
b. Foreign
2. Commercial
3. Magazine and newspaper
advertisements
4. Complete magazines and
periodicals
a. Ford publications
b. Non-Ford publications
5. Accessory catalogues
a. Ford catalogues only
b. All other car catalogues
6. Technical publications
a. Ford publications
b. Non-Ford publications
7. Books
a. Historical
b. Technical
8. Dealer Advertising
9. Reprints and current material



Passenger car advertising consists
of pamphlets and brochures which
were originally obtained from dealers’
showrooms or were mailed to prospec-
tive customers. Some illustrate all
body styles; some, just one body style.
Others are in the nature of testimo-
nials by owners or exploit an achieve-
ment or use. Most items in this
category were printed in only two
colors.

The earliest brochure I have was
printed in 1927 probably prior to pro-
duction, and the six body styles were
illustrated in the four available colors.
This particular pamphlet is a good
illustration that advertising cannot be
taken as gospel. The fordor sedan is
shown as having three windows on
each side and has the coupe pillars.

Other brochures contain photographs
which show the clothing of the era and
also illustrate interiors. Ford Motor
Company made a play for the woman
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driver and one ad featured ‘“Milady
and her Car.” The early 1931 color
pamphlet showed the radiator shell
with the insert only at the bottom.

The foreign catalogues are similar
to the domestie, except for indicating
that a sun roof was available for the
five passenger closed cars and fender
lights instead of cowl lights.

The commercial category is similar
in type to the passenger car except
that the single or similar body type
pamphlets were used more and quite
often the testimonial type advertising
is included with the body style ad.
The range is from station wagons
through funeral coaches to school
busses.

Magazine advertisements are very
intriguing. They were usually in color,
were full pages and sometimes even
two page spreads. A typical one ap-
pears on the back cover of MARC
News. The magazines ranged from the

high class society type to farm mag-
azines. The backgrounds were usually
quite ritzy with boatwells, airplanes,
etc. shown. The ’28-'29 ads often had
a large picture of a car and then a
small picture of an interior or another
body style which was sometimes from
another ad that featured this body
style. Information as to color, cloth-
ing and stripling can be obtained from
this category.

Ford Motor published several per-
iodicals: “The Ford Times” was for
the customer and “The Ford News”
was for the dealer. “Ford Dealer and
Service Field” was an excellent inde-
pendent monthly publication. Murray
Fahnestock was the technical editor.
This facet of the collection is probably
the most interesting and contains
practically all the information found
in the other categories, such as techni-
cal advice, accessory ads, historical
data, new body styles, testimonials,
achievements, changes as they oc-
curred, and comparisons with the com-
petitive cars.

Accessory catalogues were printed
by independent companies for the most
part, although Ford did publish some
accessory pamphlets. Some companies
printed catalogues for the Ford cars
only, while others such as Sears and
Western Auto had a Ford section in

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Ct0".” C”‘rrfk e e e TECHNICAL HINTS
That Finishing Touch

When Ford Motor Company brought
out their new car in 1927, they dem-
onstrated one example of how a low
priced automobile can still be low
priced while it had a good finish. The
Model “A” was finished in pyroxylin
lacquer. This is a finish made from
pyroxylin which is a product of cel-
lulose treated with nitric acid, with
nitration carried less far than in gun-
cotton. It is soluble in methyl alecohol,
ether alcohol solution or amyl acid.
This may not seem important, but it
should be kept in mind when adding
anti-freeze to your radiator this
winter, be careful not to spill any
on your original Model “A” paint job.

The durability of this pyroxylin
finish is shown by the fact that many
Model “A’s” still have a pretty good
original color and shine after 33 years.
I think that most restorers would like
to equal this original paint, but some
of you may not be able to afford it.
You do not have to spend a small
fortune to have a fine finish on your
restored car. If you do it yourself
with the right planning, a very fine
job can be had at a nominal cost.

First, we must cover the ways in
which automobile finishing is done.
There is the lazy man’s way, which
consists mainly of smoothing the old
chipped places with sandpaper and
brushing on some cheap enamel. There
have been some fair results obtained
by this method, but the odds against it
make it very undesirable for your
restored Model “A”.

