The standard body color for com­
mercial vehicles was Rock-Moss Green, 
but many were painted whatever color 
~vas desi1·ed by the fleet buyer. The 
rear window frame was usually painted 
black. Striping for the Rock-Moss 
Green was French Gray. The uphol­
stery was black artificial leather and 
the seats were without pleats. The door 
panels were black-coated cardboard to 
match the seat fabric·

1929 Model "Att Standard Coupe 
(Body Type #45-A) and believe me, 
chaos reigneth. In talking to other 
Club members and fellow restorers, I 
get many different answers as to the 
correctness of certain parts and items. 

The magazine, MARC NEWS is out­
standing. I do have a suggestion, how­
ever; why don't you folks compile 
booklets-let's say roughly twice the 
thickness of the present day MARC 
NEWS-on each year and body style 
of the Model "A", 1928-1931 inclusive? 
This would eliminate much, if not all, 
of the gnashing of teeth and frustra­
tion of finding correct information and 
details on the parts and dimensions of 
each respective Model "A". 

As it is, most restorers are forced 
to buy seven-eleven catalogs, booklets, 
etc. just to compile all the information 
in one place. Needless to say, this 
causes a fair amount of expense, 
trouble, note-taking and reading. All­
too-often, the information gathered 
proves a "hoge-poge" of contradictory 
facts and outright misinformation. 
This runs into expensive replacement 
costs when a restorer buys one item, 
and finds that it is incorrect for the 
year car he is working o·n. 

I admit that the problems of gather­
ing, compiling and editing all the mass 
of information of each body style and 
each year of the Model "A's" would 
be a real work load; but I would freely 
pay $3.00 to $5.00 for just such a ref­
erence work. And I think so would 
many other a restorer. 

Is it possible that you could inform 
me by letter, of the past issues of the 
MARC News that contain informa­
tion as to the 1929 Ford Standard 
Coupe? Will be pleased to purchase 
those particular issues dealing with 
my car.

other articles add up to the greatest 
publication in the "A" world. Thanks, 
George, we sincerely appreciate your 
great effor ts in our behalf. 

Now for the other half of the team 
to be nominated "Mr. and Mrs. MARC 
of 1964 :" Mrs. George DeAngelis, 
otherwise known as Sid, is on the Dick 
Byrom mailing team and recently led 
a committee which processed all the 
new member applications received 
since last September, and all the re­
newals for 1964, which had swamped 
our treasurer. All you people who have 
wondered where your " MARC News" 
and membership card were can thank 
Sid for finally getting these proc­
essed. 

Two years ago the national mem­
bership was less than 1500- today it 
is 2300 with more membership appli­
cations arriving every day. It is to 
people such as George and Sid De­
Angelis t hat we attribut e our growth. 

Now to approach a subject that is 
"touchy," but one t hat should be 
aired. I went to the Model "A" Ford 
Club of America meet in San Fran­
cisco in 1962, and met with the

MAFCA Board of Di rectors after the 
1963 Model "A" Restorer 's Club meet 
in San Diego. I believe that no one in 
either club is as familiar with the 
workings of each as I am, having been 
an officer in one and a guest of the 
other. 

I had met with them to discuss the 
possibili ty of one united club. Can you 
imagine what a united club could 
mean in the way of a national pu bli­
cation and strength of purpose? 

After the 1963 meeting with their 
Board of Directors, the MAFCA Vice 
President wrote in the September, 
1963, issue of the Bay Area chapter's 
"The Choke Rod" the following: 

(1) We believe ourselves ( MA FCA ) 
to be stronger, healthier, etc., than any 
other club. 

(2) We are a great club and proud 
of what we have. 

(3) We have too much to give up 
that we have worked too hard for. 

(4) A merger would be possible if 
our present format could be retained. 

True, MARC is probably weaker 
because our Board of Directors is 
made up of the Regional Di rectors of 
every Region in the United States and 
Canada. Every Region has a say in 
t he final decisions made for t!1e bene­
fit of all. In MAFCA this is not true 
because to be on the Board of Direc­
tors you have to be able to get to Los 
Angeles once a month. How much say 
do you in MAFCA have in you r na­
t ional club's decisions? You couldn't 
even vote for the Board of Directors 
until a year and a half ago, and you 
sti ll cannot elect your President. This 
is handled "for you" by the Board 
of Directors. A dictatorship always 
moves faster but a weak democracy 

is actually stronger and will wm out 
in the end. 

True, they are a great club, but 
what has made them great is their 
publication . Today the "MARC News" 
is just as great, and I firmly believe, 
greater. 

