Dear Editor: 
In the September-October issue of 

MARC News, the technical article on 
steering, page 10, shows photos of early 
and late model steering gear housings 
equipped with grease fittings. The photo 
on page 11 shows a plug instead of a 
fitting on a late model housing. 

I would like to know what kind of 
lubricant to use in my 1930 steering gear 
(mine is equipped with. a plug ). Clymer's 
reprint of The Owner·'s H andbook says 
to use special F ord steering gear lubri­
cant - not g rease. Yet, in one of his d ia­
grams of a n early model steering gear, 
he shows a fitting. 

I noticed that someone had put grease 
in the steer ing box of my Model "A" at 
one time. I tried adding some SAE-90 gear 
oil (such as used on present day steering 
boxes ) which promp_tly ran out through 
the headlig-hts switch. Now I'm really 
confused. P erhaps there are seals that 
need replacing and the unit should be 
removed from the car. 

Your article on wheel alignment was 
lnost helpful a s was the brake treatise 
in a previous issue - probably saved me 
from converting to juice brakes. Keep u p 
t he good work.

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Directors Fall Meeting 
Representatives from seven regions 
were in attendance at the Board of 
Directors meeting at t he F airlane Inn, 
Dearborn, Michigan, on ~ctober 3, 
1964. Regions represented were: Mich­
igan, Indiana-Ohio, Calumet ( Illinois ) , 
Illinois, Wisconsin, Nickle "A" (Wis­
consin ) , and Three Rivers ( Pennsyl­
vania) . In addition, twenty-two reg­
ular members from the Michigan area 
joined the board in a "before business" 
get-acquainted dinner. 

The first order of business was the 
National Membership Meeting to be 
held in March. President Stan Walz 
a nnounced that the Wisconsin region 
had offered to host the meet in Madi­
son on March 13, 1965.

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date on your calendar, March 13, 1965. 

The Board agenda included two 
specific requests fo r the privilege of 
hosting the 1965 National Meet. Th~ 
first was received f rom the Smoky 
Mount ai n Region (the group respon­
sible for the very fine Meet held in 
conjunction with the Marysville Hill­
billy Homecoming this year ) , and a 
second from the Motor City Chapter 
headquartered at Greenfield Village, 
Dearborn. It was the opinion that the 
1965 Meet should be in Dearborn and 
was so voted. The vote for homing the 
Meet at Dearborn was taken with 
cons ideration that perhaps our mutual 
friends in Tennessee would be willing 
to sponsor a meet ing in 1966. The 
Greenfield Village Board of Trustees 
has notified the Motor City Chapter 
that they will serve as co-hosts fo r the 
~ ational Meet to be held at Greenfield 
Village, Dea r bo r n, Michiga n, on 
August 6, 7, and 8, 1965. 

President Walz suggested that per­
haps the club can return to having a 
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national meet every year, with Dear­
born being the location every second 
year. Th e idea met with the approval 
of other board members and it was 
suggested that it be proposed at the 
annual meeting.

It was moved by Ed Breedon tha·t 
an annual budget for MARC News be 
allocated at the annual meeting of each 
year, and that expenditures during the 
year would be at the discretion of the 
MARC News director. 

A list of names of proposed mem­
bers fo r the judging committee was 
then proposed . Among them were 
Chick Sole, Richard Benefield, Lambert 
Dial, Paul Moller , Douglas Spencer 
and Robert Heunisch. P res ident Walz 
would make the appointments and 
notify each member by letter. 

Next on the agenda was t he pro­
posals by t he Constitutional Revision 
Committee which was followed with 
considerable and spirited discussions 
of var ious phases of our constitution. 
With t he de liberations grinding with 
all the fin esse of justice itself , it soon 
became apparent that the matters 
could not be satisfactorily concluded 
at this meeti ng and finally the p ro­
posals were tabled for future consider­
ations. 

With the adjournment of the meet­
ing came an invitation for those pres­
ent to attend the Michigan Region's 
annual Judgment Day convening at 
the Village the following morning.

As Mr. Ford Built the "A" 

One of a series of articles describing 
the body colors, interior trim schemes 
and cha.ssis changes that were incor­
porated in the Model "A'' at the time 
of ds p1·oduct1'on.

