Even though the subject relates to 
judging rules, and will have to be re­
solved by the judging committee, your 
"MARC News" staff respectfully offers 
the following opinion. 

The growing body of information 
arising out of the research now being 
conducted by many, particularly Ed 
Francis and George DeAngelis, serves 
not only to increase our understand­
ing of our beloved HA's" but makes us 
more conscious of the fact that we 
can speak with less positive authority 
in areas that in the past we felt were 
positively defined. 

For those who are unfamiliar with 
the automotive industry as it was 
then and is now, you should under­
stand that there are 5 basic control­
ling factors: 

1. The original specification or design. 
2. The abi lity of the manufacturing 

locations to produce the material 
as specified. 

3. The continuing change. that takes 
place because of field experience. 

4. The ability of supply vendors to 
make the parts. 

5. Last, but of particular importance, 
the preferences of the buyers which 
will differ from area to area. 
Briefly, no two manufacturing loca-

tions, even if producing similar parts, 
are equipped with similar machines. 
Processes and specifications must, 
therefore, be changed to fit the manu­
facturing capabilities. Tooling is a 
key point. One plant may be produc­
ing a part with a certain type tooling, 
while another plant is unable to do 
so. These differences in manufactur­
ing capabilities and tool design will 
result in modification from plant to 
plant. Vendor sourcing (outside pur­
chased parts) is even more difficult. 
Changes or modifications must be 
allowed for, resulting in continuing 
specification deviations. Throughout 
the course of any one model year, 
these deviations will total in the thou­
sands. 

Not to be overlooked was the orig­
inal purchaser of the vehicle. Many 
of the Model "A" buyers were in­
dividualists with definite ideas of 
what they wanted, and those ideas did 
(as they do now) differ from area 
to area. Specific authorization and 
often prepayment was made to deal­
ers to make changes to fit the fancy 
of the purchasers in an individual 
area. 

We do not mean to establish as fact 
what may have been only general 
practice; but, in our opinion, we do 
need a framework for our judging 
standards, which recognizes and ac­
r,epts as did the Company in prepar­
ing the original specifications, suf­
ficient give and take. 

The Model "A" is, as told by a 
sailor friend, like other women, 
HThey're all the same, but there is a 
difference." 

DeANGELIS AND FAHNESTOCK 

George DeAngelis recently visited 
Mr. Fahnestock at his summer cottage 
near Dunkirk, New York. The main 
topic, of course, was the Model HA ." 
In commenting about the long life of 
the car, he stated: 11There are still 
about 300,000 of the 35-year-old Model 
HA" Fords in the United States, and 
of these, perhaps 280,000, or more than 
a quarter million, are still in use. 

"With over a third of a century 
past, it is interesting to surmise how 
many of these will reach the century 
mark in the year 2028. 

"There is the story of 'The Deacon''s 
One-Hoss Shay' which was fashioned 
in such a perfect way that it lived for 
100 years to a day. So why not the 
Model ''A." 

HThirty-five years ago, t hese Model 
"A" Fords wore coats of many colors, 
and since the steel surfaces of the 
Model 'A' Ford were bonderized to 
prevent rust, many of these Model 'A' 
Fords have been repainted to equal 
their pristine beauty, while the radi­
ator shells and other parts of stainless 
steel still retain their enduring beauty. 

ucertainly maintenance has been 
needed to keep these Model 'A' Fords 
in running order; new t ires to replace 
those worn from endless miles, new 
batteries and plugs to replace those 
that have lost the spark of youth. 

"But the essential reason why so 
many Model 'A' Fords are still in use 
lies in the fact that it was designed to 
maintain a r oad speed of over 50 miles 
an hour, and this is still the legal road 
speed in many of our most populous 
states in America."

How Model ''A'' Technical A rticles Were Written 
An Apology by Murray Fahnestock, Mem. ~.A . ./!J. 

Until your editor carelessly remarked, 
"How about a brief item on how the 
articles on the Model "A" Ford were 
written?"- I had not thought of this, 
but I had just drifted into it. 

Of course, there is creative writing 
... as an art. That implies something 
original -a product "of the imagina­
tion and, preferably, interesting and 
beautiful. But a writer's first novel is 
often based on elaborated reminis­
cences of his own life. But I'm not in 
that class. 

There are also reporters to keep us 
informed as to history, which is news 
when it first occurs. This not only 
covers events, but also ideas, and can 
be a useful service. It has been a 
pleasure to report events and new 
ideas in the Ford industry. When two 
people trade dollars, each has the 
same number of dollars, but when they 
trade ideas, then each has twice as 
many. 

The first need of a reporter is source 
material, as he cannot give out what 
he doesn't take in. Newspaper report­
ers usually take notes from the spoken 
word, but technical reporters know 
that the spoken word is often unre­
liable. So t hey prefer to gather infor­
mation from as wide a range of 
reading as possible. 