The next method is enamel spray-
ing. This can produce a good job if
done right, but takes very careful
preparation and spraying. As in all
fine painting, the old finish should be
completely removed. This can be
accomplished with a good paint re-
mover. The remover should be brushed
on with parallel strokes. (Be careful
not to get any on your skin and espe-
cially in your eyes, as it burns the
skin badly). After setting for about
five minutes, the old paint should be
scraped off with a paint scraper or a
putty knife. This may have to be
repeated if there are many coats of
paint on the car. Be certain whether
the remover is the type which, after
using, the surface can be wiped off
and used, or the kind which, after
using, the surface must be gone over
with a good paint thinner or turpen-
tine. After using either one, the sur-
face should be sanded with a medium
orit sandpaper using a rubber or
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wooden block. At this point, be abso-
lutely sure all rust is removed from
the body and all pits filled with body
putty. If the car is badly rusted, it
should be sandblasted. If all the rust
is not removed, it could come through
later and ruin the finish.

Now the body should be sprayed
with a thin coat of =zinc chromate
primer. This should be allowed to dry
24 hours; then apply a heavy coat of
primer-surfacer. When this is dry,
block sand using a block and 220 grit
sandpaper. After carefully sanding all
body surfaces, apply another thin coat
of primer-surfacer and allow a day or
two to dry, then use 320 sandpaper
and water, going through same pro-
cedure; prime again and then finish
off with 400 grit sandpaper. Now
carefully prepare the body in a garage
which is clean and dust free. This can
be accomplisked by spraying the floor
with water. This is important in an
enamel job as the finish takes a long
time to dry and can easily pick up
dust or bugs.

When spraying, make sweeping back
and forth strokes, releasing the trig-

metal edge sanded paint film #400 grit paper

ger at the end of each stroke to avoid
piling up the sprayed material at the
edges of the area being covered. Don’t
use zigzag or circular strokes except
possibly where it is necessary to cover
small irregular objects. Most impor-
tantly, do not spray on too heavy a
coat as this will run and ruin the
finish. Another thing, always wear an
approved respirator when working in-
doors. When using enamel, after
spraying, the car should not be moved
for 48 hours.

For a lacquer job, a little more
work is required but the results are
far more pleasing. The procedure is
the same as in enamel up to the point
where the primer-surfacer has been
applied. First, make sure the primer-
surfacer to be allied is for a lacquer
type finish. If a lacquer is sprayed
over a non-lacquer primer, the results
could be very distressing. After the
primer has dried and been sanded, the
lacquer should be properly thinned,
then sprayed on with a thin coat in
the desired color. As lacquer dries
very quickly, the next color coat can
be applied within a few minutes.
After two or three coats have been
applied, the surface should be gone
over with 600 grit wet sandpaper.
The spraying and sanding can be
repeated for a better finish, or right
then you can go on to the next step,
which is hand rubbing with a good
rubbing compound such as DuPont
#7; then gloss-rub with white finish-
ing compound and finish off with a
good wax.

To summarize; a lacquer job gives
a fine, high-gloss, smooth finish but
requires much sanding and hand rub-
bing. A lacquer finish will last a long
time and a chip-repair can be sanded
smooth and then rubbed out to match
the rest of the body. Lacquer is
also fairly expensive, about $10.95 a
gallon.

Enamel, if applied well can give a
fairly smooth and glossy finish but no
enamel can ever equal a lacquer finish,
so don’t expect too much. Enamel
requires only one or two coats, while
lacquer must have at least three or
four. Enamel is a softer finish and
cannot be sanded. Repair of an en-
ameled area seldom equals the original
finish. Enamel takes a few hours to
dry to the touch and a couple of weeks
to dry completely. That’s about it ex-
cept for saying; “In painting it's
what’s underneath that counts.” Good
luck.