They list their many chapters, but 
do not stop to think of the MARC Re­
g ions with hundreds of members and 
many chapters to a Region. MARC 
Regions on the whole are more active 
an d larger than an~' MAFCA chapter. 

Theirs is a magazine club, ours is a 
doing club. A large percentage of their 
members belong jusl to get thei r pub­
lication. They have good and great 
men such as Art Miller, Jim Ryner, 
Harry Hocker, Bill Jones, etc., but all 
the "gray matter" in this country is 
not concentrated in one area. 

They have worked no harder than 
we have in t he las t two years. A merg­
er co uld not be possib le if their 
present fo rmat should be retained. 

For all I have said, I still firmly be­
lieve that one great united club is 
the answer. Th ev have t heir strong 
points and weakr1esses as we do. This 
senseless duplication could be resolved , 
but it would have to be beneficial to 
both. I will forever work to this goal. 
Not like the Horseless Carriage Club 
and the An tique Automobile Club 
which will never merge again, I hope 
someday the Model "A" Ford Club 
and the Model "A" Restorer's Club 
could be one again. 

We have officially ass igned a Na­
tion al Headquarters. All mail will now 
be addressed to a most appropriate 
place-MARC, P.O. Box 1930A, Dear­
born, Michigan. Any an d all MARC 
mail will have found a home now. 

B:v the t ime you receive this, a new 
administration will be elected. Your 
nominating committee picked a good 
slate. YOU picked a good set of 
officers. This is the first time in the 
history of MARC that an outgoing 
President and Board swea rs to work 
with the new officers and together for 
a greater and stronger MARC. Your 
cooperation is encouraged, too. 

I wish to thank Stan Walz for all 
the work he has performed in inter­
esting new members and keeping them 
satisfied. Stew Murray as Secretarv 
for his labors in yo ur behalf; Cliff 
Collins as Treasurer. and all the other 
people T have had the pleasu re of 
working with in the past two years . 
I also wish to thank Lambert Dial and 
the San Diego Region for the finest 
National Meet I have yet attended .

My Forty Years With Fords 

.Vofp: TMs if> fltf first· of a flt 1·ee pa1·t 
seriff> on the man who "hitched his 
typewrite?· to thf Ford Star," fhf prod­
uct of M 1l1TOY Fohnf.~fock's 01cn in­
imitahlf rreafion " Ail! Fo1·h1 Y ears . . 
W ith F ords ." 

I was born in 1 RR5. The Benz and 
the Daimler were born the same year. 
Little did I suspect then ( if I sus­
pected anything) the impact of what 
happened in fa r-off Ger many would 
have on my own liff>. And on almost 
ever yone else. 

In the Gav Kinelies. the telephone 
wa~ replacing the telegraph for verbal 
communication. The steam railroads 
and t he electric ~treet car, fot· m5tss 
t ransportation had become old hat. 
But the bicycle had gi\'en Ameri<:a a 
ven for indivi<.lu al transportation and 
~o the "age of gasoline" arrived. 

At the ·world'~ Columbian Exposi­
tion, de~ igned to glorify the "Age of 
Electricity" in 1893, the real "ger m 
of the future'' was a little European 

Daimler, automobil e, which was studied 
with great care by the Duryea Br oth­
ers, E lwood H aynes, the Appersons 
and other notables to be. Cit is said 
that Henry F ord wasn't ther e, because 
he lacked train fare . l I also saw that 
Daimler, t he fin:.t gasoline car in 
America, but was too yo ung to appre­
<:iate it. Also mo::;t of the milling 
throngs gave it scant consideration. 

I was awed by the glamou r of the 
steam locomoti\·e "999" which had re­
cently made a world 's speed record of 
111.1 miles an hou r . ·when I showed 
the engineer of the "999'' a drawing 
I ha d made of his loC'omotive, he took 
me up into the cab and allowed me to 
fond le the throttle ... a big day for 
a 7 year old boy ... But without 
steam we didn't go anywhere. 

Since I was intere~ted in eledricity 
in my ea rly years, one day my D ad 

by Murray Fahnestock, Mern. S.A.E. 

gave me a copy book to keep me out 
of mischief on a rainy day in a Flor­
ida hotel and ~aid "write a book about 
electricity." B ut it failed to shock the 
public and is sti ll unpublished. 