1930-3 1 Standard Phaeton 

The model "A" Phaeton is probably 
the most desired body style among "A" 
entl:1Usiasts of today. Back in the 
model "A" era, however, it was the 
least popular even though it was lower 
in price than the closed car. There 
were only 20,560 standard Phaetons 
produced compared to 546,788 Tudor 
Sedans. 

The new Phaeton for 1930 was 
entirely new in design, with long lower. 
lines and more beautiful appearance. 
The belt moulding design started at 
the radiator and flowed back to join 
the broad belt of the body at the cowl, 
accentuating the low lines of the car. 
Other new features fo r the Phaeton 
were approximately 2 inch wider doors, 
making access easier to both front and 
rear compartments; lower seats; 
higher body sides; and a folding 
windshield which could be laid down 
forward over the cowl with the wings 
folding on the windshield, a real con­
venience for summer driving. The new 
top design was the quick collapsing 
type, easily handled by one person, 
and folded flat, adding considerably 
to the sporty appearance of the car. 

With the introduction of the 1930 
models, Ford's famous "rustless steel" 
was also in t roduced. The announce­
ments stated : 

((An advanced step has been taken 
by the inh·oduct?'on of 1·ustless steel 
fo1· b1·ight pa1·ts on the Fo1·d ca1·­
radiato1· shell, headlamps, tail lamp, 
cowl finish st'rip, h'u,b caps, 1·adiator 
and gasol1:ne tank caps. 

'
1 Fo1· yea'rs nickel-plating has been 

used extensively fo 'r these b1·ig ht pa1·ts. 
Latel11 ch'romium plating has been 
'introduced, because of its tarnish­
proof q1talities.

((Now, in the new Ford cars, comes 
1·nstless steel, polished to a b1·ig h t 
lu.<:te1· of endu:n'ng quality. It is non­
co?Tosi've, ?'Ustp?·oof and ta1·n1:sh-proo.f. 
Th e1·e is no plate to wear of], crack 
f>r" scale." 

On the Phaeton it also included 
the windshield brackets. The Company 
~d~ described the Phaeton as: 

'
1 A mode1'n to1win.o ca1· in even; sense 

of th e 100'rd. All-steel, gracefu l, stream­
lined body finishfd in two-tone py?·­
oxylin lacque1·, st?·ong enough to with­
stand the 1·onghest 1.1se, light and 
smooth enough to be economical in 
01Je?·ation and luxurious in driving. 
Th 'ree speed gear bo;t;, four wheel 
ln·akes and the nd1'able Fo1·d 40 H.P. 
engine." 

In 1930 the standard Phaeton was 
available in four colors ; Thorn Brown 
or Andalusite Blue in a solid single 
color; two-tone combinations of Elk­
point Green with Kewanee Green belt 
and moulding or Copra Drab wi th 
Chicle Drab belt and moulding. Stripe 
colors were orange or French gray 
for the solid colors and Apple Green 
and Straw for the two-tone combina­
tion respectively. 

When the 1931 models were intro­
duced, a third solid color , black, was 
made available and the Andalusite 
Blue was replaced by Lombard Blue 
with a D uches Blue stripe. The two­
tone combinations were changed so 
that the belt colors became body 
colors and body colors became the 
belt colors. The stripe colors were not 
changed. 

Interior trim for the 1930-31 Phae­
ton was very limited. In fact it was 
available in only one scheme, cobra 
eross grain black artificial leather. 

This was used on the seats, front and 
rea r , the front seat sides, quarter t r im 
and windlace. The doors, front cowl, 
and quarter lock pillar were trimmed 
with cobra cross grain carboard to 
match the seat fabric. Black rubber 
floor mats were used in the front and 
re11r compartment. 

The top covering was black rubber 
top material with an embossed grain. 
Side cu rtains were of black pyroxylin 
coated fabric with the door cu rtains 
being supported on steel uprights 
which opened with the doors. The 
large openings are of heavy celluloid. 
The cu rtains are laid fl at in a special 
compartment under and back of the 
front seat. 

Th e top hardware and top rib socket 
nut~ were painted black on all stand­
ard Phaetons. 

Domestic production of the standard 
Phaeton was 16,470 units produced in 
1930 including 16 units which were 
built in December of 1929. It is pos­
s ible that several 1930 Phaetons could 
have been sold in 1939 and, as was 
the practice of that period, the title 
would list it as a. 1929. 