Kipling wrote, "They little know of 
England, who only England know." 
So may we add our two-bits as: "They 
little appreciate Ford cars, who only 
Ford cars know." 

A real wr iter might start with an 
outline, like the Vision of Si'r L aun­
faul: "Over his keys the musing or­
ganist, beginning doubtfully and far 
away, lets his fingers wander as they 
list to build a bridge from dreamland 
for his lay." 

That's not how this reporter builds 
his space-fillers, a thing of shreds and 
patches, from his notes. But, taking a 
sourball or caramel into the wide-open 
space below his nose (since good wives 
object to chawing tobacco) , sighs and, 
picking up one of his notes, writes as 
best he can about that, laboriously 
putting one word after another. Hard 
work! That's what he tells the income 
tax man. 

Since I make so many errors on full­
size pages, I use half-size pages and 
try to keep each idea on a separate 
page. 

When Editor George DeAngelis saw 
my suggestion for writing on half 
pages, he said to reduce hi~ errors ~e 
might try quarter pages. Smce that IS 
a better idea, this suggests that one­
eighth pages would be better still ; 
and so along the road of one-half of 
one-half to one-half of nothing. Per­
haps I should not take the cover off 
my typewriter ! 

When there are too many pages, I 
shuffle these around on the desk, like 

solving a picture puzzle, and try to 
arrange them into some semblance of 
order . If there are too many pages for 
the desk, they may cover half the 
floor of my den with me on hands and 
knees (like Belshazzar when he ·did 
eat the grass of the fields or the bas­
ket ball player who has dropped his 
contact lens or his teeth ) . 

After making corrections, the ar­
ticle is rewritten, often several times. 
This habit of rewriting is why re­
portel·s are seldom good speakers, be­
cause they keep mentally rewriting 
their talk while delivering it, resulting 
in confusion. 

With me, it first started when my 
busy father, in trying to keep an 8-
year-old out of mischief, offered me 
$2 to read the Bible .through and, al­
though I found the "be-gats" tough 
going, I got the $2. Then I went to 
the public library and asked for Gib­
bon's "Decline and F all of the Roman 
Empire." The librarian asked if I 
wanted all of it. When I said "Yes," 
she winked at the others and brought 
out a stack two feet high. So they 
laughed at me as I staggered away, 
with only two of the s ix volumes un­
der my arms. 

In my first year at prep school, I 
thought bigger words were more im­
pressive and wrote an essay on Han­
nibal. In class, the teacher said to my 
dismay, "Read it." I tried to tell him 
it wasn't finished. He insisted. I t ried 
to eliminate the big words I couldn't 
pronounce and stumbled as the Roman 
Empire fell down on me in confusion. 
Et tu, Brute ! 

After his little joke, the t~acher said 
to rewrite it in simpler words. Then 
he had it published in the school bul­
letin, thus giving me a taste for 
"printer's ink" which has never left 
me. 

This proved that, although I couldn't 
write well the first time, almost any­
thing could be improved by rewriting 
it one or more times. 

Flauber t made DeMaupassant write 
a story a day, since practice gives pro­
ficiency. I have tried to follow the 
same idea, although not with the same 
success. 

When I couldn't find suitable illus-

trations for a story, these were made 
by my wife and signed "H.M.F." But 
11My Life Witch Hazel" is another 
story. 

Most f requently I used my own 
name for t he articles, but when my 
articles became too many in the same 
magazine, I started a series of "nom de 
plumes." These are scattered through­
out the many issues. The most used 
were: Thomas Howe, Ed Technical, 
B. Wise, Jackson Smi th, Jack Wil­
liams, Robert Rob1·ay, Phillip Law­
rence and Johnny Jump-Up. 

The book "Know the Ford" was an 
accident. 

First printed as a collection of mag­
azine articles from January to Decem­
ber, 1928, and called "The Model 'A' 
Ford Car," it was soon sold out. It was 
republished in French by the Ford 
Motor Company of Canada. A second 
edition called "Know the Ford" was 
published in 1930's and sold well, until 
the Ford V -8 turned the Ford dealers 
interest to V-8 engines. 

Then " Know the Ford" became a 
sleeping beauty (if I may say so? ) for 
nearly 30 years. Finally, "Prince 
Charming" (P ost Publications) ar­
rived and, to my complete ~urprise, 
produced a better book by addmg ques­
tions and answers from another book 
of mine. And the book now live~ hap­
pily after its r esurrection. 

When an erstwhile friend said, "So 
you' re a writer and use your brains! 
It's a wonder you don't starve." I re­
alized I would have to use the Ford 
idea of the mass production of words 
to keep the wolf from the door. So I 
briefly returned to high school to learn 
the touch system of typing more rap­
idly. 