Safety Rules

Especially during the winter
time of the year when garage
doors are generally closed and
heaters are tn use, safety rules
are apt to be owverlooked. Be
safe — don’t be sorry — follow
these rules at all times:

Provide a good ventilation sys-
tem to remove fumes.

“No Smoking” in and around
the spray area.

Place fire extinguishers and
equipment in handy spots.

Never drive a car in or out
of the spray booth . . . push it
by hand.

Comply with safety codes on
electrical equipment and never
use ‘“temporary’” electrical set-
ups.

Regularly check all electrically
driven equipment. Be sure
ground wires are intact to avoid
static electricity.

Keep the area, including the |
floors, clean. Avoid fires from
spontaneous combustoin by dis-
posing of dirty rags and papers
—at least daily, preferably just
before quitting time.

TIPS FOR A SUCCESSFUL PAINT JOB

Here are a few tips suggested by one
of the leading paint manufacturers.

RULE No. 1
CLEAN THE SURFACE

A thoroughly clean surface for paint
to grip or adhere to is absolutely
essential. All dirt, oil, grease, wax,
silicone, moisture, and rust must be
removed. Any of these can quickly
destroy the durability and appearance
of the final finish.

The whole area should always be
washed first with plain water.

The surface can be then washed
with solvent type cleaner made for this
purpose. It will dissolve the various
invisible films on the metal or paint.
Gasoline, turpentine, lacquer thinner,
ete., are never recommended for this
purpose.

RULE No. 2
CORRECT SANDING TECHNIQUE

Sand scratches are no problem! Use
fine grit papers—#320 or finer is al-
ways recommended. Equally important
is the sanding technique. Bearing
down on the paper only introduces
sand scratches. Light pressure on the
sandpaper, allowing the paper to do
the work, is the correct way.

Bare metal areas should then be
treated with a phosphoric acid type
cleaner which will remove rust. The

metal will be etched or “roughened”
so that the paint can get a good grip.
Later rust creepage will be greatly
reduced.

RULE No. 3
TOP QUALITY THINNER

You cannot economize on thinner!
You may be able to save a few cents
on the gallon, but you will pay out
dollars in time and effort, in order to
make up for the shortcomings of a
cheap thinner. Top quality jobs go
hand-in-hand with top quality thin-
ners.

RULE No. 4
CORRECT AMOUNT OF THINNER

Never under-reduce a gallon of paint!
Better to use a little more thinner
than too little. And again, use a top
quality thinner. Never try to increase
film build by cutting back on the
amount of thinner. You are asking
for all kinds of paint troubles!

RULE No. 5
STIR THOROUGHLY

Regardless of who manufactures the
paint, what kind of paint it is . . .
lacquer, enamel, undercoat, ete. . . .
STIR THE PAINT THOROUGHLY.

RULE NO. 6
LOW ATOMIZING PRESSURE

Why be wasteful or cause yourself
work by blowing paint all over the
shop. When properly reduced, paint
can be perfectly atomized at low pres-
sures (40-45 pounds is a good range
for most purposes).

RULE No. 7
CORRECT PAINTING PROCEDURE

Keep the gun perpendicular to your
work and 6 to 8 inches from the sur-
face. Spray fan should be 5 to 6
inches wide. Carefully watch your
timing between coats, especially when
applying air-dry enamel; delay 1n
applying the second coat can seriously
upset the correct drying process, and
in some types of material, leads to

lifting or wrinkling.

RULE No. 8
GOOD VENTILATION

See that plenty of fresh air in the
65-95°F. range is available, especially
during the drying stage. Lacquers
generally require at least 2 or 3 hours,
enamels 18 hours, for complete dry-
ing. Never allow the finish to dry in a
small closed booth or room.

A FIRST PLACE WINNER AT THE 1964 NATIONAL MEET

ABOUT THE CAR . . . It had a few noteworthy original points when it
was acquired. There was a crease down the back of the cab, a ballpeen
textured fender on the driver's side, an original pop-out switch and rear
floor mat. The speedometer registered 85,000 miles and the engine had never
been torn down. The car is painted Bomnie Grey and Chelsea Blue, has
been driven 5,500 miles, has won 9 trophies and is driven about every day

as the family’s second car.
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Sensational Winter Race Won by Model “A”

Recent headlines boasting of Ford’s
accomplishments in stock car races
sounds new, but many of the old tim-
ers can remember that the Model “A”,
in its days, was a record breaker all
over the world. One such event took
place in Sweden on March 6-8, 1931.
The Ford Times carried this account.