In 1898, at Palm Bfach, I found 
some " Horseless Age'' magazines in 
the hotel lobby. So, luekily for me, I 
tnmsferred my inter est fron'l the age 
of steam and the age of electricity to 
the coming "age of gasoline.'' Tn 1903 
f subs<:ribed to Cytlr> & A utomobile 
T mdf J om·nal . Fortunately, I saved 
the complete car r eview sections and, 
re<:ently used them in <:ompiling f ea­
ture articles on w here early cars 
originated, as published in 20 big city 
newspapers from the Boston Globe to 
the Kansas City Stc:~ r. 

I got my firs t whiff of gasoline 
when our next-door neighbor, Judge 
Hampton bough t a P eugot at t he turn 
of t he century. But I got no rides, 
because t he Judge was prejudiced 
against a small boy w ho climbed over 
on the roof of the Judge's brownstone 
home and startled sl eep~~ horses on 
the st reet down below, making them 
kicl< up their heels \vith a touch of 
lead from an a i r ri fte on the part 
nearest the d r ive r. 

J still remember when th e Judge's 
F rench chauffeu r cra nked the engine, 
t he Judge and family sat rigidly er ect, 
unti l the clutch was let in and the 
ca r started with a neck-snapping jerk. 
Neve rtheless , the P e ugot displaced the 
horse, and the carriage stone (once a 
symbol of wealt h ) disappea red from 
the cu r b. W e had no <:arriage stone, 
but I <:ou ld always jump over his on 
my way to school. 

My first auto ride wasn't until 1902, 
when my 16 year old <: hum got a 
Mobile steam car. He anov.red me to 
drive, af ter showing me how to steer 
around corners by pushing the tiller 
with my knee. But the ~team car tool< 
foreve r-and-a-day to fire up fo r a start. 

My fin;t ride in a ga soline car was with 
anot her chu m, in his .l\'o r t hern auto­
mob ile, a remarkabl~, good car for its 
4 • , 1me. 

When a nearby mill ionaire was shop­
ping for a car, in 1905, the 6 c~·linder 
Model K F ord was the on l ~· <:ar we 
tested that w ould climb P ittsburgh 's 
hill s in high gear, Hnd it went up 
them like a bird on th e wing. But since 
some Model "C" Ford owners reported 
trouble \•Vith burning out of t rans­
mission band li nin gs, I t hought t he 
Model ' 'K " F ord's more powerful en­
gine would cause more trouble. So my 
neighbor bought a J2 cylinder Packard 
instead . .. a fter "asking me . .. a 
man who d idn 't own one." 

I drove f rom P itt sb11 rgh to Gettys­
burg in 1906, and met only one other 
automobile on the three-day trip. Now 
t he same t rip can be made in three 
hours. 

Later I secured a Pennsylvania 
driver's license No. 19,420 on October 
21, 1907 when no in te lligence test was 
needed. 

While I was a student at Carnegie 
T nstitute of Technology in 1908, [ 
worked dur ing the s ummer at the new 
Kensington Factonr whirh built the 
Pittsburgh Si x At1tomob ile. There I 
made Prony brake tests of engine 
power and r oad te~ted cars. 

On one occasion when the cone 
dut<:h kept slipping, I decided to make 
one with less taper. ft didn't slip. But 
when I had the car out on the road, 
the clu t ch stuck as tig-htly as a g lass 
cork in a bottle. So I had to pu t the 
ca r in lo\v gear and return to t he s hop 
without <:hanging speeds . .. possible 
then, because t here was so little 
t raffic. 

I was also arrested for speeding 
at 60 mph around a corner in New 
Kensington . But the squi r e didn't be­
lieve it a nd was n ice. 



(delivered to my home by horse and 
wagon J was a dilapidated wreck of 
a 1908 Reading-Standard motorcycle, 
which my parents hopefully thought 
I wou ldn 't be able to get to run. But, 
like modern restorers, I to re it apart 
and, after reassembly and much push­
ing and puffing by frien ds ( while I 
pedalled violently ) , it finally ran, toss­
ing broken chains in the air with 
r eckless abandon. 

Later, I had a H a rley-Davidson, w ith 
belt drive that slipped on the P itts­
burgh hills. Then two Thor motor­
cyd es " 

August 1, 1914, was a tu rning point 
in history! It was then that I bought 
a :Model "T' ' Ford Roadster for $440.00 
- motor # 554,792. On the very next 
clay, August 2, 1914, Germany de­
clared war on Russia, starting ·world 
War I and the world has never been 
the same since t hen. 

It was at this time that Henry F ord 
promised t hat if he sold ~WO,OOO F ords 
in one year he would return "between 
$40 and $60 to each car owner ... 
t hus automatically enlisti ng a quarter 
of a milli on "salesmen" for Model 
"T" Ford. 