In 1931 only 4,074 units were pro­
duced wi th the lowest monthly figure 
being in November when only 16 were 
built. 

INTERCHANGEABILITY 

Very few major parts of the P hae­
ton are interchangeable with other 
models. However, a most important 
item is the rear fender. The same 
fender is used on: 1928-29 Fordor 
(leather bacl<) and Town car; 1930-31 
Tudor, Station Wagon, Town Sedan, 
Standard Fordor. Victoria, 1'A" P anel 



Deliverv and Deluxe Delivery; 1929-
30-31 Deluxe Fordor (2 windows); 
and 1931 Convertible Sedan (A-400), 
Deluxe Fordor Sedan. 

Interior door handle; 1928-29 Phae­
ton 1928-31 Roadster and Open Cab 
tru~ks, 1930-32 Panel Delivery (All). 
1930-32 Station Wagon, 1931 School 
Bus.

CHANGES 

Important changes affecting the 
1930-31 Standard Phaeton are listed 
by the month as follows: 

February, 1930-The steering col­
umn was lengthened by one inch and 
the mounting bracket was shortened 
% of an inch making additional clear­
ance between the driver's seat and 
steering wheel. 

March-The main bearing cap oil­
drain pipe was enlarged from 5/16 to 
% to prevent oil from bypassing the 
main bearing. 

April-A rubber weather strip was 
being installed at the bottom of the 
doors on the Phaetons, Roadsters and 
Open Cabs. For cars already sold a 
special weather strip was released for 
installation by dealers. The windshield 
wing brackets and rubber were re­
designed to provide a more positive 
grip on the glass. 

The emergency cross shaft was 
changed from tubular to solid design. 
A new splash plate was added to the 
radiator upper tank to prevent loss 
of water. With the new headlamp tie 
rod a new horn bracket was redesigned 
from 1 inch to 1lfs inch wide-the 
new bracket will fit the old tie rod 
but the old bracket will not fit the new 
tie rod. 

May- The baffles in the breather 
pipe were redesigned to point down 
and toward the center. A new dimen­
sion of .035 was advised as the best 
setting for spark plugs (some re­
storers are finding that .040 works 
even better). 

June, 1930- Vacuum type wind­
shield wipers were adopted on open 
cars. Windshield upper stanchion was 
no longer drilled for electrical wire 
and when a replacement was installed 
on an older car the wire would have 
to be run up the side of the stanchion. 

The oval instrument panel made its 
first appearance. When installing this 
panel be sure that the instrument 
panel light wire fits into the small 
slot in the panel provided for that pur­
pose, otherwise the edge of the panel 
may cut the wire causing a short. A 
new speedometer cable with a square­
end shaft and mating square-hole 
speedometer gear was introduced (this 
is important when ordering a replace­
ment speedometer cable). 

July- To further increase the 
strength of the floor side sill, the rear 
filler block length was changed from 
3 inches to 6 inches. The length of the 
bevel on the block was increased from 
1% to 4lfs inches. 

August-A new hand brake lever 
assembly with finer teeth was in~ro­
duced. This lever has a longer swmg 
therefore causing some interference 
with older design floor boards. A new 
front bumper bar was put in use. It 
was 60 inches long, 2% inches shorter 
than the previous design. 

May 1931-A new cowl tank was 
introd~ced along with a new gasoline 
pipe and the relocation of the sediment 
bulb from the cowl to the carburetor. 
With the tank change the dash­
mounted steering column bracket was 
also released.

How to Replace An ''A" Timing Gear On a Trip 
and be Back on Your Way in Less than Two Days 

I suspect that the reason this mis­
fortune occurred to me is that my all­
stock, original 1930 Town Sedan had 
just turned 25,000 original miles on 
the speedometer, and I had failed to 
take it back to a Ford dealer for a 
check-up. Secondly, I was on my way 
to Louisville to attend the MAFCA 
National Meet. 

If you are going to have a timing 
gear "go" while you are on a trip, try 
to avoid the Fourth of J uly weekend. 
But if you must, pick a city like Day­
ton, Ohio. 

Bright and early on the second day 
of you r trip, while driving through 
the center of downtown, Main Street 
and Peterson Avenue, you start to 
hear an engine knock, the kind of 
knock you have never heard before. 
Your wife will say, "What is that?" 
You reply, "I d.on't know, but it will 
have to get much louder before I stop." 