By averaging 10 to 20 pages per 
month of more than 800 words per 
page for 40 years, that adds tG more 
than 5 million printed words. The 
quantity, if not the quality, was there. 

A typical, 300-page novel of 240 
words per page would use 72,000 
words. So dividing over 5 million 
words by 72,000 words would be the 
equivalent of 70 novels. I wore out a 
lot of typewriter ribbons, even though 
winning no blue ribbons by so doing.

Authentically Speaking 
or 

As Mr. Ford Built the "A" 

and George DeAngelis 

Editor's note : One of a se ries of 
articles describing the body colors/ 
interior trim schemes and chassis 
changes tha t were incorpora ted in 
the Mod el "A" at the time of its 
production. It is publ ished by the 
MARC News in a n effort to broaden 
its readers knowledge a nd with the 
intent to encourage in terest in pre­
serving and restoring the Model" A" 
as it was ma nufactured . 

All mate ria l has been obtained from 
the Ford Motor Company archives/ 
Ford's Resea rch a nd Engineeri ng 
Staff library/ or the Engineering 
Release records for the Model ''A". 

1928-29 TUDOR SEDAN 
The Tudor was one of the original six 
body styles introduced to the public 
with the introduction of the Model 
"A." In the following two years, almost 
three quarters of a million were built, 
making this style the best seller of any 
Model "A" body style. 

The exterior of the Tudor Sedan has 
the character is t ic of .. the coupe pillar 
wi th a broad belt molding which starts 
at the front door hinge and stretches 
back to the rear of the back window 
where it div ides. A small molding skirts 
the window line t o the roof and a wider 
one continues around the rear. Two 
.Ys -in ch stripes of a contrasting color 
add smartness to the molding. The 
lower stripe is approximately ~ inch 
above the lower edge of the belt mold­
ing and continues around the back of 
the car to the opposite side. The upper 
stripe follows the upper edge of the 
belt molding to the rear window, then 
up the molding to the roof where it 
comes t o a point and reverses itself to 
come down and around the back of 
the body. 

Contrary to the belief of many, there 
were no two-tone color combinations 
for the 1928-29 Tudor Sedan. That is, 
the body was painted all one color, 
upper and lower, t he only exception 
being belt molding, reveals and upper 
body back on some models. (see chart) 

In 1928, there was a choice of. fi ve 
color combinations with three of t hem 
being blue, a most outstanding feature 
for a low-priced car. The colors were 
Niagara blue light, Niagara blue dark, 
gun metal blue, dawn gray and Arabian 
sand dark. 
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\Vith the introduction of the 1929 
M odel "A," a new set of color combina­
tions was offered : bonnie gray, vaga­
bond green, rose beige and andalusite 
blue. For restoration purposes, welting 
on the cowl should be primed and then 
painted body color. 

The inter ior, with unusually smart 
lines and attractive trim scheme, pro­
vided ample seating capacity for five 
persons. Newly designed , identical pas­
senger and driver seats featured well­
formed spring backs, which folded down 
to permit easy access to the rear com­
partment. Interior t rim schemes con­
sisted of gray cloth with wool stripe, 
gray cloth with silk stripe and blue 
cloth with hairli ne stripe. The pattern­
type material was used to t rim the 
seats, door and quarter, while matching 
plain material was used for back panels, 
roof rail, windshiel d header and lock 
pillar . The top was t rimmed with 
cotton-napped headlining material to 

match . The front and rear floors were 
covered \vith brown carpet until la te 
1928, a t which time it was replaced 
with black rubber. 

In January, 1929, two more trim 
schemes were added, making a total 
of five. One of the new trim schemes 
consisted of a blue hairline-striped cloth 
on parts of the seats, and plain blue 
wool cloth on the doors and quarter 
panels. The second scheme had a brown 
check on the seats with plain wool cloth 
on doors and trim panels. In addition, 
the blue t rim scheme was available as 
a piped or plain design, while the brown 
check was only available as a piped 
design. 

During Model ' 'A" start-up - 1927-
there were 1948 Tudor Sedans made 
for domestie consumption . In 1928, the 
domestie production reached 208,562 
cars, and in 1929 the Model "A" Tudor 
had its biggest year with 518,588 cars 
manufactured. 



PARTS INTERCHANGEABILITY 

To know which parts are interchange­
able between the various body styles 
is always helpful. Following is a list of 
Tudor parts which were also used on 
other body styles: 

Body fr~nt assembly (cowl) and 
windshield-All Coupes 1928 and 1929, 
Deluxe Delivery 1928 to 1930, Taxi Cab 
1928 and 1929, Station Wagon 1929. 

Door assembly- All Coupes 1928 and 
1929, Deluxe Delivery 1928 to 1930, 
Taxi Cab 1928 and 1929. 