The course covered a distance of
1,020 miles, from Stockholm right
across Sweden to. Gothenburg on
the West Coast, and from there
northward through the mountainous
counties of Dalsland, Varmland and
Dalarna, back to Stockholm.

All along the road were control-
stations which had to be passed at
previously fixed times, calculated ac-
cording to an average speed of 50
kilometers per hour. Thus the race
resolved itself into a test of reliability.

On account of the state of the Swed-
ish roads at this time of the year, the
cars participating were subject to ex-
traordinary strains, which caused
seven American cars to retire before
the end of the race.

In the light of this, it is truly re-
markable that all the fourteen Ford
cars participating, not only completed
the race, but were practically leading
throughout.

The participants were divided into
three groups, A, B and C, group A

Mr. C. G. Johansson, concluding his 1,020
mile drive, in Stockholm
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comprising the more experienced driv-
ers, B the competitors who had not
previously taken part in events of this
kind, and group C being that of the
ladies.

In group A, fifteen cars started, of
which seven were Fords. They secured
the first, second, fourth, sixth, seventh
and ninth places. In group B, Ford
cars finished first, second and third;
and in group C, the ladies’ class, the
three Fords starting were the only
cars concluding the race. No wonder
the entire Swedish press were elo-
quent in their praise of the Ford par-
ticipants and their cars.

The victorious Ford driver in group
A, Mr. C. G. Johansson, a Ford dealer
of Karlskoga, concluded the drive
(officially) eight minutes beyond
schedule time. Of these eight minutes,
four were lost when helping another
competitor out of a ditch. Thus in re-
ality Mr. Johansson actually only lost
four minutes over a stretch of over
one thousand miles of ice-coated,
snowy, hilly and winding roads. It
should be remarked that once a driver
had lost points, he was not allowed to
recover them at a later stage of the
race.

In the hilly parts of central Sweden,
the roads were often a mass of ice,
but still Mr. Johansson kept his car

going.

Mr. Thure Johansson, a brother of
“C. G.”, who finished second, (having
lost only eighteen minutes on the long
run) achieved a performance which
almost equalled that of his brother.

The participants started at five-min-
ute intervals. Mr. Thure Johansson
started second, but on account of the
first man getting behind time, after
the first 300 miles, he had to plough
the way through the snowdrifts dur-
ing the worst part of the course. At
one place he encountered a drift more
than two hundred yards long, one
which entirely covered the road, one
through which he had literally to dig
the car! On long stretches the roads
were covered by a deep layer of snow,
which made ordinary driving impos-
sible. In such cases Mr. Johansson
placed his two mechanics on the rear
fenders, to move the weight from the
front to the rear wheels, thus obtain-
ing more powerful traction. Driving
like this, Mr. Johansson had at times

to get near the 110 kilometers mark
to keep to his time-table.

In group B — the members of which
must have found such an event very
trying — Ford cars finished first, sec-

ond and third.

Last, but not least, the Ladies’ Race!
In this group, three Ford cars, driven
by Miss Karin Thunberg, Mrs. Greta
Molander and Miss Astrid Laurin,
started and, in addition, three Ameri-
can cars were competing.

Before long, all the other cars had
to give up, and the three Ford drivers
had the field to themselves, capturing
the Ladies’ Trophy and all other
prizes.

Needless to say, the victory of “the
three dangerous Ford girls” (as they
were called in the Stockholm papers)
turned out a highly popular event, and
when they reached the finishing point
they were greeted by a tumultuous
ovation from the crowd of several
thousand people who had assembled to
see the finish.