Henry kept faith, and I duly re­
ceived my $50.00 refund, althou gh it 
cost the Ford Motor Company 15 mil­
lion dolla rs in rebates. 

Our children insist T was "born 
lucky" ... lu cky in ears, in t h e woman 
I married, an d also in buying my first 
"Model "T" For d on August 1, 1914. 
For if I had bought it one day earlier 
1 " ·ou ld not have rereived that $5 0.00 
rebate on t hat b rass trimmed, s tem­
winding Model "T". 

After I bought my car, t he F or d 
~alesman persuaded me to work at the 
Pit tsbu rgh branch of the Ford Motor 
Company. Si nee I had worked on other 
makes of ea r lie r cars wher e pa rt!'\ hact 
to be filed to fit - filing is a lost art 
nowadays- T reported to t he assembly 
line with some files w ith the idea of 
filing part s to fit . The fo r eman proudly 
told me, "We don't do that here. If 
a par t doesn't fit , toss i t as ide and 
take another part." This demonstrates 
that accuracy is an essen tial of mass 
p roduction and assu res t he building 
of better cars. 

P ersonally, I foun d the assembly 
line monotonous. B ut many of the 
other men on the line didn 't, for there 
a re always plenty of monotonous peo­
ple in the wor ld w ho like such work , 
an d are h a ppy in doing it. 

After working a week or so on the 
assembl v linP. putting on headlights 
to br i g"htpn the lives of others. I was 
moYed to the shipping department and 
then to t h e repair department. where 
I remember two Japanese men who 
used to show us real speed by working 
on one s ide of t he chassis and then 
,·aulting over it to work on the other 
side. Walter Pfeiffer, the fore man, 
considered that dangerous and calmed 
t hem down. 

Another mechanic jacked up onP. 
rear wheel to test a car with a "non­
stall" differ ential (now, 50 years later, 
coming into use) and cranked the 
engine. The car hopped right down 
off t he j ack and chased him across tho 
shop. Som e th rill! Another mechanic 
filled a gasoline tank with water, 
dumped out t he water and s tarted to 
solder it. It blew up anyway. Some 
bang! 

After working some time in the re­
oai r shop. T was promoted to Assistant 
Service Manager to answer letters 
from car owners i n the Tri -state area. 
Tr e re T was continu~ ll y hatching new 
ideas. which were iridulgently received 
bv Mr . Alexander Dunbar, the nice 
Branch Manager. 

A short time later, on the day be­
fo re Christmas, Mr. Dunbar called me 
into his office. I wondered which of 
my experiments had gotten me in to 
trouble. But Mr. Dunbar said, "The 
rule is that one has to work 6 months 
before being advanced from the $S.50 
to the $5. 00 a day r ate. But in your 
case, we h ave put you on the $5.00 
rate and made it retroactive to the 
first of December." Clear proof that 
the Ford Motor Company has a heart, 
as well as a head, a thousand m uck­
rakers to the contrary. 

When the shop employees raised a 
fund to send a cablegram expressing 
t heir sympathy with the Peace ship, 
I was assigned to write it but was 
unable to do .i ustice to the occasion as 
I had been out until 3 a.m. the night 
before. Moral: I was not smart 
enough to burn candle at both ends . 

Some sit-on-their-fanny crit ics con­
:::;ide red H enry's Peace S hip his big 
mistake. But most sensible people 
welcomed the effort to "do something" 
to cure the Kaiser's F olly. So let's re­
member that t he Ford Motor Com­
pany then plunged into fu ll wartime 
prod uction while other makers were 
still dragging their wheels and con­
tinuing to make cars. 

When the F ordson tractor was in­
troduced to help "win World War I ," 
I thought the best way to study it w:l!'\ 
to drive it, so I went out to demon­
strate one for a couple of days. The 
fa rmer sa id he would buy i t ... if I 
came a long wit h the tractor to oper­
ate i t . But I found the steel t ractor 
seat hard and returned to writing 
about t ractor fa rming on the type­
wri ter. ( Us lazy Americans.) 

During W orld War I, I first served 
as an instructor a~ Carnegie Institute 
of Technology and t hen as a lecturer 
to auto ser vice mechanics (four classes 
of 100 men each) at Univers ity of 
Pittsburgh. In the early years of 
World War I, I worked as Technical 
Editor of the Ford section of the 
Auto Trade Journal at the same time 
Charles E. Duryea was General Editor 
of t he same magazine. B ut that's 
another story. 