It will get louder. Then, just as sud­
denly, the knocking will stop. In fact, 
the engine will stop and so will the 
car. With some luck you will have just 
enough momentum to get part way up 
a used car lot driveway. Nothing is 
more conspicuous than a stalled Model 
"A," half on the street and half on 
the sidewalk. As if by instinct, your 
eyes will glance at the gas gauge; it 
will show full. Then you check the 
fuel tank shut-off valve in case it may 
have closed accidently; it will be on. 

Making sure that the ignition key is 
"on," you try the starter. The engine 
cranks and cranks, but it will not 
start. By this time, you get the feel­
ing that all the people in Dayton are 

i 
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driving past that corner. Swallowing 
your pride, you nonchalantly step out 
of the car and pull up the hood as if 
you know what's wrong. 

In very short order, you discover 
that the spark plugs are not firing. 
You immediately replace the condenser 
and try again; still no spark. Next, 
with that short jumper wire that you 
always carry, you check the "hot" 
terminal of the coil (battery terminal ) 
and it is ''hot." After removing the dis­
tributor cap, you manually open and 
close the distributor points with a 
screwdriver, and this produces an ex­
cellent spark at the coil wire. Half 
thinking that perhaps you have acci­
dently tightened a wire that had not 
been making good contact, you pro­
ceed to put everything back together 
and t ry the starter once more; but, 
still no spark. You remove the dis­
tributor cap again and check the rotor 
to make certain that it is not loose. 
You check the distributor body to see 
that it has not popped up from its 
lock position. Everything seems nor­
mal. You ask your wife to try the 
starter again, as if to expect the 
trouble to reveal itself right before 
your eyes. Suddenly you see that as 
the engine is cranking, the distributor 
rotor is standing still. You conclude 
that this is serious, and in a very weak 
voice you explain to your patient wife 
that you will not make it to Louisville 
in time for lunch . 

Now, at a time like this, you had 
better have your MARC roster with 
you. Checking the members in Dayton, 
you will find Harold Angel right at 

the top of the list. He will be at home; 
and after hearing of your trouble, he 
will be out with his car and a tow 
rope and, in a short time, he will have 
you and the Model "A" in one of his 
half-dozen storage barns just outside 
of town. 

With Harold looking on, you review 
the trouble. You pull out the distribu­
tor body expecting to find the lower 
end of the shaft stripped, but this will 
be in good order as will be the rest 
of the distributor assembly. At this 
point, you conclude that the teeth from 
the oil-pump drive gear, which also 
drives the distributor, must have 
stripped. This is a big mistake. 

At any event, with Harold storing 
the "A" for a couple of days, you rent 
a car and continue to the Meet in 
Louisville. In spite of the trouble, you 
can still have a wonderful time at the 
Meet chit-chatting with all the other 
"A" members who made it. Don't for­
get to buy a new oil pump drive gear 
and a valve cover gasket at the flea 
market. 

By getting an early start the next 
morning, you should reach Dayton be­
fore noon and, after contacting Harold 
again, you return the rented car and 
get back out to the storage barn. 

Being a considerate club member 
and not wishing to take advantage of 
a fellow member, you will assure 
HaTold that you have all the parts you 
need and the proper tools and you in­
sist that Harold go on his way to enjoy 
the beautiful Sunday afternoon while 
you repair your "A" with the able 
assistance of your spouse. 

There should be no difficulty in re­
moving the carburetor, distributor 
and the valve cover, but the oil pump 
bearing retaining spring may offer 
some resistance. Then, get a good grip 
on yourself and, if you have a quick 
temper, caution your wife to block her 
ears because as you gently ease out 
the oil pump drive gear you will find 
it in perfect condition and hardly 
showing any wear. Suddenly, it be­
comes apparent that it's the fiber tim­
mg gear. 

There you are, several miles out of 
town -no telephone, no transporta­
tion and no timing gear. You start 
thinking that maybe Harold will be 
back again in a couple of hours. It's 
still early in the afternoon and you 
are not expected home until the next 
day; so, why not start taking the front 
timing gear cover off. But, before you 
do a single other thing, replace the 
oil pump gear. Otherwise, when you 
try to pull the fiher timing gear off of 



the camshaft, the camshaft will pull 
out of it and, once the valve lifters 
slip off of the cam lobes, you are really 
in trouble. 