Window regulator assembly-All 
Coupes 1928 to 1931, Closed Cab 
Trucks and "AA" Panel Delivery 1928 
to 1931, Deluxe Delivery 1928 to 1930, 
Taxi Cab 1928 and 1929. 

Window regulator handle (nickle­
plated)-All Coupes 1928 to 1931, Town 
Car 1928 and 1929, Closed Cab Trucks 
and Panel Delivery 1928 to 1931, Taxi 
Cab 1928 and 1929, Standard Fordor 
(2 and 3 window) 1929. 

Door handle assembly, out side-All 
Coupes 1928 and 1929, Taxi Cab 1928 
and 1929, Deluxe Delivery 1928 to 1930. 

Door handle, inside (nickle-plated)­
All Coupes 1928 to 1931, Closed Cab 
Trucks 1930 and 1931, Deluxe Delivery 
1928 to 1930, Taxi Cab, 1928 and 1929 . 
. Cowl cardboard assembly-All 
Coupes 1928 and 1929. 

Pillar finish stripe- All Coupes 1928 
and 1929, Deluxe Delivery 1928 to 1930, 
Taxi Cab 1928 and 1929. 

Brown back window curtain-All 
Coupes 1928 to 1931, Standard Fordor 
1929 to 1931, Deluxe Fordor 1930 and 
1931, Victoria 1930 and 1931. 

Dw·ing the ea'rly p1·oduction of t h e 
Model ((A" th e-re w e1·e many changes, 
especially on th e chassis . T hese 
changes w e1·e cove1·ed in the A u thenti­
cally Speaking, 1928-29 R oadsteT aTti­
cle (July -A u gust 1963 ) . Following a1·e 
some of those mai O?' changes. 

JANUARY 1928 
Change from integrated parking brake 
to an independent parking brake sys­
tem. This change made the rear wheel, 
brake drum, backing plate, hub wheel 
lugs and hub cap obsolet e. 

JUNE 1928 
The brake rods were redes igned into 
solid nonadustable rods. This was 
done to give a fixed rod length and 
simplify brake adjustment. This 
change necessitated changing the front 
brake lever and the upper end of the 
outer lever of the cross shaft assembly 
from a single eye end to a clevis. 

NOVEMBER 1928 
New flexible front engine mount was 
introduced to prevent engine vibra­
tion from being transmitted to t he 
frame. Recommendations were made 
to all dealers to rework existing cars 
to the new mount. 

New s ingle plate clutch and fly­
wheel was made standard on all cars 
replacing the multiple disc plate clutch 
and flywheel.

A new service brake cross shaft 
assembly was designed and made 
standard ori all cars. The new shaft 
replaced the old style cross shaft and 
equalizer assembly. 

With the new brake cross shaft 
adustable brake rods were introduced. 

The red plastic steering wheel was 
replaced with a black hard rubber 
steering wheel. 

FEBRUARY 1929 
New design steering gear was being 
provided in large quantities. This new 
gear was known as the hour glass 
worm and two tooth sector type. 

Two lite headlamps were introduced 
in two types - a two bulb type for 
cars without cowl lamps and a single 
bulb type for cars with cowl lamps. 

OCTOBER 1929 
Cylinder head and gasket were rede­
signed adding an elongated hole in 
them to increase water flow through 
c:ylinder head. 

Rea r axl e s}laft h ous ing wa s 
changed, t he change could be incor­
porated in present cars by us ing a 
thinner gasket.

BERKELEY, CALIFORNIA 

When we left San Francisco, I was 
completely equipped with an assort­
ment of tools, crammed into a leather 
purse, which I tried to carry non­
chalantly on my arm (it weighed 30 
pounds ). In addition, we had mail­
ordered to Binghamton, New York, 
the nearest city, a set of tires, a dis­
tributor and some brake parts. 

Before arriving in Roscoe, we also 
picked up a battery, oil, gasoline, a 
roll of wire and two used spare wheels 
and tires. 

The dusty vehicle that we rolled out 
of the shed did not look like a trans­
continental speedster. It had been 
bought new by a local farm-reso.rt 
owner to take on his honeymoon (they 
were now grandparents ) , had served 
them as a bus for summer guests, and 
finally as a farm wagon. The wood was 
painted coffee brown, the cowl blue, 
the hood cream. The fenders were a 
little crumpled and torn. All three 
seats, however, were in place. The 
wood was a li ttle rotten around the 
upper corners, and there were no side 
curtains. 

Less than half an hour after we un­
locked the door , the engine was r un­
ning, and we were ready to drive to 
Binghamton, seventy miles away. We 
had exactly two blowouts en route, and 
arrived in Binghamton Sunday night. 