Doubtless the most trying and dif-
ficult race so far in winter, this event
once more proved the strength, stur-
diness and dependablity of the Model
A Ford. The results can be no better
expressed than by citing one of the
leading Stockholm papers: “The race
turned out to be a great and justified
triumph for Ford.”

from left front brake, which is the
one that has caused the trouble. Have
jacked up wheel and, when so elevated,
wheel runs free,

The Ford front wheel brake mech-
anism is designed, we believe, to apply
the same effort to the brakes whether
the front wheels are in the straight
ahead position, or turned to one side.
(This is different from the Lincoln,
where turning the wheels to one side
tends to slightly release the brake.)

Since the wheel runs freely when
jacked up, it is possible that there is
some looseness in the wheel bearings
or in the spindle body bearings, which
allows the weight of the car to change
the position of the wheel with relation
to the brake drum.

We wonld be glad to hear from
other mechanics who have experienced
this difficulty.

Would like some explanation of the
so-called “high spots” in Model “A”
front wheel brakes. If drums and
brake shoes are true, where does 1t
come from?

As there is only .011 inch clearance
between the drums and shoes of the
new Model A Ford, it does not take
much roughness to cause apparent
high spots or rubbing places. Yet the
Ford Motor Company says: “A slight
drag in one or two spots will do no
harm, as the brake will soon free up
when the car is driven a short dis-
tance and the brake drum expands
slightly due to the heat generated. For
this reason, brakes should not be ad-
justed with the drums hot, as when
the drum contracts upon cooling, this
would cause the brakes to drag.”

their catalogues. The variety of acces-
sories was amazing and almost every-
thing available on the car of today
was made for the model “A” in its day
automatic transmission, reclining
seats, starter on the dash and many
others. Prices ranged from the ridicu-
lously low to the other extreme.

The technical publications can be a
collection in themselves. This category
contains parts and service manuals,
Service Bulletins, trim catalogues,
color chips, labor schedules, Fordex,
instruction books and many others.
Non-Ford publications like Dykes and
“Motor” magazine printed excerpts on
the care and repair of the “A.” Useful
and accurate information can be found
in this group.

Books about the “A”, the Ford
Motor Company, and Henry Ford are
important in order to have a complete
collection of “A” data. Both Murray
Fahnestock and Victor Page wrote
books about the care, upkeep and re-
pair of our almost indestructible pride
and joy. Books about Henry Ford and
the Ford Motor Company are numer-
ous and range from blatant eulogies
to libelous yellow journalism. Both
technical and historical information
can be obtained from this facet of col-
lecting.

Actually, dealer showroom material,
such as the pictures that hung on the
wall, are not, I suppose, strictly liter-
ature but again having been lucky
enough to obtain some of the pictures,
I have included these items in my
collection. I also picked up some of
the glass slides that the dealer used
in the local movie and vaudeville
palaces. These slides also extoll the
virtue of buying from a local mer-
chant.

The category of reprints and cur-
rent articles or books is being enlarged
almost every day. In addition to re-
prints of material of the model “A”
era, many magazines are printing
articles about collecting and restor-
ing, and of course “MARC NEWS" is
a fountain of information and is an
integral part of the collection.

Whenever someone sees my liter-
ature for the first time, the question
is always the same: “Where did you
find all this stuff?”’ Sources are varied
— auctions, flea markets, barns, other
collectors, basements and attics, an-
tique shops and garages are all places
where literature can be found. Let
everyone know that you collect liter-
ature: do not say you collect only one
type or one car items because quite
often you can trade what you do not
collect for something you want. About
four years ago a friend called me -and
said that he had found the estate
of a man who had collected literature
for more than forty years and there

was so much stuff that you could not
even move around in the room that
it was in. To get the Ford items I
purchased the entire six hundred
pieces including antique airplane
literature. Within six months 1 sold
enough of the non-Ford items to pay
back my original investment, and I
still had plenty of trading material.

In searching for literature I would
run across other automotive items so
I also collect toy cars and “A” acces-
sories.

This article has been quite general
in its approach to the subject. If in-
terest warrants, each category could
be discussed in greater detail in sub-
sequent articles.