At the end of World War I, I hap-

pily returned to my typewriter a~ the 
teaching job required regular at­
tendance and I preferred to work on l.r 
when I fe lt like it. I s ign ed a contract 
with the publi sher of Fo1·d Pifld tr 
provide adequate editorial materi al 
fo r the magazine at a regular sal a r .,. 
while 550 miles away. It was hon­
ored for 30 years and I re('e ived 6 
months voluntary separation allow­
ance when t he magazine wa:::. di scon ­
tinued. 

During t he \\·ar, A. 1,. Dyke had 
offered me $150 to revi~e the Ford 
sect ion of his big Duke's Auto l!:n­
cyclopedia. And T did ~o. ag is aeknowl­
edged at the bottom of page 7770 of 
t he 1918 edi t ion. A. L. D~·ke was nnt 
on ly a pioneer buil de r of c:a r~. but also 
of auto supplies and sold ca r part~ 
fo r those who v.:ished to build their 
own cars (at the turn of the c:entury J. 

When the early F ord Ou.:ner mag­
azine sta r ted sen ding m e letters to an­
swer (at $1.00 per letter ), we started 
an "Ask Me Another" page, selecting 
only those of general in terest for pu b­
lication. B ut when this grew to over 
200 letters a month, t he publisher , 
Mr. Harry A. Apple, decided it would 
be better to have an all-inclusiYe con­
t ract based, a s he said, on mutual 
trust, since the Ford O?Vne?' was p ub­
lished in Milwaukee, 550 miles avvay 
fro m Pittsburgh where T li Yed . This 
gentleman's agreement was renewed 
annually until t he magazine was sold 
in 1955 when Mr. Apple gave me a 
6 months additional bonus as se,·er­
ance pay.

1930-31 ROADSTER 

The new roadster of 1930 was en­
tirely new in design with long, lower 
lines and more beautiful appearance. 
The new moulding flowing back from 
the radiator joined the body belt in 
a panel at the cowl, giving a stream­
li ne effect. This was particularly at­
tractive on the roadster where the 
mouldings were carried down the rear 
dec:k. Wider doors, a wider and lower 
seat and higher sides were other 
features of the 19:10 r oadster. The 
roadster was equipped with a foldi ng 
windshield, a n ideal conven ience for 
summer driving. The windshield could 
be la id flat forward over the cowl, 
with the wind wings fo lding close to 
the windshield. T he black p~-roxylin 
top material was new and added to the 
sporty appea rance of the car. 

All through 1928 and 1929 the road­
ster was established as a good seller. 
It was low in cost, inexpensive to 
operate and was especially popular 
with the younge r people. Even though 
the rumble seat was listed as an ac­
cessor y it was a "hot" item for the 
dealers.

The new roadste rs featured all the 
fine qualities of the 1929 model plus 
new exterior color combinations, but 
only one interior t rim scheme: blaek 
cobra <.: ross grain artifieial leather. 
The exterior co lors \\'ere Thorne 
Brown , Elkpoint Green, Copra Drab 
and Andilusite Blue. With the intro­
duction of the new models, production 
rose very s harply. By April more than 
22,000 were being produced per 
month. Howeve r, t he days of the open 
c.;ars were number ed and by late s um­
mer, roadster production had dropped 
oft' to less than 600 units per month. 

In an effort to stop this downward 
trend, in August of 19:10 Ford Motor 
Company brought out a new deluxe 
roadster. As a result of the new car, 
production of the standard roadster 
dropped to less than 200 units per 
month. In fact, a 1931 standard road­
ster is a rare car with only 5,499 uni ts 
having been produced during the en­
t ire year. 

The deluxe appearance of the c:ar 
was meas urably enhanced by the smart 
trim lines of the top. It was light in 
weight, with small bows and an at­
tractive covering of tan-colored rub­
ber in terlined fabric . S ide curtains 
were of the same material as the top, 

with large window openings of heavr 
celluloi d. Th e seat is upholstered in 
bedouin grain tan-colored genuine 
leather, with narrow piping, f ollow­
ing the latest E uropean mode of trim­
ming. Other features include a special. 
low windshield with conforming wind­
shi eld wings, all with shatte rproof 
glass. Body color combinations used 
on the deluxe were the same as t he 
the sta nd a rd road s ter. \Vindshield 
frame and stanchion s vve re chr omium 
plated. The s pare was on the side in 
the f ender well and the r ear fea tu red 
a t runk rack. I n addi t ion, standa rd 
equ ipment included the r ear-view mir­
ror, wh ich extended out from the left 
·windsh ield stanchion, the cowl-lights 
and rumble seat. 