Chances are that t he timing gear 
hasn't been off for a long t ime and 
you will need plenty of elbow roo~ so 
you will have to remove the radiator. 
This means draining the water, dis­
connecting the hoses, and removing 
the wiring harness from the head­
lights and horn. Since the generator 
is supported by the front cover, you 
must also remove the generator and 
fan belt. 

Removing all t hese items will con­
sume the best part of an hour and, in 
the meantime, your wife, who is a 
smart u A" enthusiast in her own right, 
will hike a li t tle dist ance down the 
road to a small gas station and, with 
the aid of the phone book, she will try 
to locate a member in Dayton wit h a 
timing gear. Calls to Malcolm Colby, 
Fred Cooper, J oseph Kielbasa and 
Charles Baker will all prove worthless 
because it's the 4th of July weekend 
and none of them will be home. 

When she returns to tell you the 
bad news, you will be having problems 
of you r own. The radiator and all the 
other related parts will come off with­
out any problems, but the f ront cover 
will be stubborn. Seems that the engi­
neers at Ford did not provide enough 
space between the front of the oil pan 
and the frame front crossrnernber to 
permit the use of a % -inch socket for 
the removal of the two front oil pan 
bolts which fasten to the front cover. 
Finally, with an open end wrench 
from the front, a pair of pliers from 
the under side and the proper twist of 
the mouth, they will come loose. Don't 
even think of how to put t hem back. 

At long last t he cover is removed 
revealing the fiber t iming gear with no 
less than six t eeth completely stripped. 
Also, you will notice a big f at nut 
holding the gear in place and you don't 
have a single wrench large enough to 
remove it. Then you will begin to 
wonder, s ince the camshaft rotates 

counterclockwise, is the nut a left­
hand or a right-hand thread, and there 
isn't enough t hread showing to tell. 
( Make a mental note right now. It's 
a standard right-hand thread.) Well 
at this point, it doesn't make much 
d'ifference because you haven't located 
a new gear anyway. 

About this time, Harold Angel will 
retu rn to close up the barn and, upon 
seeing you there, he will be practically 
speec.hless. After hearing your story, 
he will offer to t ake you to a motel in 
town to clean up, get a good supper 
and try to locate a timing gear. But , 
even with Harold's help, a timing 
gear cannot be located in Dayton. 

Soon you a re calling ten miles away, 
then twenty and finally you will reach 
Glen Crawford in Richmond, Indiana . 
If anyone has a t iming gear, certainly 
Glen will. 

If there is anyone deserving praise 
fo r real club fellowship, it is Mr. and 
Mrs. Glen Crawford. Uupon hearing 
of you r plight, these two people will 
gather their two youngsters, j ump in 
the family station wagon, and drive 
the forty miles to Dayton, arr iving 
about 11 :30 P.M. Not only will they 
present you with a good used t iming 
gear, but they will offer such encour­
agement that you will soon forget all 
the headaches of the day and turn in 
for a good night's rest. 

Next morning, Harold will be around 
early and you head out for t he storage 
barn again. On the way, you stop at 
a junk yard and Robert Robertson, a 
f riend of Harold's, will loan you a 
good-size drift punch, a large crescent 
wrench and a hammer. The hammer 
and punch is almost a must to get 
the nut loose. 

About an hour later , you will be in­
stalling the replacement gear . Since 
the two drive pin holes are drilled off­
center, the gear can only go on the 
camshaft one way. The only thing to 
be careful about is to mesh the two 
gears according to the t iming marks. 

By slowly turning t he cr ank shaft 
with the hand cr ank, you find that the 
timing gear will go on with a little

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CLUTCH CHATTER ... TECHNICAL HINTS 

Adjusting Cylinder Head Bolts for More Power 

The idea that more power could be 
obtained by ''adjusting" the cylinder­
head bolts of a Model "A" engine 
rather startled Ford mechanics a 
third of a century ago, and seems to 
have been generally forgotten since 
then. However, K. R. Wilson, noted 
toolmaker for Model "A" Fords dur­
ing the production years, proved this 
true by mounting a Model "A" Ford 
on a dynamometer and taking actual 
horsepower readings while varying 
the tension of the cylinder head bolts. 