Scott had to leave for San ·Francisco 
the next day, but before he left he 
turned t he Model "A" and me over to 
the helpful hands of Ed Stolarcyk, a 
service station owner.· He also gave me 
a list of things to do: find radiator 
cap, install motometer, weld tie rod, 
tighten motor mounts, get bill of sale 
signed, paste permit on windshield, 
repair wood rot with fiberglass, pick 

The timing gear "went" in Philadelphia 
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up and mount new ti res, have brakes 
relined, repair radiator, install king 
pins, condenser, coil, plugs. 

Also, things to buy: gas pedal, flash 
light and flares, breather bypass, floor 
mat, seat pads, penetrating oil, wind­
s hield wiper , jack handle, whisk 
broom, maps. 

I had a 24-hour deadline for de­
parture, s ince I was to meet Alice the 
following evening in Philadelphia, 160 
miles away. Ed Stolarcyk turned out 
to be not only well connected in our 
familiar classic-car circle, but also 
spared no pains to accomplish mira­
cles in lines of procurement, mechanics 
and speed. Far into the night, the men 
at the service station worked while I 
ran errands. 

As a born Californ ian, I was totally 
unprepared for the eastern climate. 
Naturally, the next day it was snow­
ing. I made a last sortie for wool 
clothes from head to foot, and just 
after noon left on the slushy streets 
of Binghamton. 

· Instead of license plates ( the car 
would not pass inspection ), I had a 
one-trip permit issued in California, 
which I pasted to the windshield. One 
hour out, I was stopped by a highway 
patrolman for lack of plates. I was 
halted twice more that day, and later 
in Maryland, Washington, D. C., Geor­
gia, Louisiana, Texas, New Mexico, 
Arizona, and California. Fortunately, 
only the last one gave me a ticket. 
The rest laughed helplessly. What 
astounded us, throughout the East, 
was that private citizens would go to 
great lengths to inform us that we 
had what they called "No TAGS"! 
West of the Mississippi, no one cared 
but the police. 

I n Philadelphia, Alice and I decided 
to christen our chariot "Able" (for A) 
but hoping, too, that he would prov~ 
//ready and willing." We agreed to 
head south toward the sun, and do as 
much sightseeing as possible. We be­
gan the next morning with Philadel­
phia. 

As we were being swept along in 
five lanes of traffic in front of Con­
vention Hall, we stopped at a red 
light. A young policeman walked over 
and, patting Able on the hood, said 
"Too bad. Only hitting on four." The 
engine promptly died, and refused to 
star t. Our policeman stripped off his 
white gloves, carefully lifted the hood, 
and peered in desperation at the grimy 
mess inside. "You're a mean man, 
Jack," said another policeman. After a 
half hour of vain effort while traffic 



eddied about us, we were towed away. 
It took a garage a day to locate and 
replace the broken timing gear. All 
the crew of Smiling J ack's Garage 
turned out to wave us off. 

After a two-day tour of the national 
capital, we were headed south from 
Alexandria when a terrible thumping 
telegraphed the news that our bear­
ings had gone. Naturally, this hap­
pened at six o'clock on a Friday eve­
ning, eighteen miles from the nearest 
town. However, we were able to coax 
Able into the drive of a pleasant road­
side motel. The manager, a Mr. Raab, 
was most helpful, t r ying to locate a 
mechanic. But he did have a discon­
certing habit of bursting into hyster­
ical laughter every time he looked at 
Able. 

At this point, I decided to call Scott 
in San Francisco, and he told me to 
stand by. A half hour later, he called 
back. With some luck and by co­
incidence, he had contacted the Model 
"A" Restorers Club president, Ed 
Breedon. The MARC president re­
sourcefully checked the club roster 
and suggested that I call a club mem­
ber by t}:le name of Henry Snow, who 
lived at Lorton, near Alexandria. 

I called Mr. Snow and he said he 
would come in the morning and take a 
look. But shortly after we had gone 
to bed. there was a pounding on the 
door. Mr. Snow had arrived with his 
17-year-old son, two other boys, and 
a tow bar. They swarmed over Able, 
tied him to the tow bar, and told us to 
come up the next morning. 

Next morning, courtesy of Mr. 
Raab and a Greyhound bus, we moved 
some 40 miles north to the roadside 
store that was Lorton. Mrs. Snow 
came to pick us up, and drove us 
around winding roads to the clearing 
in the woods where they had hewed 
out their home. The two houses they 
had built themselves shared the clear­
ing with several garages and numer­
ous Model "A's" 

Inside a locked garage was a beau­
tifully restored "A" station wagon, 

minus the motor, which was out being 
rebuilt. Beside it was a newly restored 
coupe, with engine in place but not 
connected. Henry Snow said the Tudor 
was owned by 19-year-old John Girard, 
who had been working on it for 
months, and planned to take it to a 
show the following week. He sug­
gested that our best bet would be to 
induce young John to sell me the 
motor. 

Able's motor was removed and 
found to be a mess. It took all day, 
with constant coffee breaks, to per­
suade John to take pity on me and sell 
his motor. It had been generally re­
built and assembled at a shop in Alex­
andria. Transfer of the motor began 
about dinner time and as it stretched 
into the night, we moved to a motel. 