When the 1931 line of cars were in­
t roduced the deluxe roadster remained 
a lmost unchanged, but featured a new 
set of color combina t ions. And for the 
first time wheels were painted to match 
the stripe. However, t he fender well 
and t he t r unk r ack were no longer 
.anti lable as a standard item. The 
standard roadster, a lso became avai l­
able with a complete new set of ex­
terior colors . Black was added to both 
lines. 



The upper panel of the st ainless 
steel raditor shell was painted body 
colo r on both models. No mention is 
made of the lowPr panel. 

Th ere were 112,901 standard road­
sters produced in 19RO and 5.499 in 
1931. In the deluxe line, 11 ,313 were 
manufactured in 1930 and 52,997 in 
1 9Rl. 

Running Changes 

Some of the most s ignificant changes 
to the 1930 chassis were the intro­
duction of rustless steel for bright 
parts- r adiator shell, headlamps, tail 
lamp, cowl fini sh strip, hub caps, radi­
ator and gasoline tank caps-the in­
troduction of the balloon tires ( 4. 75 x 
19 ) , and the reshaping of the head­
lights to a shallower parabola. 

Oth er important changes affecting 
the 19~0-R1 roadster are listed by the 
month as follows : 

Feb1·'lta1·y, 193·0-T he steering col­
umn was lengthened by one inch and 
the mounting br acket was shortened 
:~ ~ of an inch making additional clear­
ance between the driver's seat and 
steer ing wheel. 

Ma1·ch-T he main bear ing cap oi l­
drain pipe was enlarged f rom 'YlH to 
~~ to prevent oil from bypassing the 
main bearing. A stack-fastener strap 
which holds the roadster top became 
standard equ ipment. 

Apr-il-Door bottom weather strips 
were inst alled on all roadsters , phae­
tons and open cabs. The emergency 
cross shaft was changed from tubular 
to solid design. A new splash plate was 
added to the radiator upper tank to 
prevent loss of water. 'With the new 
headlamp tie rod a new horn bracket 
was redesigned from 1 inch to 1¥8 
inch wide-the new bracket will fit the 
old tie rod but the old bracket will not 
fi t t he new tie rod. 

May-The baffles in the breather 
pipe wer e r edesigned to point down 
and toward the center. A new dimen­
sion of .035 was advised as the best 
setting for spark plugs (some re­
storers are finding that .040 works 
even better ) . 

June-Th e oval instrument panel 
made its first appearance. When in­
st alling this panel be s ure that the 
instrument panel light wire fits into 
the small slot in the panel provided for 
that purpose, otherwise the edge of 
the panel may cut the wire causing a 
short. A new speedometer cable with 
a square-end shaft and mating square­
hole speedometer gear was introduced 
(this is important when ordering a 
replacement speedometer cable) .

Au g?tsf-A new hand brake lever 
assembly with finer teeth was int ro­
duced. This lever has a longer swing 
therefor e causing some interference 
with older design floor boards. A new 
f ront bumper bar was put in use. It 
was 60 inches long, 2% inches shorter 
than the previous design . 

No'vember-Front fender brace was 
changed from a stamping to a forging. 
The square-headed shock absorber 
needle valve was changed to hex head 
and increased in diameter. 

D ecembe'r - Interchangeable lock 
cylinders were introduced, permitting 
one key for ignition and door. 

M aFch, 1931-Addit ional metal was 
added to the exhaust manifold to pro­
vide more str ength at t he outlet flange. 

Ma'y-A new cowl tank was intro­
duced along with a new gasoline pipe 
and the r elocation of the sediment 
bulb f rom t he cowl to the carburetor. 
Wit h the tank change the dash­
mounted steering column bracket was 
also released. 

TIP 
You may have noticed if you have 

worked on one of the deluxe bodies 
with lots of wood parts that there is 
a black, soft material applied near 
the wood-to-wood joints. This is a 
graphite-grease mixture which pre­
vents wood squeaks when the body 
moves with the frame as it flexes. The 
closest thing to a duplicate of this 
lubricant is a graphite-base pipe 
thread compound used by steamfitters. 

There are many of these compounds 
on the market, but not all contain 
graphite or have permanent Iubricat­
i·ng qualities. So if you have occasion 
to replace wood parts it would be well 
to keep the squeak problem in mind 
and Iu bricate the wood joints.

Replacement Model uA" Floor Mats 

There were two types of floor-mat 
materials available with the Model 
" A" Ford car when purchased new: 
rubber and ca1·pet. 