As K. R. \Vilson explained, every­
thing is a "jelly fish," and the ap­
parently heavy, cast iron cylinder 
block of the Model "A" Ford is no 
exception. We can easily prove this 
for ourselves by placing an inside 
micrometer in one of the cylinders, 
lightly touching the walls, and parallel 
to the crankshaft. Now squeeze the 
block between your own two little 
hands. What happens'? The inside 
micrometer drops down, demonstrat­
ing that the cylinder bore has been 
forced slightly (very slightly ) out of 
round. 

Of course, the distortion isn't much. 
But then pistons and rings are (or 
should be) fitted to thousandths of an 
inch, and the pressure of one's two 
hands can hardly be compared to the 
distortion that may be caused by over­
tightening a heavy cylinder head bolt. 

Builders of all auto engines are 
limited as to the placing of the cylin­
der head bolts by the need to leave 
spaces for water passages, valves and 
cylinder bores. They have to use the 
leftover spaces for the cylinder head 
bolts which have to be pulled down 
really tight to hold the gasket against 
the leakage of gases and water. 

To pull the bolts down tightly, with­
out distorting the block, it is neces­
sary to pull them down evenly, which 
requires the use of the proper tool­
a torque wrench, even if you have 
to borrow it. 

It is often true that a difference of 
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several horsepower can be caused by 
differences in the tension of the cyl­
inder head bolts. Few Ford dealers 
have a dynamometer, but a rough 
test can be made by jacking up the 
wheels of a car on which the cylinder 
head bolts have not been evenly ad­
justed, and setting the throttle to 
maintain a 25-mile speed of the rear 
wheels. Then, by using a torque 
wrench to adjust the cylinder head 
bolts to equal and predetermined ten­
sion, the increase in speed, even at 
this comparatively low output, usually 
shows that proper adjustment of the 
cylinder head bolts really does make 
an important difference. 

The fact that cylinder head bolts 
can pull blocks out of alignment is 
shown by the fact that Ford used 
dummy or skeleton cylinder heads, 
with bolts in place, to prevent dis­
tortion of valve seats when grinding 
valves on Lincoln cars. 

To restore a Model "A" to its orig­
inal performance, it is necessary to 
restore factory adjustments. The Ford 
Motor Company recommended a torque 
of 50 foot pounds for each ahd every 
cylinder head bolt of the Model "A" 
Ford. 

Standard shop practice is to adjust 
the tension of the cylinder head bolts 
when the engine is warm. 

Not only should the cylinder head 
bolts be adjusted to the proper ten­
sion, but it is also important that they 
be tightened and loosened in the 
proper order. 

Since torque wrenches are precision 
tools, they should be given the same 
intelligent care that micrometers and 
other precision tools receive. Since the 
torque wrench is a measuring tool, 
it should be used only for checking 
the tension of the bolt, which should 
have previously been tightened to 
nearly the correct tension with a 
socket wrench. 

We call them torque wrenches be­
cause measuring the torque or turning 
effort is the only practical method of 
measuring the actual tension of the 
bolt. A properly tensioned bolt should 
be stretched .001 inch for each inch 
of its length, but this is impractical 
for cylinder head bolts.

The importance of proper order in 
tightening the cylinder head bolts will 
be appreciated when we realize that 
the cylinder head gasket contains 
asbestos (a yieldable material that 
beds down as the bolts are tightened ) . 
Consequently, if the bolts at one end 
are tightened, the cylinder head will 
teeter on the gasket which, when un­
evenly compressed, may result in gas 
or water leakage. This may also result 
in distortion or warpage of the cyl­
inder head. 

The proper way is to start at the 
bolt nearest to the middle of the cvl­
inder head, and then work alternat~ly 
from end to end and from side to side. 
May we suggest doing this in two 
stages using about 25 foot pounds of 
torque for the first time around, and 
following this with the full 50 pounds 
for the final tightening. 

Let's use the same intelligent order 
of tightening the cylinder head bolts 
as is sometimes used in tightening a 
wheel on a hub. 

Not only should th·e cylinder head 
bolts be properly torqued when the 
cylinder head is replaced, but when 
we took our own new Ford to the 
dealer for the first inspection, we were 
glad to see that the mechanic checked 
all the cylinder head bolts for proper 
torque after the first thousand miles 
of use. We felt, "Ah, there is a 
mechanic who knows his stuff." 