At 10 :30 the next morning, the en­
gine started briefly, then stopped. 
Henry Snow tinkered and cogitated, 
wearing the "God- knows- what's­
wrong" expression familiar to all auto 
fanciers. With cheers from all, we were 
on our way by Sunday afternoon. 

Able was in tune with the lovely 

spring we enjoyed as we saw the 
sights of the colonial South, visited 
the beaches, resorts, and battlefields. 

Everywhere people talked to us. 
Constant conversation was the rule. 
One trucker shouted, "Going to New 
York ?" and laughed uproanously. An­
other covered his eyes and said, "I 
don't believe it! I don't believe it!" We 
heard many tales entitled "My First 
Date in the Rumble Seat of a Model 
'A' , or "The First Car I Ever , . 
Owned." We were expqsed not only to 
the warm breath of spring in Georgia 
and the blasts of a sandstorm in New 
Mexico, but to the human beings along 
the route. We began to feel sorry for 
the other travelers on the road, insu­
lated from cold weather and warm 
humanity. 

Some things were inexplicable. Why 
were there no beer cans and roadside 
litter until we reached Louisiana? 
Why did service station attendants in 
the East almost never wash our wind­
shield, while west of the Mississippi it 
was cleaned at every stop?

Suggestions for Better Steering 

Under any traffic condition, the 
steering wheel, more than any other 
item on our Model 'A,' is in con­
stant use; and any pleasures that we 
can derive from driving is largely de­
termined by ease of steering. In order 
to make the car steer more easily, the 
front axle is designed to give the 
wheels a tilt so as to bring the por­
tion of t he tire in contact with the 
road more nearly under the spindle 
body bolts. This tilt tends to make 
the wheels run out or away from each 
other. To counteract this action, the 
wheels are given what is known as 
"toe-in." At first, the toe-in dimen­
sion for the Model "A" was given as 
%6 to % inch, but" it was later found 
that a toe-in of 1hz to %2 inch causes 
less t ire wear and gives easier steer-. 
mg. 

Many front-wheel alignment gar­
ages no longer possess data for setting 
toe-in on the Model "A". However, 
you can save some money and do a 
good job right at home with nothing 
mor e· than a wooden 2 x 4, a couple of 
boards and a few n ails. But before the 
wheel alignment is attempted, it is 
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advisable to reduce the play in the 
steering gear and linkages to a mini­
mum. 

When the Model "A" steering gear 
was designed, Ford's engineers took 
into account that eventually some 
parts would wear and, therefore, sev­
eral adjustments were provided. A 
screwdrive1· and ordinary wrenches 
are the only tools needed to make these 
adjustments. To determine if these ad­
.i ustments.. are needed, check the 
amount of play in the steering wheel. 
If the amount of play exceeds 1% 
inch, one or more of these adjustments 
may be necessary. 

There a re three adjustments which 
can be made with the steering gear 
assembled in the car, namely: end play 
in the steering shaft, end play in the 
worm sector, proper mesh of sector 
teeth in worm (two-tooth sector-type 
only). In order to effect satisfactory 
adjustment, the d1·ag link should be 
disconnected. 

Steering Shaft End Play 
End play in the s teering shaft on 

the early seven-tooth sector worm can 
be reduced by removing one or more 
of the brass shims which are (or 

should be) between the lower end of 
the housing and the enq plate, better 
known as the lower bearing assembly. 
These shims (A-3559-AR) were made 
in three thicknesses and ·are used to 
take up any end play in the steering 
shaft. Refer to drawing at (L). 

On the ·later design two-tooth sec­
tor, a worm adjusting screw is pro­
vided at the top end of the steering 
gear housing. To adjust the worm for 
end play, turn the steering wheel to 
eit her end stop, then back up ~lg of 
a turn. This leaves the steering shaft 
bearing free of side thrust. Next, 
loosen the housing clamp bolt (M) and 
the lock nut (N ) on the worm adjust­
ing screw ( 0 ) . Turn down the ad­
justment screw tightly, then back off 
~ of a turn. Then retighten the lock 
nut and the housing clamp bolt . 

Worm Sector End Play 
End play in the sector shaft of either 

design, seven-tooth or two-tooth sec­
tor, can be corrected by turning the 
steering-worm-sector thrust screw lo­
cated on the side of the housing next 
to the motor. A special offset screw­
driver is required for this adjust­
ment. 



First, <.:h eck that the housing cover 
nuts are tight. Next, turn the steering 
wheel to either extreme, then back up 
Y,.., of a turn to remove load from the 
s~ctor. Gripping the steering arm at 
the sector shaft hub, push and pull to 
feel for end play. To reduce end play, 
loosen the thrust screw lock nut ( P ), 
turn the sector thrust screw (R) 
tightly, t hen back off H; of a turn. When 
correct adjustment is obtained, be sure 
to tighten the lock nut, keeping the 
screwdriver in slot to prevent the 
screw from turning. 