The most common type of floor mat 
was the rubber mat emlJossed with a 
design similar to sunbursts. 

The carpet type of floor mat was 
made of carpeting with a square 
weave. 

The original rubber mat did not 
have any felt backing on the underside 
s uch as many of the modern replace­
ment mats have today. The driver's 
compartments (cab ) of each Model 
"A" Ford are not alike. Some are wider 
than others while some are larger in 
length from the edge of the driver's 
seat to the pedals. Other models differ 
at the sills. A universal rubber mat 
W<J S made later as a service item and 
it incorporated all the variances. Onl:v 
the two holes for the accelerator pedal 
and foot rest were cut out. And all 
other holes, for the various mats, were 
scribed on and you cut out those that 
fit your particular car. Thus, if a mat 
wa s to be installed in an early '28 
or '29 car, the hole for the emergency 
brake was cut directly in front of the 
gear shift hole. If it was to be in­
s talled in a late '29, '30, or '31 car, 
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by Johnny "X" X i fos 

then the hole for the emergency brake 
would be cut to the right of the gear 
shift hole. On the early '28 cars, a 
space would be cut at the far, left 
side of the mat around the location of 
the hand brake of the early '28 models. 

In some cases, particularly on the 
roadsters and touring cars, the service 
mat proves to extend beyond the wall 
of the ~~at trough. A few snips with 
a scissor or a sharp knife and the mat 
wiJI fit nice and snug. 

These rubber mats are being manu­
factured today and have proven to be 
not onlv authentic in appearance but 
of excellent quality. 

The rug mat was made of a woven 
fabric which has the appearance of 
a wool and cotton mixture. In almost 
all cases these mats were made for 
an individual body type. All of the 
more expensive models such as the 
town sedan, the cabriolet, and A 400, 
the deluxe touring, etc., were fitted 
with this luxurious floor mat, both in 
the front and in the rear, and in some 
cases on the door sills. However, many 
of the cheaper models such as the 
business coupe, standard roadster, 
etc., could have such a mat installed 
if desired, or if a salesman could con­
vince the buyer that for a small addi­
tional charge he could have a deluxe 
floor mat at his feet. 

The original rug floor mat was brown 
of color and the edges were stitched 
with a dark brown cotton piping all 
around the entire mat to protect it 
from unraveling. The front or driver's 
mat had a piece of rubber stitched at 
the position where the heels rested to 
prevent premature wear. This rubber 
was the exact, same design as the 
1930-31 running boards: pyramid rub­
ber. For all 1928-31 models this piece 
was just stitched on, extending to the 
gear shift hole and up to the hand 
brake hole. 

The underside of the rug mat was 
coated with a rubberizing, possibly to 
prevent condensation from seeping 
through. There were snap slots to fit 
the male ends, which were located in 
various places beside the floor boards; 
so the mat could be snapped in place 
to prevent slipping or shifting. 

The author has been successful in 
duplicating an exact copy of this beau­
tiful floor mat. After searching dili­
gently in stores and shops in several 
states, it was concluded that this type 

of weave is no longer manufactured 
in this part of the United States. It 
has been observed, however, that the 
back of all the rear seats of the latest 
Volkswagen cars do have THE EX­
ACT, SAME WEAVE RUG as the old 
Model ((A" Ford floor mats, with th e 
only exception being the color. 

To duplicate this rug for your car 
you must purchase the required 
amount of carpeting needed from a 
Volkewagen dealer. Lay it on a fl at 
surface with your old mat on top ; 
trace the outline of your old mat over 
and on to the fabric of the new rug 
- use a tailor's chalk or a heavy 
marking pencil. Cut the outline using 
a very heavy scissor. For the gear 
shift hole and hand brake use a sharp 
s ingle-edge razor blade, always taking 
precautions not to allow the weave to 
unravel. 

l'\ ow we are ready to sew on the 
piping along the edge. 

If you do not possess a heavy-duty 
sewing machine or the experienee 
necessary to operate one, it is best 
to take this chore to a trim shop or 
upholsterer to sew the piping on. The 
piping must be heavy unstarched cot­
ton tape, one inch, or one and one­
quarter inches wide. If you can obtain 
the wider t ape, it is considerably eas­
ier to sew. This tape can be purchased 
at any large department store or 
trimming and no t ion counter. 

While you are at the sewing ma­
chine, place the rubber heel piece in 
position and have the operator sew it 
in place. 