It is also good shop practice, al­
though perhaps not quite so important, 
to loosen cylinder head bolts in the 
same proper order that they should 
be tightened to prevent distortion of 
the cylinder head. Since this is just 
as easy to do, why not do it? 

In the Model "T" Fords, the head 
was held by cap screws threaded 
directly into the block, but when the 
threads in the block became worn, it 
was necessary to use oversize cap 
screws, cut oversize threads, and ream 
the head for the oversize bolts. To 
eliminate this trouble, a change was 
made to replaceable studs in the cyl­
inder block of the Model "A", one of 
the many reasons for its long life. 

Before adjusting the cylinder head 
bolts with a torque wrench, or any 
other, it is important to see that the 
threads on the studs are in good con­
dition to allow the nuts to screw down 
farther onto the studs than they will 
when the cylinder head is in place . 
Otherwise, battered threads may give 
a misleading impression of torque and 
tension, regardless of how the nuts 
were tightened. 
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With the long winte1· months just around the corner, now is the 
tim e lo start fh ink?"ng about those "A" costumes jo1· next yea1·.

Slight differences in thread size, 
dirty or damaged threads may affect 
the amount of torque needed to tighten 
a bolt. Part of the torque will be 
wasted in overcoming t hread resist­
ance, so that the bolt tension as meas­
ured by the torque will not be correct. 

Also, the contacting surfaces be­
tween the nut and the cylinder should 
be clean, smooth and oiled. The nuts 
may be checked on the studs by hand 
to see if they have about equal resist­
ance. 

Some mechanics may not have 
not iced that the th reads on the two 
ends of the 7 / 16-inch studs of the 
Model "A" are different. Of course, 
that is because the cylinder head 
block is of cast iron and requires the 
deeper 14 U.S. threads to get s ufficient 
grip, while the steel nuts can be 
tightened more securely and are less 
liable to loosen with the 20 thread 
S.A.E. standard. 

Some mechanics have reported that 
after doing jobs that involved remov­
ing the cylinder head, the engine did 
not seem to regain standard perform­
ance, even though everything seemed 
to have been properly done. 

This may have been due to the cyl-

inder head bolts not being properly 
adjusted during a previous service 
operation. This may have caused the 
pistons and rings to act as a hone and 
had worn the cylinder bores an oval 
shape under that cylinder head bolt 
tension. Then, when the tension of 
the cylinder head bolts were changed, 
the cylinder bores assumed different 
shapes and no longer fitted the pistons 
and rings. 

Note: Spark plugs are another part 
where a torque wrench is used to ad­
vantage, since proper torque on t he 
not-too-husky spark plug shell is 
necessary to maintain proper pressure 
between spark plug shell and cylinder 
head, to insure the proper transfer of 
heat from the plug to the water-cooled 
cylinder head. 

It is obvious that improperly 
tightened spark plugs may result in 
compression leaks or breakage, but a 
secret trouble may arise from disto r t­
ing the spark plug shell enough to 
cause a change in the gap between the 
points. 

That's why the Ford Motor Com­
pany recommended a torque of 34 to 
38 pounds for the spark plugs of the 
Model "A" and Model "B" Fords.

I t has double cowl vents of 
1928 design, a 1930 steering col'u,mn and wheel, and safety glass all around. 

T he inteTior featuTes a special upholstering of dark gr·een cloth with hai·r­
line str·ipe, window shades on all windows, and two woven sun visors. A 
socket in the rear· window shelf held a bottle of Vichy mineTal water, which 
Ford favored for his health duTing the per·iod. 

Chassis-wise, the car· has special cast-ir·on br·ake dr·ums, r·ibbed for· cooling, 
and a lar·ge hand br·()-ke lever of Lincoln design. The engine compaTtment 
r·eveals nickel-plated acor·n head nuts, a Tilston carbur·etoT, and an Otwell 
health heater·. Th e hor·n, which is Model ((A" in appear·ance and located in 
conventional ((A" manner, is the later date '33 t'ibrator type. 

Ford used the Model ((A" as his peTsonal car· until 1942 when it was re­
placed with a V-8 sedan.