Sector Teeth M esh 
Adjustment for proper mesh of the 

sector teeth in the worm can only be 
made on the two-tooth sector design. 
Turn steering wheel to the mid-posi­
tion of its complete travel or turning 
limits (drag link previously discon­
nected }. 1\ ext, loosen the three hous­
ing cover stud nuts ( S) exactly % 
turn t hen loosen hous ing cover adjust-

' i ng stud nut ( 'f) 1/z turn. 'fu rn the 
eccentric adjusting sleeve (U ) clock­
wise, very g radually, checking at each 
movement the amount of play still 
exis ting at the steering arm. Adjust 
only suffic iently tight to eliminate a ll 
lash at steering arm ( no more ) , being 
sure to finish movement of the eccen­
t ri c adjustment sleeve (U ) in the 
clockwise direction. Turn the steering 
wheel tlwoughout full travel to test for 
free operation. If too tight, turn the 
eccentric adjustment s leeve counter­
clockwise to free, and readjust more 
carefu lly as above. Next, securely 
t igh ten the housing cover adjusting 
stud nut (T ) and follow by tightening 
housing cover nuts. It is important 
that the adjusting stud nut be tight­
ened before tightening housing cover 
nuts. . 

With the foregoing adjustments to 
the steering gearing being complete, 
reinstall the drag link. 

Tightening Ball Plugs . 
Another item which invariably lS 

overlooked in setting front wheel 
alignment is the ball plugs at the ends 
of the drag link and ends of the 
spindle tie rod. After 3? years of use, 
the steering arm and spmdle arm balls 
will have considerable wear. Remove 
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the cotter pin and, with a large screw­
driver, tighten the ball plug. D o not 
re-use t he old cotter IJins but replace 
with new ones. 

Front Wheel Alignment 
To make the front wheel alignment 

gage, you will need a 2 x 4 about 64 
inches long; two short boards, 1 x 3, 
18 inches long; and a handful of nans. 
Construct the gage as shown on the 
drawing suggested by Ernest Flink­
man , l\lichigan Region. 

Jack up both front wheels so that 
the nails line up with t he center of the 
hub caps and place the gage in back 
of the wheels so that the nails touch 
the tire. Rotate wheels sufficiently to 
cause a fine line 2 or :3 inches long on 
the tire. Rubbing some white chalk 
on the tire, in advan<.:e, will heip to 
show up the line. 

Remove the gage from the back and 
place at the front of the wheels. Also, 
rotate each wheel 1.80° so that the 
mark on each tire wi ll be at the front 
of the wheel. N ext, locate the gage so 
that the nail point on the right side 
centers on the mark on the right tire. 
'Wal k to the opposite side and rotate 
the left wheel so as to cause a second 
line on that tire. Measure the distance 
between these two lines to determine 
the amount of toe-in.

· If adjustment is required, remove 

the cotter pins and loosen the two 
spindle tie rod end clamp bolt nuts, 
then tu rn t he spindle tie rod either in 
or out to approximately correct the 
toe-in. Each time the tie rod is ro­
tated you must check toe-in again from 
the beginning by erasing the lines on 
the tires and scribing new ones. This 
trial and error procedure may have to 
be done several times before the cor­
red toe-in is obtained. \Vhen the cor­
rect toe-in is obtained, tighten the two 
connecting rod clamp bolt nuts, mak­
ing sure to replace the cotter keys.

In October, 1954, the Hunter Field 
Trial Meet was held in Avon, Conn., 
drawing Model "A's" from all states 
from Maine to Maryland. This was the 
largest Meet in which MARC had par­
ticipated up t o that time, with 28 
MARC cars participating. There were 
several beautifully restored cars 
there, and others ranged in condition 
down to hay barn wrecks. I remember 
particularly that Harry Smith of New 
York was driving a mint original 
Roadster, perfect in every detail. As 
this Meet was joint with the Horse­
less Carriage Club, they assigned Mr. 
Henry Cave, a pioneer auto builder, to 
judge the Model "A's." The winner 
was Donald Day of New J ersey, with 
a Roadster that by today's standards 
would clearly be in the Modified class. 
The decision of the sole judge was 
not in accord with the feeling of most 
"A" owners there who felt that the 
car selected had too many modifica­
t ions. This provided a starting incen­
tive toward the Club developing a 
system of judging for future use. Mr. 
Day had a fine car, but it was modi­
fied in several respects, had 16" wheels 
als.o, and his winning a first prize 
pomted up the need for better judging 
standards in the future. 