When the sewing has been com­
pleted, you will have a mat exactly as 
the original but for the exception of 
the color. A trip to the dime store and 
a package of fabric dye, brown of 
color, will complete the last P>tep. 

Boil the dye in an old pot or pan. 
Lay the mat on a flat surface outdoors 
- the patio or the lawn will do. Dip 
a brush in the dye and brush the en­
tire rug until it is all a dark brown. 
Allow several hours to drv and vou v v 

will have an exact copy of the Model 
H A" deluxe floor mat, the only excep­
tion being the snaps underneath. 

Thus, we have learned that the floor 
mats of the Model ((A" can be re­
produced and there is no reason why 
a properly restored Model ''A" can­
not have 100 % in judging of the floor 
mats.

Model "A" Plays ltn portant Part in Ship Repairing

Cardiff, the principal seaport of 
Wales, ranks (after the London and 
Liverpool ) among the largest Ports of 
the British Isles.

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Front Floor Mat Variations 
by Edtva-rd Francis 

In general, the front floor covering 
for the Model "A" has been thought 
of as relatively simple. That is, it was 
made of black rubber with a sun-burst 
pattern and the same one could fit any 
body style. The only difference was 
the deluxe models which had carpet. 

This is probably the understate­
ment of the century, because the fact 
is that there was a different mat made 
for almost every body style and these 
floor coverings ( rubber or carpet) 
changed along with the various de­
sign changes that were made on each 
body style. 

When the Model "A" was first in­
troduced, rubber floor mats were used 
only on the open cars and the business 
coupe. All closed cars came with car­
pets. The original r ubber fron t -floor 
mats had a pyr amid type design iden­
tical to the 1930-31 r unning board 
rubber. 

T he carpeting was of square weave 
and was brown with a Spanish brown 
artificial leather binding. There was 
a rubber inser t (pyramid pattern ) 
sewn on the carpet directly under the 
pedals and extending beyond the gear 
shift lever. 

Four different designs were released 
f or the early 1928 models , two were 
rubber and two were carpet. One rub­
ber mat was used on the phaeton and 
roadster, and the second was used on 
t.he business coupe. Of the two carpet 
designs, one was made to fi t the coupe 
and sport coupe, and the other to fi t 
the tudor. A third carpet with a leather 
binding was designed and released 
with t he introduction of the two­
window fordor. 

E a rlv in 1928 when the emergenC~' 
hrake handle was relocated from the 
left side of the car to the front of the 
gear shift leyer , the front floor mats 
\vere redesi~ned and the s unburst pat~ 
tern m;::~ de its first appearance and the 
nvramid pattern was, discontinued. 
This sunburst pattern then became the 
1'-i t andard for tre remainder of the 
Model cc A" production. 

Late in 1928 the rubber mat for the 
business coupe was changed to carpet 
which left onlv one rubber mat in pro­
duction. the one for the phaeton and 
roadsters. All other body styles had 
caroet. 

As the 1928 model year ran out. it 
mnst have become apparent that the 
r ubber m~t was cheaper to produce 
and more dur able in use, because when 
the new 1929 models reached tre deal­
ers onlv the town sedan and cabriolet 
had carpet as standard equipment. All 
other models were changed to rubber. 
However. the rubber mats carne in 
four different sizes and shapes. One 
des ign was :for installation in the 
phaeton. roads ter and station wagon, 

a second for the tudor, a third for the 
coupe, and a fourth was for t he fordor . 

When the brake lever was relocated 
a second time, from t he front of the 
shift lever to the side of the gear 
shift housing the floor mats had to 
b~ redesi~ned. At the same time the 
mat which had been used on the tudor 
was discontinued and the same mat 
which was used on the praeton was in­
Rt::1 lled in tudors. 

By the end of 1929, one would think 
that ever:v combination and design 
idea would have been tried. Not so! 
With the introduction of the 1930 
models, new model combinations and 
design variations were released. Phae­
tons and roadsters used one r ubber 
mat, coupes and sport coupes used a 
second rubber mat, a third was used 
on tudor s and station wagons, and a 
fourth mat was for use on the stand­
a rd fordors. 

The carpet material was also chan$.ted 
with the 1930 model introduction. The 
new material was available in brown 
or green and t he binding matched the 
i ntArior color scheme. 

The final changes were made in 
1931 when a variety of deluxe bodies 
were released. each with its own car­
pet design. Refer to the chart for 
('omparing differences between each 
design. 

It was not unti l J une, 1931 that the 
F ord Motor Company carne out with a 
universal type rubber mat. This mat 
had the various designs stamped on it 
and the mechanic cut to fit.