Blazing a Trail in Australian Wilds 

With the object of making moving 
and still pictures of the wild and little 
known Kowmung Valley of New South 
Wales, Mr. Reginald G. Johnson re­
cently had a venturesome but success­
ful journey in a new Ford Model "A." 

The valley is accessible by bridle 
track, which Mr. Johnson had trav­
ersed previously on horseback, but it 
had not before been penetrated by 
car. Mr. Johnson encountered some . . 
hair-raising experiences on the t np. 

"We carried extrication and ..salvage 
gear," be said, "and .were prepared 
for many river crossmgs. Our firs t 
effort at the 'Junction' proved futile, 
owing to the force of water and the 
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huge boulders that lifted and swung 
the car. With considerable effor t, we 
reversed on to the lapstones again and, 
after repacking the engine against the 
inrush of water, we risked a much 
deeper part, where the boulders were 
not so la rge. This attempt was success­
fu l. 

"Riley's Crossing was extremely 
troublesome, owing to the slimy nature 
of the t remendous lapstones forming 
the river bed. Slipping and bumping 
so badly that at times we found our­
selves facing up or down stream, we 
made the crossing anxiously. To nego­
tiate the quicksands of t he riverbed 
at M'Mahon's we had to 'step on it,' 
and make a spectacular dash to the 
opposite bank. 

"Then we encountered the forbidding 
range~ that guard the Kowmung River. 
At Butcher's, we frequently had to 
fo rce the car between steep and sandy 
embankments that loaded our running 
boards and mudguards with stones and 
sand. After following the trai l into 
the forest, we were soon retarded by 
innu merable logs. Many dead trees 
were poled , rolled and dragged from 
the front of the car, and we received 
tenific jolts when we came into un­
avoidable contact with bracken-cov­
ered stumps. Precipi tous and boulder­
strewn grades of less than one in three 
awaited us in the cedar country, and 
there wer e dangerous washaway 
corners and gutters. Snakes were 
numerous, and we saw dozens as we 
moved logs, t rees and bark from the 
trail. It took us more than seven hours 
to travel a mile and a half of descent. 

"We were continually forced to the 
edges of sheer ravines that lined the 
trai l. The axes were used incessantly 
as we cleared the track. In most places, 
a deviation of a few inches from the 
narrow trail would have overturned 
the car into the gullies below. In one 
part, we were compelled to ta~e such 
risk, owing to a huge t ree that lay 
lengthwise on our track. Forcing the 
car over the edge of a ridge, we made 
an alarming descent, and our car 
skidded through bushes and under­
growth until it was checked by being 
run into a tree. Eventually, the Ford 
took us safely to the Kowmung River 
-the first car to reach it. The return 
journey was just as difficult, but we 
accomplished it without accident." 

So much for Mr. Johnson's story, a 
pattern of restraint; but Australian 
Fordists have to get accustomed to 
driving conditions such as would make 
the average British motorist decide 
t hat t heirs was an impossible country. 

That, of course, is why the Ford 
stands where it does in the esteem of 
Australian motorist. 

Its high power-to-weight ratio, the 
excellence of its suspension, and its 
embodiment of stamina bred into it 
by experience gained in the produc­
tion, and use the world over , of 
20,000,000 motor vehicles, will always 
see the Fordist through; and although 
the Australian gets his cars and t r ucks 
from the Ford plants in Canada, they 
are identical ( in design, material and 
workmansh ip) with those manufac­
tured and built in Britain, Europe, 
Asia and the United States of America. 



MARC TEN YEARS AGO By Richmond Bell MASSACHUSETTS REGION 

As I mentioned in my last column, 
the autumn of 1954 saw Ford Motor 
Company become aware of the exist­
ence of our Club, and Ford expressed 
considerable interest in the restoration 
of the Model "A," and in the Club 
itself.

My problem is that t he ribs and 
frame a1·e screwed from the top down 
and wood screws are underneath the roof 
side panels. I noticed that the side panels 
are seamed at the back and tacked to the 
front pillars. Does it mean that I must 
remove the drip moulding- and side panels 
to replace the wood and then retack and 
fill the side panels afterward?

Since you w ill not have replacement 
gaskets, you use that tube of permatex 
fo rm-a-gasket which you carr y in 
you 1· tool box for just such an occa­
sion. Apply it generously. It cannot be 
regarded as a permanent gasket but 
it wil l get you home. '