At this time, a sharp-eyed member 
observed that the inside tailgate han­
dle on his 1954 F ord Ranch Wagon 
was the same as the inside handle on 
his Model "A" Roadster . I believe that 
every true restorer has known about 
this for years now, but the MARC 

News of October, 1954 carried the tip­
off to the membership. Also, at this 
t ime. a California member commenced 
making terminal box covers and wing 
nuts, thus solving one more problem 
faced by the restorer. 

R. E. Stockton of Urbana, Ohio, 
made a visit to the Archives Depart­
ment of the F ord Motor Company in 
the fall of 1954, while gathering data 
to help him in the restoration of his 
car. He wrote MARC News about what 
he found there, and he had spent con­
siderable time in the Library of the 
Henry Ford Museum, as well as in 
Archives. He found considerable ma­
terial of help in the project of restor­
ing his 1928 Phaeton, and met Mr. 
Dave Crippins and Mr. Henry Ed­
munds of Archives. They expressed 
considerable su rprise and interest to 
learn of the existence of the Model 
"A" Restorers Club, and they asked if 
they could receive a complimentary 
copy of MARC News each issue. They, 
in turn, expressed t heir willingness 
to furnish detailed information from 
their files. Mr. Stockton reported that 
the F ord organization had an intense 
interest in the restoration of thei r 
products. 

In my last column, I mentioned the 
names of' members listed in the June, 
1954 Roster, who are still members 
today, and who I believe have held 
continuous membership. It took a lot 
of time to go through the original 225-
250 members' names to check them out 
in the later Rosters, and I very much 

regret that I missed Russell Gerrits 
of Chicago. Russ was very much a 
member then, as he is now, and I 
recall meeting him personally in 1955 
when his 1931 Roadster took a First 
Place at the National Meet in Dear­
born-the first National Meet ever 
held. My apologies to Russ, and to 
those of you who have back issues of 
Motor Life magazine, you will find a 
photo of his car and a nice write up 
on MARC. 

A supplementary Roster came out 
in November, 1954, listing members 
joining from June 1, 1954 to Novem­
ber 1, 1954. This was a period of rapid 
expansion for the Club, due mostly 
to publicity from writeups in several 
nationally circulated car magazines. 
Gerald Cheatham and Donald Rich­
a rds, both of Alabama, joined during 
this period and are still with us. Wal­
ter A. Smith of Shelton, Conn., is the 
only one from his state still listed 
today from the members joining dur­
ing that t ime. Others are Dr. Ray­
mond Scallon of Minneapolis; Eugene 
Daley of West Newton, Mass. ; and 
Maxwell Brown of Staten Island. N.Y. 

Price comparisons of 10 years ago, 
with today's prices, are always inter­
esting. Many adver tisers do not quote 
prices, but from ads that did, I copied 
the following from MARC News of 
September, 1954. "1931 Victoria, good 
condition, rebuilt engine 18,000 miles 
ago, price $95." Or how about "emer­
gency and service brake anti rattle 
sets $1 postpaid" or "muffler inlet 
clamp sets, .75 pair."·

MOUNTING CLAMP 

TECHNICAL HINTS 

From Calumet Chatter 

A small length of rubber hose, 
clamped or wired to the overflow pipe 
on the radiator, will allow water over­
flow to run under the car and not down 
into the front spring. This will pre­
vent a major cause of rusting in the 
front spring leaves. 

Just above the floorboards, at the 
base of the firewall, you will find 
snaps that will fit the buttons used on 
tops. If these buttons are added to 
your floor mat or rug, they will keep 
the mat in position very nicely and 
neatly. 

The next time you remove t he en­
gine side pans, add a nut to hold the 
bolts in place while you are installing 
the pans and adding the nuts to hold 
the pans in place. This also makes 
future removal easier. These ·are the 
bolts used in the frame edge, of 
course. 

A regular 1,-4" tap run through the 
floorboard bolt holes will allow the use 
of regular, easily found bolts to hold 
the boards in place. 

If your sun visor is removed, it is 
possible to slide the windshield off 
t he hinge. Some penetrating oil will 
ease it along. 

When recovering running boards, 
use linoleum cement to glue them 
down. It works well and is low in 
cost. Have a pair in service for six 
years.

It has come to the attention of the 
technical editor that some of the 
tapered mufflers on the market today 
do not fit the Model "A" as they 
should. When installed, the inlet pipe 
will interfere with the engine splash 
shield and the outlet pipe will be 
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directly in line with the rear axle, 
rather than 21'2 inches below it. 

Comparing the muffler with the 
original drawing indicated that the 
greatest points of variance are the 
angle of the inlet pipe and the large 
radius at the tailpipe. By heating

these areas, the muffler can be re­
shaped to give good visual appearance 
and satisfactory performance. 

If you are in the market for a new 
muffler, it is suggested that you study 
the drawing and familiarize yourself 
with the important dimensions.
